CUBANS WILL FIGHT IT OUT

More Than Ever Determined on
uu Uncompromising Warfare No
Faith In Spanish Prom lues Lying
Xinvs Dispatches to Affect .Elec-

tions In Spain Late Rattles.

llavaua, April 11, via Tampa, Fla.,
April 13. All the talk liere this week
Is conjecture as to what Air. Cleveland
will do with the resolutions of the two
Houses of Congress.

The brief cable dispatches from the
States, which the Havana papers publish,
after the pres-- censor has edited them,
have bt.en read with interest by all classes
"t citizens. Little light hah been thrown
jpon the subject so far, although the
loyal Spaniards Mill claim lo be coniideiit
that tlie rresident will noi recognize
belligerency.

The systematic suppression of truthful
news of the progress of tlie revolution, has
Minded many p.eople here, anil lin undoubt-
edly been of groat hexp to Siiaiu abroad.
The official report of every engagement
lb carefully cooked so as to make it
appear Mat the Spanish have won a vic-
tory, and even then if tiiere is danger of a
wrong impression being created abroad,
the foreign corr'siondents are not allowed
to telegraph the news.

On the eve of the elections, the Madrid
authorities, impatient at trivial items with
losses or one, two and three rebels, cabled
here for encouraging news.

SAID GOMEZ WAS DEAD.
The emergency was met by tending out

the report of Gomez death and designat-
ing the place of his burial at Matanzas,
when he was marching with an escort of
5,000 men in another province.

Spaniards here profess to believe that
rresident Cleveland will not recognize the
liclligeicney of the Cubans, but they ba.e
their assurances ujKin Minister De Lome's
dispatches, and even their confidence in
government messages is weakening.

There is no war talk among Spaniards
here. They say that recognition of bel-
ligerencywillnol help the Cubans materially
and rlaim that the sending of additional
men-of-w- from Spain will offset any
advantage gained. All talk of comjncniisC
between Spain and the men in arms is
Idle. Cubans have no faith in promises of
autonomy or reforms.

The insurgent leaders declare they will
never lay down arms until Cuba is free.

The decrees of (Jen. "Weyier, the harb
treatment of political suspects, .ind the
killing of pacifieos has maue compromise
out or the question. All intelligent people
here recognize that the difficulty between
the Cubans and Spaniards Is to be settled
once for all. Many property owners who
have opposed the revolution until now,
thinking it impossible to break Spam's rule,
are now in hopes the rebels will win, or
that some other nation, preferably the
United States, should interfere, on the
ground of humanity, and the destruction of
property.

SPANISH REPORT VICTORIES.
Havana, April 13. Col. Cort report, that

the column under his command has had a
Eeries of fights with 2,000 insurgents led
by Maceo, Castillo and others.

The scene of the engagements was south
of Guira de Mclena. in the southwestern
part or the province of Havana. The rebels
awaited the approach or the troops with
1 line of cavalry, one kilometer in extent,
the insurgents on foot forming an ambush
on both sides m the shape of a horseshoe.

The vanguard of the troops deployed to
the right and left, and the artillery fired
grenades and grape shot Into the enemy.
The fight lasted two hours. The rebels
then retreated for a distance and awaited
the troops behind the ruins of tlie build-
ings on the Luisa estate.

The troops used cannon and made several
bayonet charges before they succeeded In
dislodging the insurgents. Tlie official re-
port says that the rebels retreated in
complete disorder, arter leaving twenty
killed and eighty wounded. The troops lost
five men.

Col. Segura reports having had an en-
gagement with insurgents near Piedra,
Providence of Sauta Clara. According to
Col. Segura twenty-fou- r rebels were killed,
while the troops had only five of their
number wounded.

Monster Cuban Demonstration Held
by Jacksonville Citizens.

Jacksonville, Fla., April 13. At Key
"West, Fla., there was a tremendous demon-
stration last night in favor of Cuban bel-
ligerency.

Five thousand persons marched in pro-
cession, bearing transparencies denouncing
Spain and Weyier. At the head of the
procession was borne an effigy or Weyier
wrapped in a Spanish flag, which was
hooted.

The Montgomery Guards, a local mili-tary company, in full uniform, and carrvinga United States flag, marched behind
the Weyier effigy, which they frequently
prodded with bayonets. The procession
ma relied to the beach where Weyler's
effigy and the Spanish flag were burned.
The Spanish consul is very indignant overthe affair.

Commons today Right Hon. Joseph Cham-
berlain, colonial secretary, stated that Sir
Hercules Robinson, governor of the Cape
Colony, had wired the government that he
was about to send 600 regular troops
to Rhodesia from Natal, in addition to
the volunteers, and 250 Uasutos, who have
already left for Rhodesia. The war ofrice
is making arrangements to replace the
troops that have been ordered to the
interior.

Rumors of a Democratic Plot to

Capture the Presidency.

LEAVE IT TO THE ELECTORS

Plot Is to Nominate Both a Gold and
Silver Ticket, Spilt the Vote and
Combine on a Man In the Electoral
College Scheme Said to Have Been
Hatched by Southern Men.

A sensational piece of political news
was discussed at the Capitol yesterday,
and denied by no oue thought to be in the
deal.

It is no less than a scheme matured by
a combination of leading Democrats lo
capture the Presidency by organizing a
split at the Chicago convention. In brief
the idea is to put two Democratic tickets
in the field and then have tlie two wings
of the party come togethpr in the electoral
college and select a candidate of that
party, provided, of course, that the

rergular Democrats and the bolting
Democrats have Jointly a sufficient number
of electoral votes to turn the trick.

The story goes that the silver leaders
first brought the idea to the lront and that
they submitted it to the "sound money"
people and received the word to go ahead
with the result that there is said to lie a
thorough understanding now between both
factions on the subject.

