The dazzling halo
about a star's head is that he cannot in thenature or things be otherwise than first.
When the people see that his second fiddle
in an all-st- orchestra doesn't drown the
cornet or the base drum they will doubt
his value. He steps orr his pedestal, butihe public must be made to believe that it
is impossible to be himself except thereon
The advertisement for the is not
going to mitigate one whit against Mans-
field. So! Smith Russell, Salvini, John Drew,
or Ada Relinn. These people have not ceas-
ed to be stars, even for a moment.

During the Columbian Exposition an al
fresco performance of "As You Like It"
was given. Alexader Salviui was invited
to plaj Orlando. He wrote a grateful let-
ter, thanking the management for the honor
they did him, supposing, as had been adver
ti.ed. that he was contributing his services
to a dramatic festival. When he found an
admission was to be charged, and he was
to be paid a salary, he withdrew at once.
He would not step out of the charmed cir-
cle Unit surrounds him as an independent
star.

But all this willnotin the least depreciate
the excellence or the. forthcoming pro-
duction.

sponsible for it. Hopper has always made
a practice of reserving the reatures of his
production till the time or presentation, so
that it -- was kept a secret what "EI
Capitan" was about. However, It is
now revealed thut the story has its lounda-tio- n

iu Feru. It tells or a Spanish viceroy
who feared to assume his position and
nuts a poor dependent Hi hispluce. ThenhP
joins his enemv and discovers the state of
affairs, finally storming and capturing his
own palace. Hopper plays the viceroy,
El CanUan. aud mtle Airred Klein is the
buffeted substitute'. There were a dozen
curtain calls afier the second act and every
.body concerned made a speech. Sousa has
introduced considerable .march music aud
the Boston press speaks or it as of the
very highest order.

The Dramatic Mirror, prodded by the
conscientious and really able writers of
Western criticism and spirited by its own
conscience or the slate or afTairs, is on
record In no unmistakable tenns as to
the sincerity and value or criticism in
Gotham. On this subject the Louisville
Courier-Journ- recently baid, In the course
or a discussion of the matter: "It Is a rar
cry back to the days when the verdict
or New York settled the fate or plays and
players lor the remainder of Iho country,
.iii'i each season makes the assumpt ion that
New York Is to America, in matters the-
atrical, as Lonuou t-- England and Paris
to France, seem more and more absurd.
Tney protest too much their metropoli-t.iiitsii- i,

uicse New York critics, and ihey
prove it not at all. So many critics, so
many varying verdicts, has been the ru!u
all this season, save when one ot the freak-lovin- g

band lias produced a play. Then,
united for once, the others slashed and
spared not. The result has been a strength-
ening of the belief that lias been growing lor
several years, mat neither success nor
failure in New York means thai the pro-
duction is good or bad rrom the standpoint
or luesane luurainalicart. When thought-fill- ,

fair, and bUiolarly men who write lor
the best impers in Chicago, Boston, and
Philadelphia praise or damn a play their
words carry How
can the flippant radism or New York be
respected?"

As a matter of fact, the Goiliatn critics
were eomptned to ieerse their verdict on
Duse and Julia Marlowe. They tolerate
worthy dramatic crrori, but ralluitocoliimus

.or biuisms over Guilbert and Chevalier.
"They are mutton-head- s or crooks," savs
thePiCisburg Dispatch.

The Mirror auinits the state of affairs,
and says apologetically and explanatory:
"There'are several newspapers here that
treat the 6tage seriously and intelligently.
Jvaruest and nouest critics are employed by
the Sun, Times, Tribune, World, Press,
wening Post and one or two others, but

taniestiies- - and honesty are not the bole
requisites or dramatic criticism. There is
demanded also breaath of nnnd, trained.
Judgment, freedom rrom prejudice aud svm-paii-

wlui the higher alms or the AniorieV.n
I stage. Foreigners, as a rule, are disquali

fied rrom expressing opinions ot any great
value concerning native dramatic ertort;
their point or view is strange to the Ameri-
can maul, and their bias is In tavor or art
inaiiirestaiions that are wholly exotic. Un-
fortunately, aliens ot this class are engaged
iu reviewing the drama ror several of our
most widely circulated newspapers. The
result - mat our plays and actors are
judged by them from the Irrelevant stand-
ards or London, Paris and Berlin.

