IEXNA guipure is the uarae of a new
lace, worked entirely iu buttonhole
stitch over rine cord. The desigu is

traced in cambric --a very fine material is
not necessary an-- i this Is tacked on enam-
eled cloth, to keep the work flut. The
outlines or the design are run or stitched
with coarse cotton or cream silk, and the
buttonhole stitch is worked over this and
over a couple of strands of fine cord of
thick silk; cream silk is used for the best
work, and it Is the most effective. The
whole of the design Is then filled in with
close rowa or buttonhole stitch, worked one
into the other, and the connecting loops
are worked and interlaced at the same time.
The difrereut forms in the design are con-
nected by loops that are not worked into
the cambric, but lie over it. the cambric
being afterward cutaway from underneath.
The buttonhole stitches are worked into
the cambric to give rinnness.
