"She made the snappiest die we have
seen since Jim Bergen's brown filly took
the bit In her teeth, dashed over two
grooms, crippled two horses and wound up
by breaking her neck in frontof the judge's
stand, dying of a broken heart. Borah holds
the mirror up to nature In a way that sur-
prises those that have not followed her
around the circuit.

"Right here It might be well to caution
Bcrnhardt's starter to adopt some other
method of getting the curtain up. Those
in front henrd a slamming and banging of
timber, and it was supposed at first that a
portion of the stage had fallen in and was
being repaired by the carpenters.

"This Is not so, Tor we investigated and
round that the misguided Frenchman who
holds the riag started the players by mentis
of a pole about six reet long and three
inches thick. This he jums up and down
on the stage because he doesn't know any
better, and the French actress could not
act ir lie used the electric bells.

"It splintered up tlie stage, damaged the
building and scared the audience, but it's
all right; they have been doing it for
years; it was adopted because It costs
less than it would to Tire a cannon.

"As ror Camille, she and Armand had con-

siderable trouble, but Bernhardt acted like
a perfect lady and did much belter than
any actress we know could have done under
the same circumstances.

"The play might be enlivened considerably
Tor the belter by writing in a racing scene,
or even the Introduction or a tank would
bring it nearer up to date."
