All printing ror the Interior Department

Is held up in the office of the Public
Printer and the 150 or 200 printers em-
ployed in the branch orfice of that De-
partment arc temporarily out of a job.
This is partly due to lack of funds and
partl caused by a system of bookkeep-
ing m vogue in the Government Printing
Office.

The sum appropriated for public prin.'--ln-g
is divided into allotments for the dif-

ferent Departments and the Public Printer
Is instructed not to go beyond the sum
named.

The Interior Department's allotment has
been used up and hence the stopping of
work. This nas been brought about, how-
ever, in rather a peculiar manner.

1 he Patent Office Gazette printing comes
under the jurisdiction of the Interior De-
partment, but is provided for by special
appropriation. The Public Printing Of-
fice was obliged to do some work on the
Ga?eUe and the cost was charged up to
the Interior Department allowance, greatly
diminishing that sum. By this method of
bookkeeping the allotment ran out. but it
will be in proper shape as soon as a
transfer of the money from the Gazette
tpecial appropriation is made to the reg-
ular Interior Department printing allot-
ment It is then expected that the men
will be reinstated.

TO INVESTIGATE CHARITIES
A Joint select committee, to be com-

posed of three Senators and three Repre-
sentatives. Is provided for to make in-

vestigation of chanties and reformatory

THE AQUEDUCT TUNNEL.
In addition to these school changes, the

District Committee has authorized a bill to
sell the Force building and site and
and relocate the school.

The provision for the aqueduct tunnel
directs the Secretary of War to resume
work on the tunnel and reservoir as au-
thorized by the act of 1882.' The work
is to be carried on according to the plans
oT the board of experts reported January
17, 189G. To pay for the work the $266,-740.3- 8

balance of the original appropria-
tion is made available and $2G6.74G.'J8 is
added, to be taken from the surplus gen-
eral revenues of the District. All work
is under the charge of the Secretary of
War.

The permits for electric lines heretofore
issued by the Commissioners are ratified
and the Commissioners are authorized
to permit the erection of poles for telephone
and other purposes outside the city, subject
to use for fire and police wires. In any
case wires must go in conduits in crossing a
street.

REJECTED UV DR. KERR.

Murderer Ford slept soundly Ia"st night and
he slept lustily. His snoring disturbed the
echoes of the night and annoyed the police
at station No. G .

He sank to rest on the iron slats of his
cell couch at half past eight, and was in the
embrace or Somnus when the- station clock
chimed 3 this morning. His sleep was
profound. It was the sleep of a man
worn and weary by care and toil.

It was peritapd the rirsr. rest the mur-
derer has known since he plunged his cruel,
fatal knire mtu the tnroatot tiw shrieking
vict.m, Elsie Kreglo. Several times dur-
ing the long watcnes of the night hehlf ted
his position from one side to the other.
This slight restlessness wai due more to
tne naruiic--s or tue narrow nencn on whieh
he slept than to any other cause. None
ot the .sounds ot jouce hre in the station
awakened lum. The heavy tread of men.
that rattle of the precunei indicator, the
tinkle of the telephone bell, the calls of
"O- - K." and the tooting of the sergeants'
whistle fell unheeded on the ears of the
doomed murderer.

SIGHS OF FATIGUE.
New and then a deep "igh came from

Ford's cell, hut It was a sigh or ratigue
rather than of conscience.

Wannell was silent a to the nature oi
the low toned conversation which he sus-
tained with Ford for several hours, but
will probablv have some reeking testimony
to oifer at the coroner's inquest today.

Ford talked much of his home and family.
He seemed to feel sorry for the trouWe.
in which he had involved his wife and
father. His sorrow seemed to go more in
that direction than toward the Kreglo
faintly, whose home hv has desolated. So
far as could be learned he has expressed ho
regret for the wrong he inflicted on. the
Kreglos. Neither count it be learned that
he expressed any direct contrition for the
crime he commuted on little Elsie His
regret is ot the most seirish charattrr.
He repents his crime, not because it wa$
a crime, but because its commission.,
discoverv and solution have brought hiro
and his family to grief.

There was a story current last mgtit as
police station No. 6, which was given
credeuce by the men ou duty ttmsa
minister had beeu airong t.ie early callers
on the murderer.

The
department though has taken every pre-
caution to preserve their man for the
courts which experience and prudeaee
could suggest. Tord's cell is No. 4- - There
is nothing inside his cell which he might
detach and convert into a weapon.

The only chance which he has to destrov
h.mself.a to crush hi skull against the
stone walls, cemented floor or iron door.

IS CLOSELY GUARDED.
To guard against this contingency-- a po-

liceman stands directly before the barred
door and keens t's ga7e fasteaed on the
murderer The key to the tell is con-
venient and at the first s.gn or danger
the policeman would swing open the cell
door and seize the man. Help would he
close-- at band. In the-- squad room. wWch
opens into the corridor Ieadini; to the eH.
sit Detectives' Hartgan and Cox. In the
front ofrice. through which it is necessarv
to pass to escape from the cell, sit Desk
Sergeant Garner and Assistant Desk Ser
geant Oliver.

In front of the station dnring the first
half or the night stood Policemen Creagtr
and Hayes. At midnmht these were re-
lieved by Policemen McVamee and Fitz-
gerald. At the rear of the station during
the first half stood Policemen Shultz and
Lynch, and at midnight tl ese were relieved
by Policemen Coghill and Whalen. As a
matter of course all these men were armed.

On the second floor of the station slept
the reserves. Usually but one section
nine men remain on reserve, but last night
three section were in the station, and
Policeman Will Pchccnrerirpr remained on
duty in the dormitory to set the gongs off
directly should the order to turn out bo
given.

It was thought at the station last night
that the wife and father of Ford will be
present at the Inquest today, and that the
murderer will meet his rnuulv for the first
time since bis flight. This meeting; will be
watched with curious eves Although the
wlfe.and presumably the rather, knewthat
Ford had committed the crime, not a syl--
lame oi oeirayai came irom. tneir lips.

POLICE CONGRATULATED.
The cell of the murderer is but a few feet

through stone walls from the slab in the
morgue on which the body of Elsie lay
and where the autopsy was performed.

rohce officers and privates are shaking
hands with themselves on the capture The
solution of the murder mystery and the
apparent certainty of the connection of
the murderer, they believe raises the de-
partment several notches in the esteem
and confidence of the public. All the
detectives and police who were detailed on
tlie case have been receiving congratula-
tions from many sources.

The press has also come In for a share of
commendation for the thoroughness with,
which It disseminated news of the crime
aud the suspicions that Ford was the man.
