leave soap standing In water,
because it wastes it. Never throw
shells of soap away, but put them in

a jar, fill up with water, put in the oven
and let it boll wel with a lid over the top
and when the soap is all dissolved mke
it out and put it to cool, and you will
be able to cut it out. Therefore, you can
use it again. It is very useful for wash-
ing flannels.

There are a variety of recipes for hot
hands, but this one is the best. Place
about a teaspoonful or alum in the water
you wash the hands in. Afterward powder
with rice powder.

The best way to clean carpets and rugs
is to dip a cloth in hot. soapy water, squeeze
it, and rub the carpet well two or three
times. It will bring all lint and dust
away, and make the carpet or rug equal
to new.

Those who object to tea leaves for
sweeping carpets can use freshly-cu-t grass
instead. It answers the same purpose for
preventing dust, and gives the carpet a
fresh, bright look.

yardAN or garden may, without much
difficulty be converted into quite an

This au be done by removing
the flags, if any, rearing them on edge as
a kind of border line, filling in behind
with good garden soil alone, if leaf mould
and saudy peat are not obtainable for
mixing with it.

See that there is plenty of drainage, by
placing a thick layer of broken stones or
bricks at the bottom, then add the soil n
theshape of a gently slnpiup bank, stud-
ding it well with rough stones (the rougher
the better) from a sandstone quarry.

In gathering wild ferns, do not attempt
to bring home large specimente; be content
with small plants with plenty of root, and
the earlier in the year they are trans-
planted the better. They will make a very
fair show in themselves (If properly at-
tended to).

THE MOVEMENT.
The ladies state in the bill, which has

already passed the House, that their inten-
tion in incorporating the body, is "to per-
petuate the memory and spirit of the men
and women who, in the colonial period, by
thelr rectitude, courage and l,

prepared the way for success in that strug-
gle which gained for the country its liberty
and constitution, by acquisition and pro-

tection of historical spoil and the" erection
of monuments; by the encouragement of
historical research into the colonial records,
and the publication of the results; by the
preservation of documents and relics, and
of the records of the individual patriots,
and toencouragein all who come ividertheir
influence true patriotism, built on a knowl-
edge of the and heroism of
those men of the colonies who laid the
foundation of this great nation."

The bill further provides that "the so-

ciety is authorized to hold real and per
sonal estate in the United States, so far
only as may be necessary to its lawful
cuds, to an amount not exceeding $o00,-C0- 0,

and may adopt a constitution and
make by-la- not inconsistent with laws,
and may adopt a seal. Said society shall
have its headquarters or principal office
at Washington, in the District or Columbia.

Now comes the society of the Colonial
Dames of Philadelphia, a corporation duly
organized under the laws of the State
or New York, and protests against the
passage of this bill.

The general officers of the association
have learned of the measure, almost too
late, and sent their protest to Senator
Quay. He presented it in the Senate
yesterday afternoon. It reads:

"The Colonial Dames of America, of
which the undersigned constitute Chapter
II, Philadelphia, was organized May 23,
1390, as a national society, and on April
13, 1S91, was duly incorporated under
the name of "The Colonial Dames of
America' with power to form chapters in
the several States.

"Prior to the incorporation or this, our
society, no other society of similar name
iiad been incorporated and the purposes
and aims of this origmal society as set
fortii in its charter and constitution are
similar to those proposed in the bill now
pending berore your honorable bodies.
Its members are residents of all parts
or the United States.

"The adoption of the same name as
that or the original society by the cor-
poration proposed to be organized by the
pending bill, will create difnculty, con-
fusion and conflict and will inflict grave
injury upon the rights and interests of
the society which originated and first
used the name "The Colonial Dames of
America.' "
