WHO IS THE MAN?

This make the case no nearer solution
than the first day or the crime. The fact
that Mrs. Buxton's brother was absent
from home the night before and the morn-

ing or the assault cast a shadow or doubt
ah to his actions. He made a brief state-
ment that he had been to see a party on
the road to Latousville and was brought
Into Gaithersburg that morning by a mllk-'ma- n

named Walker. There are several
Walkers and there are two roads to Latons-vill-

An investigation said to have been made
by detectives at Mr. J K. Walker's showed
that Mr. Easton had not been seen by him
lor a mouth, and thereby could not have
brought him in in his wagon the morning
of the fiendish assault.

TIMES TROVES INNOCENCE.

The Times went further, however, in its
Investigation than the above.

Early yesterday afternoon a Times man
taw Mr. Easton while the latter was at
Garfield Hospital endeavoring to see Mr.
Buxton. Permission was refused htm be-

cause it was feared he might excl: the
wounded man.

Turning to The Times representative
be began to talk about the crime of the
other morning. Easton was angry that
any reflection had been cast upon his
statement of the affair. He was positive
that the right men are in custody.

'Who oo yon really believe did thedeed?"

"Oh, I liave no doubt that Randolph and
Keal are the men," he said. "I am sure
or it. Everyone believes it, but, of course,
1 only know from what lias been told me.
As far as I am concerned, though, they are
the men.'"

NO USE FOR KILGOUR.
During the interview Mr. Easton scored

State's Attorney Kllgour. "He does not
know enougli to come out of the wet,"
said the excited man.

That there might be no doubt regarding
Mr. Easton's whereabouts a thorough

or his statement was made
by The Times. Of the two roads to Latons-vlll- e

one is a carnage road and the other
Is a private road rchich Is only ued for
walking.

It took only two hours to determine
positively that at the time of the assault
Mr. Easton was asleep with Mr. James
Reed, in the latter' b house, three miles
from Gaithersburg.

STRUCK A LEAD.

A visit to the brother revealed the fact
that he also bad not dnven Mr. Easton in.
But, not content with a partial investi-
gation, The Times man drove two miles

further out the road and through a lane
In the woods for half a mile to the house
of Mr. James Reed, whose father resided
on an adjoining farm. The old man was
teen first. He said Mr. Easton came to
Lis eon's house Sunday afternoon, and he
iaTbmrfuuHtf hem that he had passed
the evening and night Tli&T.

Miss Becky Reed and her sister were
were at the home of their brother, for
whom they kept house. Mr. Easton's
visit was to one of the young ladies. They
both Mated that he arrived there about 2:30
o'clock Sunday afternoon, stayed to sup-
per, remained over night, eating break-
fast there the next morning. They said
they arose a little later than usual that
morning, and as near as they could recol-
lect, .had breakfast about G o'clock. It
was fully half an hour later when Mr.
Easton left there. He did not take the
.main road to Gaithersburg, but walked
across a short cut, which would bring
him out on the road which runs past Mr.
George Walker's home.

SLEPT WITH EASTON.
Mr. James Reed added hie statement to

that of his Bisters. He said that "Zed''
Easton, as he was known, slept with him
Sunday night, occupying the same bed.
They arose together and he believed it was
about half pasto or 6 o'clock. Of one thing
he was certain, thatwhenthey arose the sun
was just up. Easton did not wait long after
breakfast, but left, saying he was going to
Gaithersburg. He corroborated every state-
ment of his sisters.

The reporter returned to Gaithersburg.
and went to the residence or Mr. George
Walker, whosaidthatitaasaboutT o'clock
or after when Mr. Easton came along the
road and asked him Tor a ride into town.
The two rode into Gaithersburg, and when
near the drug store someone asked him if
lie had been home that morning.and when
he replied that he had not Easton was told
that something nwfal had happened there.
He left Mr. Walker at the drug store and
hurried down the street in the direction of
Oic Buxton house. Thesestatementsclearly
proved an alibi for the third manunon whom

RECEPTION BY THE CZAR

Foreign Representatives Were Re-

ceived Witk Gorgeous Ceremony.

Christian Clergy Also Honored tlio
Emperor in tho Throue-Ilooi-u

of the Kremlin.

Moscow, May 27. Today Emperor Nicho-

las II, and his consort received the con-

gratulations of foreign representatives,
the Christian clergy, the ministers of
state, the council of the empire, the senate,
the representatives of the nobility, the
secretaries of btate, the representatives of
the Duchy of Finland, committees of Uie

bourse and chamber or commerce, and
municipal and provincial delegates.

The reception took place in the hall
or St. Andrew in the palace or the Krem-

lin, which la also known as the throne
room. This room, which had been reno-

vated for the coronation fetes, presented
a brilliant appearance.

Its walls were hung with light blue
silk, while numerous gold plates, offerings
from various cities in Russia to previous
emperors, adorned them.

At about 10:30 this morning, the vari-
ous halls and rooms of the palace were
thronged with those who had come to
render homage to the newly crowned war,
as well as representatives of foreign mis-
sions, who were chnrged with the con-

gratulations of their sovereigns.
Masters of ceremonies with their aides

were busily employed in stationing and
instructing the different delegations and
hurrying hither and thither to greet new
arrivals.

By 11:30 o'clock the St. Andrew's Hall
itself was crowded with deputations, ar-
ranged in regular order, and in a few
moments the gilded doors swung open and
the emperor and empress appeared with
their suite and took their positions, standing
in front of the throne.

The emperor was dresBCd in a general's
uniform, the empress in Russian gala cos-
tume. At their right were the regalia on
a table, and the imperial standard, guarded
by two grenadiers. Their suite stood at
their left, flanked by a company of grena-
diers of the palace on guard. Immediately
the long line o deputies, two by two,

came filing up. attended by masters of cere-
monies, who introduced each deputation.

