SOOTH'S PLAGE IN HISTORY

Association Organized to Perpetuate
It Holds Its First Meeting. -

Instructive ana Interesting Papers
Beud by "Well-Know- n 'Writer .

on Appropriate Tliente.

The first annual meeting of the Southern
History Association, an organlzatlou that,
though less than tiro months old, claims a
membership ot nearly 200 n

people, was held last evening In the mam
lecture room of the Columbian UWrcrsity.
Postmaster General William L. Trson

iir. Wilson opened the exercises with a
neat tiieecn. In wiitcn he called attention to
the necessity of preserving the valuable
historical records of the South and said
that was the purpose of the formation of
the society. Eiery State to produce great
men must honor its heroes, he said, and
called attention to the manner In winch
England did homage to her illustrious dead.
Ills remarks, like those of the succeeamg
speakers, were greeted with warm ap-
plause.

"T.ic Promotion of Historical Studies in
tho South," was the subject or Mr. Weeks'
interesting paper. Col. Johnson read a
paper on "The Planter of tiie South," and
Gea. Wright gave a review on the life of
"David Crockett."

The title of Mr. Ingle's entertaining and
Instructive paper was: "Two Southern
Magazines."

"An period of American history," .said
Mr. Ingle, "should possess greater rascina-tio- u

for the student than thai extending
from the administration ot Jackson to the
opening of the tragedy of the civil war.
Ko feature ot that history has bceu more
neglected heretofore than the part tiiavcu
by the South In the social literary and
economic life of the United Stales.

Within recent years, however, has come
a great awakening. Almost simultaneous
ly with the birth of the conrictlon that
history is something more than past pol-
itics, candid and broadminded writers have
realized that the story of our country has
been told with misleading crfect because
of a failure to emphasize Hie South's share
In the making or it.

"It may be said, without invidious In-

tent, that there has been too great a
preponderance or Southern li.s'oy from
what may be termed the New England
standpoint. The real historian or the
United States, yet to be born, will take
the position or an American citizen, know-
ing no section, but carelully weighing all
facts relating to the North, South atid
West berore embodying his conclus o.is In
scientific philosophy."

More material ror Southern history is
abundant, said Mr. Ingle, than one might
imagine with the desolation or four ears
still rresb in the mind. The study of two
magazines will lcrhe much of interest
to the South's career. One is DeUon's
Commercial Reiew of the South and
West." The other is the Southern Lit-
erary Messenger of Richmond. These v. ere
contemporaries for sixteen jears. They
represented in a sense Virginia conserva-
tism and North Carolina individualism.

The rounder of the "Messenger" was
Thomas W. White, a printer by trade.
Ihe first issue appeared In 1834. No
pretensions were made by him to literature
as a profession.

One of his first acquisitions was the poet
Edgar Allen I'oc. His remjrkablc work
brought 11 quickly to the front and it
maintained for thirty years the high stand-
ing acquired.

Like Wiiite, James D. B. DcBow was
not born to affluence. But he craved
ambition. He began in mercantile life
and later gave himsoir a lear's prepara-
tion Tor the bar. He soon turned his
attention to literary work, wherein his
stronghold lay The Hex lew's cradle was
In a small, bare rot,m over a bookstore
in New Orleans. He and a friend divided
20 cents a day for food.
