Are Rapidly Disappearing.

HELD ENEMY IN CHECK

Early Would Have Entered the Cap-
ital Had He Not Considered
the Defenses Too Strong.

Off north of the ol military road from
Brightwoo! to Fort Reno and Just east of
the Chevy Chase line stands 2 nomber of
persimmon trees up & gulch, on the side of
a swep hill. Beyond the trees, outlined
agulnst the sky, nppear the square lines of
& battlement of some sort.

The attention of the curious passer is
at once sttracted and mony & visitor has
gone up 1o see what Is at the crest of Lhe
nilL. 1t is & long climb up the steep hill-
side, brren of eversiliing bot brocm o ge,
bat the view from the top alone will re-
pay it. The sgoure lines belong toan enrth-
waork, put therein the days wheneverybody
was n little nervous at Umes for fear, In
some wiy, Lee'sarmy might gelinto Wash-
Ington and the friends of the Unicn, with
thelr government, be forced to go out. In
other wornls it was n purt of the fortitics-
tions of this city in the civil war.

1t was a part of the strognbold called
Fort De Russy, and coasisted of four walls
of earth about ten feet high originally.

turned into pruning books. The pliace makes
a plcturesgue corper (o one of the most pic-
turesque parts of Rock Creek Park. Itmay
some day bave a litle attention pald to the
preservation of it lines, and so be retalned
for the artist’s pencil and for the sight-
gcer of o bondred years from now. It is
one of the few puints about Washington
where the footpriots of war linger unmis-
takably.

The movemnent for the circamyvaliation of
the capltal was begun a little more than
thirty-five years ago, May 23, 1861, On
that day Major Wood went by way of the
Aqueduct Fridge, Major Helntzelman,
afterward geperal, by Long Bridpge, and
Col. Ellsworth by water to Alexandrin,
all to take up 8 position on the sncred soll of
Virginia and make fortiDeations Lo protect
Washington. Capt. D. P. Woodbury, aidid
by Ldeat, O, E, Cross, had charge of the en-
giueering operattons at Agoeduct Hridge.
Capt. 1. 8 Alexunder with Lient. F. E.
Prime at Jackson City, and Capt. H. G,
Wright, & volonteer, was sent by Gen. Mans-
fleld, who seciux to have heen dn obilef comn-
mand, to select the points for making the
forts.

NOT FAMILIAR WITH THE COUNTRY

At that time, itis stated, that tbe officers

it deal better acqualtnted with
the approaches to Pars than they were
witi the countey surrounding this city
1t hadd been made a part of their edueation,
and after reading to know what had been
done abroad In modern Tortificatione Tor
great centers of population, nearly all were
ranpliar with the general lines of the works
for the protection of Paris and other foreign
ecapitals. Nothing st all had been done here
and maoy even of those who tad Hyved here
for some thne knew almost nothing of the
Iny of the country in this vicinity.

Sites" were chosen at once for Fort
Runyon, near the somth end of Long
Bridge, on the bills near Bt, Asaph; Fort
Corcoran, just back of Rossiyn, toward
Arilngron, and Fort Ellsworth, at Alex-
andrin. With Fort Corcoran were the
auxiliary botteries known as Fort Bennett
and Fort Haggerty, with
blockhouses and rifle trenches arommd the
head of ithe aqueduct Bridge, while Fort
Runyon was supported by Fort Albany.
Fort Ellsworth probably had flaoking
Latteries placed plong the elevations
around Bhuter's Hill, where It was lo-
cated, though no account of the fact has
been found.

FORTR OF LARGE RIZE.

These works wore of large size, Fort
Ruonyon bwing the most extensive single
rortification ever attetnpted for the pro-
tection of Washington, It was 1 500 [eet
aroundd, while Fort Lyon. next in size,
wns 934 feet, and Fort Muarcy, 736 foet.
The works ranged from this Jown to
100 feet

The work of construction ocenpied ahoult
two months, thoush It was counted thot
these first forls were dong in seven wreks
and they were soober than that actonlly
oceupiedd by o defensive force, 1t had been
found st otece gpon the lovation of Fort
Runyon fhat somel hing must be doneto give
the Union forces e command of Lhe
helghts of Arlington, and Fort Albany
waslocated along=ide the Columbia torn pike
k0 as to command that approaca to the
city and to haold Arlington.

