oo ol ATro- American Women geill, however,
meet in Washington the week follo wing the
adjouroment of the league, wien it s pos-
filble sote Steps may be taken in the mat-
ter of onitinge the twe bodies, 5o that a Joint
convention may be held next s

In nddition 1o the three topics 1 tioned
abowve it is quite certain that walnen
will disouss the affoirs of the Girls” Reform
Bohool of the District of Colombia, of which
there wilk soine talk o few months ogo.
The womsen take the ground that as the
Institution Is devoted entirely to the care
of colored girle the colored people are en-
titled and shoold have at lesst one repire-
eentative on the board of management, and
they projase to agitate the subject unlll
they obtain this congpssion .

Several topics of the utinost Im]zorlam‘o
have oceopied the attention of the meimbers
of the Waslington League, bt duriog all
the Interests of the Capital City nave not
been forgotten. The educilonal and indus-
tria!l work began two veare neo and bas
simce 2rown to splendid and wostencoorag-
g proportlons. The effort lo secare a
bujlding and to establish an  institotion
for the league algo continues and will be
hrought up In the convention at the prnm'r
thue for consideration.

BUILDING INDISI'ENSAHBLE.

The possession of such a building is, in
e tilnds of & good many, indespensable to
Lthe sucoess of Lhe lesigue. Boch a bullding,
one belonging 1o the league, would aid very
usiterially In the work, for It woold put
the leagoe In a position of independence and
remove the necessity of asking for aceoinao-
dations from other associations who ane
fortunate cthouzh to pussess buildings or
balls of thelr own.

As showing the great necessity for the
necommplistinent of the work the league
hae set out to perform it may be mentioved
that in the District of Columbia, according
to the consus of 1800, there were 41 BG6
eolored fomales, and these outoumbered the
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uetles by 8,000, Of these 14,636 are be-
tween Lbe agesof Mve and twenly, and most
of theis attend the severs!l grades of the
pubilic sehools, Of tose between fourteen
sud elghiteen years there are at preséot
over 400 In the public high school. =

Twenty-#ix of the gradiuates eagh huve an
Gpportanity to enter the normal school,
making during the four yenrs' course 104
Wl nny reasonably expect to be empln'{l.lil
in the public schools, witile the other 300
of more are without any prospect of
repunemtive employment,

A Tew of these may enter the professions,
but the majority may be doumed to dis-
appointment.  Oneof the women colnected
withthe league refers totha censusof 1870,
and savs, “there were reported 338 oc-
copatinsopen to women.

The cemetery was charterad by Congrss
in the yeur 1849, Two ndmes prominently
connected with its history are those of its
superintendent, Mr. J. Motter, and his ns-
sistant, Mr. Fred N. SBoumerville, o vor-
itabie encyclopedin In malters reluting to
the cemetery and the dead buried there,

It {5 pecullarly appropriate 10 the saced-
ness of the place, that near its principal
entrance the statpe; of Hishop Plokney
stands a8 If ready to bless all who enter
with the spirit of a benediction his noble
lips g0 often repeated io life. The statoe i
on a broad pedestal, decorated on one sile
with a bishop’s miter, and on the other with
o cross and crown. The pawe of bis wife,
Elizabeth Lloyd Plnkoey, Is inecribed on
Lhe same stone.

MONUMENT TO PAYNE.

Bome distance from the Pinkney mound
Is the monumentertcted by W. W. Corcoran
to John NMoward Payne, well known as &
poet and dramatist, and famoas 0s the au-
thor of “Hotne, Bwect Home."* There is a
basso-relievo carvibg of books, and ope of
wreiath and harp on Lhe shaft, which s sur-
fuounted by a marble bust of the poet. The
slab, brooght from Tinis, where he was
twice United Stales cousul, is decorated
wth oor country's ¢coat of arus, avd also re-
connts Payoe's fiwe a5 a writer, The love
liest tribute of all is on the mwonument.

gud practically unkpown To the anclents.

Three very prominent people buried not
far from here are Edwin M. Stanton, Alex-.
ander de Bodiseo, chamberkin and privale
counselor o his majesty Emperor of all
the Huossias, and James G. Blalne, whose
goave s as yet uumarked, save by a soli-
lary tree standing gound as the sentinel
OF thme, and a small white slone bearing
the injtials J. G.

A unigue vault is that of the Linthicum
family.
