V

No public question has ever presented so many intri- -

cacies to tbe popular mind or is so little understood by

the average citizen as the one known as free coinage and

generally designated as 16 to 1. With someif means

that 16 silver dollars will be equivalent in value to I of

gold. Others think the government will circulate 16

times as many silver as gold dollars, and nearly every one
imagines that free silver will make money more plentiful
or there would not be so many believers in that financial
heresy. Truth is that there is less money in circulation
in free silver countries than in those that have adopted
the gold standard, aud in that sense as well as in every
other, free silver is a fallacious, destructive, and disap-
pointing financial policy. Russia, Mexico, Central
America, British Honduras, Colombia, Peru, Bolivia,
Ecuador, Paraguay, Morocco, Tripoli, Mauritius, India.
China, and most other countries in Asia, except Turkey,
belong to the free silver tribe, and not one of them, Russia
not excepted, can be classed as a thrift)', progressive,
commercial nation. Strangely enough it has been the
cheap labor wheat and cotton products of a part of these
cheap money countries that have practically impoverished
American farms and inaugurated the free silver craze
among our Southern and Western agriculturists.

The population of these free silver countries is 924,-800,00- 0.

The amount of money they use, including coin
and uncovered notes, is $3,071,500,000, or about $3 per
capita. Their money is divided as follows: Gold prin-
cipally in the war chest of Russia $469,600,000; silver
$1,793,200,000; subsidiary silver $217,500,000; and un-

covered notes $591,200,000. The population of the gold
standard countries is 194,400,000, and the amount of
effective money they circulate is $2,968,600,000, or about
$15 per capita. With less than one-fift- h the popu'ation
the gold standard countries transact ten times the busi-

ness of their free silver neighbors, and in point of civili-
zation, progress, wealth, aud commercial power, they are
as much in advance of them as modern development is
ahead of the feudal ages. Were the United States to
adopt the debased money system of these impoverished
countries its degenerating influences would destroy the
commercial keenness that has given us prominence as
manufacturers and traders, and limit our ability to dis-

pose of our products to our own markets. The fact that
we use the monetary standard of the great commercial
nations gives us standing with them in every other coun-

try, but let us once descend to the monetary level of
China, Mexico, or India, and we cease to become active
competitors in the commercial world. The old aphorism
that inone' makes the man is much more suitable when
applied to a nation. A country without a sound mone-

tary system is a country without proper credit or pro-

gressive ideas, as will be seen by examining the history
of any of the free silver nations, and tbe UnUed States
will take a long step backward should we adopt free coin-

age.
One ounce of gold, American standard of fineness,

coins in gold $18.60. Sixteen ounces of silver, American
standard of fineness, coins in silver dollars $18.60; there-
fore 16 to-- 1 means that an act of Congress shall make 16
ounces of silver equivalent in value to 1 ounce of gold.
The present market value of 16 ounces of silver is $9.94.
Under free coinage silver producers could take 16 ounces
of silver to the government mint and receive in return
$18.60; thus realizing a gain of 87 per cent over and above
the profit they now make. Accordingito the declarations
of the silverites, no charge for mintage would be made
and no restrictions put either upon the amount of silver
coined or the place where it came from. The United
States would be made the dumping ground for all the
silver of the world, and in their enthusiasm these tinsel-braine- d

financiers claim that other countries would bring
their silver to our mints, and after having it coined, use
the money to purchase our products, thus" stimulating
foreign trade. It does not work this way in Mexico,
where silver has been the standard money for nearly four
centuries. There are eleven mints in operation there
which have coined $3,321,000,000, and of that vast amount
only $45;000,000 have remained in the country, while the
per capita circulation of money, including ten bank note
issues, is at the present time only $4.50. The remainder
of the silver coined has been exported and sold at its
bullion value to pay for imports brought into Mexico.
That is precisely what would become of our surplus sil-

ver coin in. the event of free coinage. It would be sent
out of the country and sold as bullion at a price fixed by
gold to pay for imported goods.

