In s0 far as the conforence decidel not
to Issue and sign the convention call at
once and (o test the strength of the move-
meat by bholding Brate mass meetings, the
go-slow plicy advocated by Senawr Vilas
was sustalned.

The olject of the convention and the
postpopement of the call until  August
7 Is 1o give the convention representative
autbority and to hear from more States
10 the meantime, 8o that everything coull
be dope with party regularity and avoid
the accusation of silver Democrats that
the unauthorized members of the confer-
epce were “running things ' Senator Vilas

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TRERSURY PAVE BLOWN UP

Terrific Explosion of Sewer
Gas in Conduits.

THREE BIG CRATERS MADE

Reports Came in Quick Succession
and Hurled Granite Blocks to the
Heighth of the Rulldiog—No One
Was Injured, Bot Several Had Nar-
row Escapes—Caused by a Spark.

With a roar like a muffled ctuncn, a
section of the puvenwent on the Fifteenih
street side of the Tressury building raised
itsell bodily Ioto the air last night and
then crished back to the ground. A sec
ond luter anciber report was beard and
hoge blocks of gronite salled skyward,
uod descending smasbied Inlo [rogiients
a8 they sfruck the surface.

The explosions, which occurred about 10
o'clock, were caused by sewer gas which
bad accomulsted lu the conduit of the
“United] Btates Electric Lighiing Company,
which rens under the pavemsent on the
Fifteenth strect side of the Treasury De-
partiient. This cotnluit carries the wires
thit feed all the plants and clreults in the
porthwestern section of the eity, and at
this polot It lles Lelow the pavemient flag-
ging.

The pavement blocks are exceedingly
Inrge and heavy, snd in order to move
one of them Jast night six men were re-
quired. In three places these blocks were
haorled out of -place, ove of them being
shattered, and huge pleces were hurled
as Ligh as the roof of the Treasary De-
partment.

THREE YAWNING CAVITIES.

Three yawning cavitles from which the
Eas issued o voluues, were made in the
pavenwnt and a smaller space near the
maubhoje sent forth a dense Lrown vapor
resewiblivg in odor the products of buming
cloth. .

There wasconsiderableexclteimenteaused
¥ the explosion. People came running
from all sections and the passengers on
Fourteenth sireet and Georgetown cars
were lerrified to such oo extent that many
iea ped frow the moring trains.  The crowd
tiid gathered in large numbers and were
seeking to get near the Lole cagsed by the
first explosion, bot fortanately Patrolivets
Emert and Kenney beld the throng back.
Thos were saved Lhe lives of o nouber of
persons, for but a few minutes had elapsed
when another aml wmore serious explo-
sion occurred. The crowd was well back
and the uasses of rock wihich were thrown
with terrific force up joto the air fell
o the groand, bot wilhout dolog any
damnge.

By thls time the police patrol had ar-
rived and ropes were siretched ATound the
dangerous points, Bupt, F. H. Chamberisin
of the United States Electrie Lighting
Company then arrived with 8 force of men
and commmenced to repair the damage, It
was thought that it would be necessary to
turn off the current which sopplled the
Treasury Departinent bulldiug with lights,
but this was obvisted, The sewer gns
and & vapor resembling smoke were all the
whii2 issuing In grent quantities from the
optnings and this made the work mare
troublesome. Gangs of men lifted the
wrecked flag-stones and dug down to the
condult,

GAS FROM THE SEWER,
There is a sewer uearby which comes out
at G strectand it i« thought that somehow
Or othier there has been made an under-
ground counection between the condult and
Lthe sewer, In thess subways wherever em-
ployedd, all gver the country, it has bien
found that sewer gas will collect even If
entrely removed from the geighbtorhood
ol A sewer, and unless attended to the gus
gatlicrs insech quantitiesas to be dangrerous,
Inquiry last night disclosed the fuct that
iere. s o regolar District supervision
of these condults, the authorities excusing
themselves on the ground that no act of
Congress provides for such supervision,
After n preliminary examibation of the
premises an official of the electric com-
pany gave It as his opinion that the ex-
plozion was due o spontaneous combustion.
This convenlent canse for gus explogions
usually tnkes place when the weather has
been excessively warm and dry while last
night was wet and cool. Buperintendent
Chamberiain thought for & moment when
asked about the couse, and after a few
moment'sdeliberavion decided that e would |
allow President Thomasof the company to
explain matters and referred the reporier
t0 him.

Prof. W. C. Allen, the District esctrician,
came £0 the soene and was asked 1o state
the canse of such expiosions. Beveral have
oOccurred in similar condults In Northern
cities. P'raf. Allen stated that gns naturally
fnted in such cavities. The usual
