IT IS IB THLHG THAT '1S TODAY- -

It Is Claimed that It Could Cross the Atlantic in a

Day and a Night.: .

AT THE BATE OP

I met a scientist on tbe street the other
day and asked him whether he Lelieved
success to te learly within the grasp of

the Darius Greens of our day the men
who are trying to master the recret-o- tne
art or flight. He applied In the afflrma.
tlve. ami made the ariirmation strong.

"We shall soon fly," he said. "But."
he added, "Inventors must study nature's
machines more carefully if they would win
complete success In that lice. They should
study tbe frigate bird, for Instance. It
can fly faster and further and remain
looser in the air than any other cieature
that wings the ethereal tlue. Beyond
doubt it is the fleetest thing in existence.

"Crossing the Atlantic (n a day and a
night would be travrliognt a lively clip. It
would lie maintaining a rateof nearly 125
miles an hour 3.640 miles. It

ot

would be such a 4cd aclilrvriuent islut only teen ilrr.iii.-r- of. e fjr, even
by the wihlest enthusiast's. And yet. It
rtdeclarrj by nme who are Nmiliar with
tbe rrtite Urd, that such a fUght Is
quite wiMiuittpjwr.

"The body of the Urd U not muh larger
Ihan a chicken's, and yet when lu wing
are spread for rjght (be lips are fully
even fret apart. Unfortunately for an

accurate ntrosurrment of Irs rate of perd
when flying at Its best. It U not a migra-
tory bird, but some enthusiasts amoug
tropical Mnl hunters have declared tte
belief that, with the wind. It ought easily
to make -- 30 mlU-- s an hour, which woutd
be flying twice as fast as would be neces-fcar- y

to go rrom New York to Liverpool
In twenty-rou- r hours. Others, not so en-

thusiastic, plate the rate at 175 miles an
hour, and others at only 100, bur. all say
that it is Incredibly fast."

Mr F. M. "Chapman, or the Metropoli-
tan Museum or Natural History, In New
York, knows a good deal about this strange
creature, which ,1s sometimes called the
sea hawk, sometimes theman-or-wa- r bird,
sometimes the frigate pelican, and by
ornlthologlsts tachypetes aqullla.

"I have shot several specimens of the
rrigatc bird," said Mr. Chapmau to the
writer, yesterday, "and I have watched
them In their fight for hours. I wouldn't
like to hazard an estimate as to their
speed, but their flying machinery is the
most wonderful I have ever seen. It
Is also peculiar. Each wing is about
three feet long and furnished with re
markably strong feathers. Save when
they arc exerting themselves, frigate birds
use that part of the wing which corre-
sponds to a man's upper arms simply as an
aero-plan- oa which to float, procelling
I heiiiselvcs solely with thepinlons and mov-
ing that joint only which corresponds to
the human elbow, yrhenthey wish to make
time, they extend their wings to the ut-

most, and then they arc a wonderful thing
to see. I tcok an Instantaneous photograph
of a lot ot them wl.cn! was down among
the tropical birds last time, which shows
their method of flight most admirably.

"They arc exceedingly fond of floating
on tho high air layers, where they will
sometimes hall for hoars without percept-
ibly moving a feather, and, when thus
disposing of their time, they afford ex-

cellent examples of the working of the
aero-plan- e principle adopted by Maxim
and other Investigators of the art of fly-
ing."

Mr. Chapman, who was sitting in his
private office at the Museum at the time,
then brought out for private exhibition
a handsome specimen of a frigate bird
that had fallen a victim to hU markinan-shl-

The specimen had teen prcervwl
by arsenic applications and was allready
for mounting. In life It could not liav- -

weighed more than six or tcven pounds at
most perhaps not more than five and Its
cou tours ore (lie iwrfcctlon of grace; its
wings a matchless combination of strength
and lightness- - The tail.h, peculiar. Icing
long and forked, pnd admirably fitted to
serve as a rudder and a balancing ai
paratus. Whenever It floats Its lead Is
kept to windward, so as to utilize tte sus-
taining force of the air current, and tl.e
wingsarcmotiou!ess,buttbt.'rorl:cdrvatreRi
of tbe curious tall alternately open and
ciose iikc a pair or scissors, while, the
bead Is Inclined first to c side nptl then
tlie othnr. It was 'a great puzzle to some
of tlie earlier naturalists like Humboldt and
Darwin, to determine bow the fripite bird
managed to maintain its ebb' In tte air at
all without motion, but the aero-plan- e

theory, togetlicr Willi (he now known act
that It cannot float motionlcss-l- still air,
fully explains what puzzled those wise men.
The more enthusiastic estimates as to the
speed possibilities of the frigate bird
may seem extremely extravagant at first
blush , bat they arc' based upon the fact that
tho homing pigeon, which weighs mote than
two-third-s as much as tbe frigate bird, but
hasawlngspreadof not more than twenty-fou- r

Inches, lias a record ot about ninety
miles an boar.

"Tne rrigatc bird," satd Mr. Chapman,
"is a true tropicopolitan that is. it Is
found in all tropical regions but It Is al-
so a sea bird, and it nearly always re-

mains near the Islands on which It Hves.
That, no doubt, explains In large meas

ure, why fco little Is known of the habitt
and powers of the bird. The malefrigats
bird is of a glossy black. Underneath the
bill Is a pouch of a brilliant red color.
The female Is nearly white on the under
side and of a very dark, glossy chocolala
brown elsewhere. The jiower of a frigate
bird to torn quickly in flight Is quite as
marvelous as its ability to remain aloft a
long time and to fly far and fast. I have
often watched them with delight when
they would pursue birds of other speclee,
attack and frighten thera intodropplngflsh
just taken from the waves, which would
then be seize by the frigate bird before
the fish could reach tbe water. This bird
Is much superior In some rartlcclara In
flight lo the turkey buzzard, which has
been carefully studied by Prof. Langley In
his experiments In flying devices.

Tbe sail area, so to speak, of the former
Is at least as great as that of the latter and
perhaps greater, since, though the wings
are not so broad, tbey have a spread or
quite a foot more, and tbe weight of tlie
binl is not more than a quarter as much.

"It is to" be regretted."-- Mr. Chapman
concluded, "that Ihe frigate bird has nor
been more closely studied. It will 'un-
doubtedly receive much attention In the
future, but whether a record flight ran be
arranged for is doubtful.
birds rarely fly their best for long dis-
tances. Thereis no reason whytheyshould;
they have no trains to catch, no business
appointments to inert, and a sort or saun-
tering flight will get them to whatever
place tbey wish t reach quite as soon as