THE PLAN AS PLOTTED.
To all appearances the struggle for

supremacy in the Chicago convention is
to be kept up from now until the 7th or
July, the day or the assembling or the
convention, ir the silver men can con-

trol the convention a silver man is to be
nominated on a 16 to 1 platform. It
the sound money rolks are the stronger they
will select one of their number.

Then will follow a bolt by the losing fac-
tion, a rump convention and two Dem-
ocratic tickets, one on a sound money plat-
form and the other on a silver platform.
The sound money ticket will be run to win
in States where that sentiment Is supposed
to control and the silver ticket in States
where the masses are believed to be of that
way or thinking.

The tickets will not be brought into an
tagonism except In States that are over-
whelmingly Republican and where the
general result could not by any possibility
be Jeopardized by a friendly struggle
for "points."

BUILT ON A THEORY.
The theory underlying this elaborate and

preparation for party triumph
is a growing conviction that it will be im-

possible to reconcile the two wings of tlie
party in the convention and that efforts in
that direction may as well be abandoned
first as last; thatthe question must be fought
out in the party, and that the only way it
can be done without committing willful
suicide will be by the plan suggested; that
the count will show beyond all question how
the Democratic masses stand, and that with
the verdict thus registered the electors can
consolidate their vote upon a ticket com
mitted to an agreed policy.

It is further urged In behalf of the plan
as above outlined that Its adoption will
give the Democratsa living show to control
the Fifty-firt- Congress as well as to elect
a President and a Vice President.

ITS ORIGINATORS.
This scheme originated with Senators

Harris, or Tennessee, Blackburn or Ken-- i

tucky, Jones or Arkansas, Turpic, of In-

diana, Vest, of Missouri, and Representa-
tives Crisp, of Georgia, Richardson of Ten-
nessee, and others of that group in Con--'
gress.

They claim theprcsidential electors would
be perfectly free to vote ror any man they
mlgh tagreeupon, even though his namehad
not been berore the people, the theory being
that the electors are responsible only to
the party they represent.

While the scheme suggested is both novel
and almost revolutionary, there were no
Democrats of importance at the Capitol
who did not think that there was more
than an even chance if carried out, that
it would prove a success.

"The cardinal principle of the Demo-
cratic party," said one Congressman, "is
majority rule. If the vote in the various
States shows the sound money men tobein
the majority then the clear duty of the
Democratic members of the electoral col-

lege of both factions would be to select
a sound money man to the Presidency. If
the contrary istrue then a silver man should
be selected."

"To the people or the United States of
America: I am fully aware of the obliga-
tion which I have contracted, to stand trial
for my alleged violations of the laws of
your country. I have not remained to face
the consequence or my acts, simply because
I reel that I have a higher duty to perform
as a soldier and a Cuban.

"Having fought for the independence of
my country ror ten years, and having ever
since promulgated the Idea for which we
then fought, I deem It my highest and
holiest duty, to fight and bleed, and if
necessary, die,, to attain the Independence
of my country.

"Should I fall, my death will expiate, I
hope, in your eyes, any passible offense
Tor which I might have to stand trial there;
should I survive, I give you my word, as a
man and a soldier, to return to your
country and cheerfully abide by the con-
sequences which the laws of the country
may visit upon me. My conscience tells
me that In this proceeding I will satisfy
tlie laws or Justice, and I am confident
that the citizens or the United States will
so Judge or my conduct.

London, April 13. Mr. James Kelly,
member for North Roscommon, asked the
government, In accordance with previous
notice, whether it was the Intention of
Lord Salisbury to direct the British consul
general at Havana to report upon the con-
dition of Cuba with reference to the state
of war which lsalleged to exist there.

Mr. Curzon, under secretary for foreign
affairs, replied that the British consuls in
Cuba made regular rports to the foreign
office as to thesituationon that island, and,
consequently, a special report was not
necesiary.

Right lion. Walter Long, president of
board or agriculture, announced that the
government had received a copy or the
resolutions passed by the Bouse or Com-
mons, or the Dominion or Canada, in
reference to the diseases or animals b:Il
berore the Untlsb Parliament. Mr. Long
regretted, he said, that he was unable to
accede to the wishes or the Dominion gov-

ernment in the matter, as set rorth In the
resolution. It would be impossible to do
so and still be consistent with the interests
or home agriculture.

Mr. Curzon stated that the British vice
consul at Mush had telegraphed under the
date or March 27 that the local authorities,
by virtue of an iradc, required all foreign
missionaries to leave Asia Minor immedi-
ately by the way of Alexandretta.

Sir Philip Currie, tlie British ambassador
to Constantinople, Mr. Curzon said, had
made representations to the porte and had
learned thatthelrade did not rerer specific-
ally to missionaries, but applied to all per-
sons involved in seditious movements.

No missionaries conrorraing to the laws
would be molested. The United States
charge d'affaires at Constantinople, .Mr,
Curon added, had since been'lnrormed that
the irade had been repealed.

Yeateruay Frazier, with little Nellie, the
Padgett child, and one of his own chil-
dren, went to the barn on the place,
ostensibly to hunt for eggs, Padgett being
away from home at the time.

Frazler took the little girl into the hay-

loft of the barn, leaving his own child be-
low. A short while later the screams of
the little girl were heard and several per-
sons went to her assistance.

It was discovered that the negro had at-
tempted felonious assault, as the child's
clothing was badly torn and she was
frightened into convulsions. A physician
was summoned, but en examination he
found that the attempt had been unsuc-
cessful.

Constable Thomas was Immediately noti-
fied and arrested the negro and brought
him here before the news pf the affair had
gotten out. When the occurrence was
learned here threats or lynching were made
but it is not known Jusc where the prisoner
is confined.