"A woiseevil than how
ever, is found in the preposterous plan
adopted by several newspaapers of paying
their 'critics' commissions on theater ad-
vertisements in lieu of salaries. Of course,
no man of character aud culture would con-
sent to nlare himself in the anoma Ions

I iosilion of judicially reviewing dramatic
productions and at the same time soliciting

I advertisements from their manaagoro. This
nefarious arrangement has led to gios
scandals, the most conspicuous or which
is me rrequent rccurieiice or incidents
that bmack unmistakably of blackmail
Naturally, the readers of such papers are
never treated to honest criticisms, the
taint or thecounting-roo- and the e

pervading the theatrical columns. Thereare two or three men that write about
the stage lor daily newspapers or greater
or less importance who are directly in thepayor certain mangers, dra wing salariesas 'press agents.' "

"It is impossible," says the New York
Home Journal, considering the same topic,
"to comprehend the ethical standards by
which the dramatic critics (of New York!
measure the nlavs brouirht to their attn- -
tion. Such light as our observation has
given us inclines us to the beher that
plays which deal with delicate subjects
in a trivial and really salacious fashion
command the npprovaal of the critics,
while plays dealing with the same subjects
in a soner, serious fashion, without thought
of inuendo or indelicate insinuation, are
seized upon as deserving of the severest
critical condemnation.

Sol Smith Russell, whom we have always
known as an amiable and tactful man, has
at last put his fool, by an unfortunate
entr'acte, contortion in it. It's a wonder
that with all his little speeches, made night
after night, some trifling slip hasn't been
made, it came at last, aud St. Paul's
knuckles were rapped. He had a poor
house the last night. In his curtain speech
he said It was too bad the stringency of the
times made it necessary for him to play to
emptysents.asheand his company werenot
used to it. Passing ovcrd the indiscretion
or any allusion to these subjects of finance
before Uie curtain, Isn't there an aggra-
vated conceit in that speech, which we
never expected of Sol? It seems that
amiability only travels with prosperity, and
the worm turns with the receding tide. As
Dr.Bchuhertssaidof Bernhardt, when asked
about her temperament: "Divine, when
the houe is full; fiendish, when the people
remain away. They all are." And Sol,
whom dramatist has never given to utter a
resentful word or angry speech, wha
smiled so sincerely and acted the kindliest
of heroes, as Jf they wen liim.nU Sol has
his little pettlshncRs. like all thother chil-
dren of fortune's benlzen. A St. Paulpaper replied to his speech, that it was not
financial stringency that kept people from
Ihe theater, but Mr. Russell had no induce-
ment to bring them there. The writer also
points out that the star's persistence in sucha milk-a- water play as "An Every "

is strangely at variance with his con-
tinued harping on clevatiug the dramatic
standard.

But theater-
going is not the only diversion of these
club men and women. Whenever an artist
of distinction honors tlje Hub these Play-
goers bestow the honors in return. They
give a reception or tea for flic artist, and
iii that way cement the association between
themselves and' the stage. Their latest
feature is the establishment of a grill room,
and thither they repair after the intellec-
tual feast to digest it with "liquid of good
brewing."

DINNERS JN COLORS.

Feasts Where Food Ik Graduated in
Pretty Tints.

. How to color thiugs without poison-
ing the guests and finding herself In-

dicted for manslaughter. Is something of
a puzzle to the ambitious house wire who
wauts lo raise her feasts above Uie

She can give a white dinner, perhaps
without fear ot disastrous consequences,
but a yellow, or a red or a mauve dinner
requires more anxious thought.

The cleverest hostess is the one who
gives a "shaded" dinner the menu and
decorations shaded, say from pale pink
to dark xed. Commence with a pink
soup and finish with a red dessert, deep-
ly, beautifully red. The flowers deepen-
ing from the loveliest of blush roses to
the crimson of the Jacqueminot; or ge-

raniums of different colors may be umuI.
Carmine or cherry red or cochineal tinc-

ture, or the former with a judicious blr.id-In- g

of apricot coloring, will produce any
and every shade of red or pink desired,
and as both are harmless and tasteless can
be used without fear.

Aspic jelly is the most accommodating
bit of edible for if easily takes on every
color In a rainbow if properly treated
and may appear several times in the course
of the meal without exciting either surprise
or remark; and first pink to garnish pink
dish, later red to decorate a red dish.