On one of the other days set apart for
receiving congratulations the czar will
receive deputations from the Orthodox
Church and the various sects in Russia.

President Oilman himself, however, de-
clined to answer directly whether he
would consider an offer from the New
York board or education. He said that
the action of the business and prolessional
men or the city, tupplemeuting that or
the university trustees and the Alumni
Association, made it clear to him that he
would not be permitted to leave Baltimore.

In answer to a request ror a direct
reply as to what he would do in case
an ofrcr were made to him by the New
York board or education. Prof. Oilman
said "How is it possible for me to say I
will decline a thing that has never been
orrcrcd to me? I have really suited nil
that it is possible for me to say on the
subject at this time. I have no word or
any kind from New York."

The errorts of the alumni and friends of
the university to raise $250,000, with
which to place the institution on a firm
financial basis, will doubtless prove suc-
cessful.

Potta
drew up to allow the first tram car to paas
aud then followed it.

The tram car behind came along and
when just opposite, the bridge ga-v- away.
Down went the buapy lino the water
with the other wreckage. Potts managed
to drag nis wire to tne top or the sub-
merged car. Jordau rescued his wife in
the same way an 1 tncii they were picked
up by a boat and carried ashore. The
horp was drowned and the buggy tangled
up with the submerged car.

OVER 500 ARE DEAD

BY WIND AND FIRE

Cyclone Sweeps Over St. Louis, East
St. Louis and Many Other Towns.

PEOPLE KILLED

Buildings Blown to Tinderwood and Trains Thrown
Off the Rails by the Fearful Winds.

BOATS OVERTURNED AND

Gas and Electric Plants Are Demolished and the Stricken City

Is Plunged Into Darkness Telephones Are Down and Not

Even An Approximate Idea of the Loss of Life and Property

Can Be Made Two Hundred Girls Said to Be Buried in a Ci-

garette Factory Excursion Steamers Laden With People Re-

ported Foundered Fire Is Spreading In East St. Louis and

Threatening the Destruction of Millions of Dollars' Worth of

Property.

The list of the dead in St. Louis cannot
be estimated until alarming reports of loss

of life In collapsed buildings can be con-

firmed.
At least forty lifeless bodies have been

found up to 10 o'clock. If the reports

are true, that 200 girls arc in the ruins

of a cigarette factory and that many "were

killed in East St. Louis, the list will
reach nearly 300. The city is in a state
of panic. Nearly all electric wires are
down and the city is in darkness.

FLOODS FOLLOWED THE WIND.

To add to the confusion the tornado was
followed by a deluge of raiu, accompanied
by vivid flashes of lightning which still
continues. Telephone wires are useless

and liverymen refuse requests for con-

veyances on account of prostrate electric
wires.

o'clock, was on the east spaa of the bridge
when the wind picked-th- e cars up aud
turned them over on their sides. The
iron spans and trusses held the cars from
toppling into the river. 100 feet below.

EAST BRIDGE SPAN WRECKED.
The passengers were thrown into a

confused mass. The k ot wires
made rc-cu- dirricult and dangerous, but
it is thought all will be got out unin-
jured.

The cast span or the east bridge is so
badly wrecked that it will take three
days to allow trains to pass.

LIGHTS TURNED OFF.
The difriculty in obtaining information

from outlying districts is increased by an
order from Mayor Walbridge. ordering all
electric light circuits turned ofr. This la
to prevent death to the persons coming in
contact with broken electric light, wires.

Later reports from the city bospitalstates
that only two were killed and six injured,
as a result of the roof of that institution
being blown off. From Sou lard street:

ness houses in that territory.

The streets are filled with the wreckage
of demolished houses overan area of fifteen
blocks.

Ninth street and Larayette avenue. Trinity
Evangelical Lutheran Church, on Eighth
street and Larayette avenue, and St.Hugo's
Catholic Church, on Kansas avenue, were
demolished. Epstein &. Bernstein's whole-

sale liquor store, at 229 South Broadway,
collapsed rrom the force of the wind. Julius
Marano was killed and three otheraserieosfy
injured.

The power house of the Sculling Line, at
Jefferson and Geyer avenue, was totally
destroyed, and a dozen employes received

Continually Growing--
Chicago. May 2S. Frora reports received

by the United Press up to 1 o'elook this
morning from Missouri, Indiana and Illi-

nois cities, the destruction and extent ot
the appalling cyclone are shown.

The storm began its work of devasta-
tion and death nea r Moberly. in Randolph
county, in the northeastern part of Mis-

souri. It then passed southeast Into Au-dri- an

county, where the school house ac
Rush Hill and its occupants were victims.

The cyclone moved slighUy North, Into
Pike county. Mo., and then jumped tha
Mississippi River into Southern Illinois.
The Ladies' Seminary, at Drake, in Green
county, HI., was stricken by the tornado,
which then parsed south and east, follow-

ing the Illinois River until it Joined the
Mississippi, the greatest point ot destruc-
tion being reached at St. Louis, East St.
Louis and East Caroncdelet.

The direction ot the wind storm from
that cluster of stricken cities then ap-
pears to have been in a southeasterly line
through Illinois, but no news ot destruc-
tion has been received from Illinois towns
east ot the big river.

The cyclone reaehed the Ohio river and
struck EvanstVilie in the southwestern ear-

ner of Indiana. Later new indicates that
the great storm is tearing a path through,
the heart of Indiana in ar southeasterly di-

rection.
The latest reports compiled frm the

scene of destruction in the three States
point to the loss of over 700 human lives
and the probabilities are that later re-

ports will swell the total death list to
enormous proportions. According: to
places, the death roll is divided as follows!