It was oot thought that these works
would be of much consequence in cnse of
an atinek by a foree of the enemy ceming
flushed with viclary on the battléeficeld. I
was oot expectsl that any such thing conld
hiappen. Yet it was only a short time till
Buall Eun had been fought and the Confed-
crates swept up o pursult of the demor
nfized Union furces almost to the gates of
Washington.

ENEMY AFRAID TO ADVANCE.

Tuoere can be no dopbt that the reports
of these fortified positions deterred the
commanders of the enemy from uftempting
to seize the city, bot contemporary writers
attribote the safety of Washington in that
perilogs hour rather to the exhausted con-
dition of the Confederate army than to the
olstacles they would have met at the
forts if they bad attempted to storm the
city. As o matter of fact they were neariy
a5 bodly cot up as were the Union troops,
and they might have heen driven in the other
dircetion almost us casily as thelr appo-
nents werein this

The lesson of Bull Rim wag thot the city
pedoed & moech more complete system of
fortificitions. Large lunettes with stock-
aded morges were hoflt. connecting the forte
already erected and Forts Cralg, Tilling-
hnst, Cuss, Woodbury. and on¢ or two
others were Incated to connect the forts
st Aquedoct Bridee with those ot Long
Bridge. Battery Comeron, with two rified
forty-two pounders, was loctted as an ont-
yost. Forl Beott was erected on the wooded
ridge north of and porailel to Four Mile
Run, and about two hundred neres of wood
cut down &0 a8 to give range to Lhe cannot.

Baratogn, Thayer aml one or Lwo others.
Fort De Russy was located, as stated at
the outset, in what is now Rock Creek
Park. It beld & commamling position,
sweeping the valley of Rock Creek, nnd
proved of great value when Early made
nis descent upan Washiogton in July,
1564, when stuccess might have set back
the end of the war for a Year or more
and ovat the government millious of money
and thousnnds of men.

West and south of Tenleytown were lo-
caterl Fort Bumner amd 8 series of sup-
porting works along Powder Mill Ron
amid beyond ke reservoir. Works were con-
stricted penr Glen Echo and Great Falls
to protect the water supply.

On the obber side of The Anacrstin River
(Eastern Branch) the fortifications bega
with Fort Mahan, netr Benning, to protect
the rond niong the river toward Fladens-
burg. From this works were constructed
along the great ridge exrending by Unlon-
town and Anacostia toward Oxon Hill and
called Fort Meigs, Fort Carroll, Fort Gre-
ble and Fort Stanton. On that side also
were placed Forts Dupont, Haker, Davis
Wagner. Ricketts and Snyder.

CHAIN OF DEFENSES,

In nll, these forts nombered 643 gups and
O mwortars, The cannon were mainly 24
wd 2. ponmders, with slege guns and rifled
Parrott gons. They wpuld be deenied nowa-
days to constitate a very Insufficlent droa-
ment for auy sort of defense, AMost of the
pleces bave direndy been given away o
Grand Army posts omd wlitary sebools lor
purposes of arnament,

GUNS ARE BCATTERED.

The disappearance of the forts that
bedd thetn has Kept pace with Lhe scat-
tering of the guns. Of the seveuty-five
caribworks cownerated by a commission
dnpowered by Coongress 10 report ujpon
the fortifications of Washington, very few
traces remain. Only an old resident here
and there can point out o rapldly disap-
pearing ridge at whis polnt aod that as
part of Fort Corcoran, or Fort Runyon,
Fort Btanton, of Fort Brevens. Fort
Myer, s far as the records gO, Was
uot then In existence under any fonm or
name, and Forts Foote and Washington
were npot counted among the imimediate
defenses of Washingion.

On the helghts south of Arlington vil-
Inge anil just this side Nauck's station on
the Southern Bosd can be found o serles
of rampirts, overgrown with young plnes.
These nre supposed (o hiave hedin part of
Fort Richardson. Through the ploes run
hog paths, nnd the proond sestns (o be
upoccupied and unused.

REMINDER OF STIRRING BCENES.

Near the center of the low lines of earth-
work Is un old Lreastwork with higher
walls and o thriftier growth Of trees, In-
cloding other varieties with the pine.
This, It i supposed, was the stronghold
of the fortification.