- Another class of silverites, including Mr. Bryan,
claims that free co:nage would bring silver to a parity
with gold. In that event nothing would be gained. Our
banks and financial centers are already bursting with
money waiting for the clouds to roll by so that it can be
invested. It is not more money that we need to relieve
the depression, but investment and use for the enormous
sums now locked up because of the monetary agitation.
Free silver, if at a parity with, gold, would not give the
masses another dollar to use unless it were earned in the

ed way. No one but a thief or an heir can
obtain moneywithout first giving an equivalent, and fret
coinage would not make it any easier to get. But silver
would not go to a parity with gold, because we could not
take care of the world's surplus so as to force up its com-
mercial value. Therefore, there would be a debasement
of our money to the amount of the gold premium, and
consequently an irregular inflation of prices. While this
commercial upheaval was going on thejre would also be
a disastrous financial panic, and the question to be de-

cided iswhether'anyone except the silver producer would
be benefited' by this national sacrifice.

CEX1HAL LABOR UNION".

Two Important --MutttTH DsCnsed ot
LiiMt NljJIit'H lleetlnj;.

Two very iniivnant matters demanded
the attention or the Central Labor Union
at Its regular meeting held last evening
at Tyixigtaphlcal Temple.

The meeting was largi ly attended, there
being present representatUes from seven-
teen lo.nl unions, aud l'resident Spohn wa.
in the chair,

Tne first subject which came up was
presented by a delegation from Journeymen
riorseslioers' Union, Xo. 17. who protested
against the action of the Central Labor
Union in indorsing the application for
charter ot the IInrsc-hoe-rs Protective
Union, a recently organized blj. The
grounds for the protest were that tin re
was no nccessityfor another local organi-
zation of tills kind, and If members of
the proposed union Insisted on a separate
organization their place should be among
the Master Ilorseshocrs.

To this latter proposition there was no
objectiou on the parlor tbe members of the
new organization, but it was said that it
was impossible at this time to affiliate
with the Master Ilorseshocrs, because ot
the four days' clause lu the constitution.
This clause requires all members ot the
Master BTorseshocrs' Assuciatioc to employ
tlie help at least four dajslu each week.

After hearing the arguments on both sides
the union decided that It iou!d nut rescind
lu action In recommending, the applica-
tion of the new organization for a charter.

Thc next question which, claimed tho
attention of the meeting was the considera-
tion of the relations hetween the Metropoli-
tan Street Railway Companyand the Street
Railway AsscmbI). A delegation from the
latter organization was given an audience,
aud stated briefly the circumstances re-

lating, to the discharge of several or the
employes, members of the assembly.

The spokesman then requested that the
Central Labor Union' Indorse tlie boycott,
which had been placed on the road and also
to extend It to tLe directors; especially
one who was mentioned.and all others who
were doing individual business.

In response to tbe request ft was stated
that in sofar as the hoyrott had been placed
by the Local Federation of Labor, which or-

ganization does not recognize the Central
Labor Union, the union would be wanting
Indignity toindorsc Its action. Tledelcgr.
Hon was given to understand that the union
would do all in its power to aid and uplift
organized labor, and tliat if the Hallway
Assembly would male a direct appeal to
the union their interests would be taken
care of to the best of their ability.

Aftcrfurtuerdlscussiooarcsolution censur-
ing tbe action ot the Metropolitan rood was
adopted and a committee ot three oppolnted
tofnrther Investigate themattcr.

His usual method of proceeding is ample
enough. The person wi etc-- thought is to Le
pbottfiraphed enters a dark room, places
his hand on a photographic plate, .end
thinks Intently of the object the image of
which he wlshe to fee produced. It Is
stated by those who have examined Dr.
Baraduc's photographs thue most of them
are very cloudy, butthatafewarecemptra-tlvel- y

distinct, representing tlie features
of persoes and the outlines or things. Dr.
Bariluc goes rurther. and declares that it
Is possible to prodacea photographic image
at a great distance.

In his communication to the Academie
de Medicine he relates that Dr. Istrate,
when be was going to Carapaca. declared
that he wonld appear on a photographic
plate ot bis rrlcnd. M.Hasdcn. at Bucharest.
On tbe 4th of Augusf. 1893, M.IIasden at
Bucharest went to tied wttn a photographic
plate at his feet and another at his head
Dr. Istrate went to sleep at Campana. at
a distance of about :ti0 kilometers Iron
Bucharest, but berore closing his eyes
he willed with all his might that his Image
should appear on tho photographic plate
of his fnend. According to Dr. Banidnc
that marvel was accomplished. Journal-
ists who have examined the pfiotogrnph In
question state that It consists In a Jtind
of luminous spot on the photographic
plate, in which ran be traced the proMe
or a man. London Standard.