For this red dinner, that at present is
absorbing our attention, the mayonnaise
Is colored with a tablespoonful or two of
currant Jelly, or a little carmine. The
swectbreuds may be smothered in a puree
of red haricots. Beets, cut In small dice,
may be used to garnish another dish.
Cherry sauce for the lamb is made of
cherries boiled in claret and water.
Strawberry jam lends a willing hand in
the color scheme, and aspic jelly, as be-

fore mentioned, colored either red or
pink, serves many a purpose. Cream for
the meringues must be colored red with
the carmine and the cases for the ices
must be red red crepe paper, perhaps,
shaped like a rose.

Apricot coloriug and saffron will tint any-
thing yellow, and dnmson-blu- e which can
be boughtattheshop with a little carmine.
will make mauve. A mauve uspic is always

'possible, horseradish sauce for roast beef
may be colored with saffron, a delicious
yellow. Lemon jelly and ice cream are
easily tinted mauve or yellow. Slices of
yellow tomatoes may serve to garnish a
dish; frills of yellow crepe paper or mauve
may decoratcthe French chops; white sauce
Is easliy tinted yellow, and so onandsoforth.
It your feast commences yellow and ends
mauve or vice versa; saffron, apricot color-
ing, carmine, damson-blu- e and the thing is
accomplished.

For a mauve and yellow dinner and Just
here let me assure the reader, one has been
attempted with the happiest results the
courses alternate, first yellow and then
mauve; with ingenuity, each course might
combine both. A shaded mauve dinner,
beginning palest, palest lilac and ending
deepest, royal purple ahlthefcastof reason
and flow of soul is nothing compared to this
scheme of color.) You dream of it for
days afterwnrds,and wish you could ever
dine upon mauve.

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PLAYHOUSE 01 WHEELS

Queer Vehicle Designed by a
Washington Man.

CAN BE USED AS A COACH

It is a Model Theater with a :

Capacity, But as Handy

3s a Carriage.

An opera house on wheel3 is the latest
invention of thence, and very'soonWasn-ingtonian- s

will have an opportunity to
view and criticise what Is claimed to be
the most woaderfulthiu iu the amusement
line yet put out.

The inventor and builder of the port-
able opera house Is Mr. J. A.De Witt of
No. 1312 I street norUiwest, who has
spent years in Its construction. It Is, he
says, the mosi wonderful combination ve-

hicle ever constructed, and may be used
either as a common carry-al-l or a movable
playhouse. From the cuts accompanying
it will be seen that when "packed" for
the road it has the appearance of an or-
dinary stage coach, but when opened out
presents the appearaucc of a large and
airy pavlllion.

Bond.

The "Uncle Sara," as the vehicle will be
called, when used to transport passengers
will accommodate about sixty people, and
when used as an opera house will ha'.e a
seating capacity of nearly 500. In con-

struction It is quite a unique aWair. It is
two stories, die lower being fitted up with
all the appointments of a first-clas- s restau-
rant, while the upper will be used as the
auditorium of the playhouse- - It will be
builtupon four wheels like any other coach,
only that it will be considerably larger, be-

ing sixteen feet long and twelve feet wide.
The floor of the playhouse will be en-

larged by means of extensions equal to the
sidings of the second story, all of which
will be safely supported by circus props.
The floor wdfbeou an incline, and the stage
will be equipied with all theappointmentsof
a modern playhouse, such as dressing-room-

scenery, etc. Overhead will be a canvass to
protect patrons from either sun orrain.Tbe
whole will be heated by hot air. so as to
make it comrqrtable m cool weather.

The motive power for the present will be
horses, Mr. DeWitt being or opinion that
a team of five or seven will be able to
haul a full load of fifty or sixty persons.
The machine will be put on Uie road this
sprmK for the accommodation Of large par
ties or tiphtseers. and they are promised
the most satisfactory trip Tor this pur-
pose ever undertaken.

It is not, however, until fall that Mr.
DeWitt expects to do "a land, office busi-
ness;" then he will have a number of
"Uncle Saras" in operation, making the
roundscarrylng campaign parties.

When on the road the Interior of the
coach is used as a kitchen, with shelves
running out agaiust the iron braces on
either side. An opening from Uie front
of the coach, up into Uie front part ot the
top, forms a passage through which the

prepared food is handed up to the hotel
part from below. A small stove in the
rrout of the Interior furnishes the means
ot cooking, and also heats the hotel, when
it is necessary to have heat.

Used as a passenger coach only, the
vehicle can comfortably carry seventy
passengers. While on Uie road as a portable
theater, however, Mr. Do Witt expects to
carry a company of only about ten people.

Mr. De Witt proposes to put his
strange wagon to another use- - For cam-
paigning purposes, he declares, noUung
could be more handy.