On e north of the city stands a
mournful reminder of those irying days,
aud muirks the site of one of tLe series of
fortresses. Tnis is Fort Stevens Mili-
tary Cemetery. Its entrance is within 2
few feet of the Brightwood car line, about
amile aml a quarter beyond the pestoffice,
and just this side of Bilver Springs. There
are burled thirts-seven men killed in the
fight with Early, nud for three yeurs past
the late Capl. Stephen W. BHaxter huad
taken care of the grounde amd watched
over thelr rewalns,

“On fame’s eternal camping ground

Thelr low green LCnls sre spread,

And glory guards in silent round

The bivouae of the dead.'”
EARTHWOHRKE HAVE DISAPPEARED.

There I8 bardly a trace of the earth-
works Lthiat were located Lhere for the pro-
tection of the capital. Indeed a recent
effaort to locate any ridge or mouidd as part
of Fort Bteveus was wholly unsgocessful.
Near Brightwood is a plowed field just to
the right of the var tracks, which shows o
ridgeconsidered to beapart of Fort Btevens,
butit would nol be taked as a portion of an
old fortification if It were pot particu-
larly poluted out.

Yet completely as these old enrthworks
hnve goue frotn the face of the earth, they
proved in their day the sccurity of Wash-
lngton.

On June 12, 1864, Lee ordered Early to
take Ewell’s corps of the Army of Northern
Virginla, then Iying ot Galnes® Mill, at Cold
Harhor, with two battalions of artillery
and movedown the Shenandoah valley. He
took Nelson’s and Braxton's balteries,
with Gen. Long ni chief of artiffery, and
started at 3 o'clock nexr morning by way
of Loulsa Courthouse and Charlottesville;
went through Swift's Gap In the Rlue
Ridge, struck Gen. Hunter in the rear and
drove him out of the valley.

ON TO WASHINGTON.

He then recelved orders from Lee (o
cross the Potomnoe near Leeshorg or at Har
por's Ferry and threaten Washington, He
was to co-operate with Gen. Rreckinridge.

Gen. Early has stated that when he start-
ed on hie rald he Lad only B 000 muskets
unider his commnod and they had been for
ten days in & cootinuous fight from the
Wilderness to Cold Harbor, Divisjons had
been reduced to brigades and brigades to
réegiments. As he moved into the valley be
had Imboden, MeCansland, Jacksoh and
Jooes, with about 10,000 muskete. He
crossed the lolomac near BHarper's Ferry
ahout July 2, and on July ® was at Fred-
erick, where he was met by Gen. Wallace.

NEAR THE CAPITAL.
On July 10 Early appeared at Rockville,

Fry. Ono July 11 McCauslund's men came
down the Georgetown pike from Ro
while lmhm-_-hd moved oroand
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Brookville pike leading iuto the Ecventh
street romul.

The weather was very hot and (here bad
been no rain for weeks. The roads were
full of dust and the mwovement of troops
wis very difficult. Early himself came Lo
the froot and rode op in sight of Fort
Stevens. He found the place practically
undefended and apporently ocounld easily
have sejized it iF he could bave brought op
his forces at opee. But while be was sit-
tiog there on his borse, out near Bliver
Bprings, o cloud of dost prose in the rear
of the fort towanl Washibgtoo, and he
realized that his chance to surprise Fort
Blevens was gone.

CHECKED EARLY'S ADVANCE.

The Bixth and Ninetcenth corps, of the
Army of the Potomac, bad seot reinforce-
ments and Washington woas safe. They
marched through W city and out Beventh
street road, arriving at 1:30 p. m., Just
in time to check Eardy's advance.

The pext day occarred the ouly battle
that was ever fought ip the District, and
the only fight daring the whaole war at
which FPresident Lincoln was present in
person. Early bad been checked, but there
wias the greatest apprehension all thatnight
Every available force was suminoned to
the front, Gen. Anson Mclv. MeCook was
placed in command. President Lincoln
aml his sccretapies were active in advis-
ing vperations.

He fooand, e says,
an exeredingly strong defense, inclosesd forts
with heawy artilleryss ter af lower warks
in front piereed for an unmense number of
guns, coverml by ditehes and strengthened
hy abattls. Skirmishiog and sharpshooting
combined with recotuocitering were kept
up throngh the night.

A little before sundown, about 8 p. m.,
Gen, Frank Wheaton attacked the Confed-
erates as they approached too near Fort
Stevens. Therne wis o shiitep rattle of mus
ketry and the booming of cannon. This
drew the President and wwembers of Jis
Cabinet ta the fleld. where they watched
the engagement to its close. The Confed-
erates were foually beaten off, but not till
the Union loss was 280 killed and wounded.
