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A Hint toOertain Labor Leaders. '
"Through a peculiar dispensation it seems tojbe or-

dained that the majority of mankind shall constitute Ihe
army of labor and serve employing capital for daily
wages. While actually acting in the capacity of pro-

ducers of nearly everything we eat, drink and wear, this
wage earning army is in reality dependent upon employ-
ers, whose capital gives it opportunity to find employment.
In return labor still further enriches capital, and under
just and equal conditions both would thrive and become
important factors in general prosperity. The main ob-

ject of labor agitation, therefore, should be to equalize
conditions by uplifting labor and not by pulling down
capital to the level oflf. labor. Another reason why labor
agitation should be liberal in its treatment of capital is
the continual change that is going on in the ranks of both
capital and labor. Every day employers find themselves
incapable of successfully'conducting business affairs and
are compelled to drop into the ranks of labor, and thou-
sands of wage earners are continually promoting them-
selves to the importance of employers throughjsuperior
ability and welt directed energy. Without a desire to
disparage the efforts of any person, it would seem, then,
that a level head and an ability to grasp situations will
enable a man to rise from the ranks of labor to the sta-

tion of an employer, and that the secret of success in any
walk of lifers brain force and the power to reason clearly.
Therefore intellect -- rightfully applied is the power that
causes men to rise one above the other, and labor leaders
should endeavor to prevent wtge earners from following
the devious byways of theory and direct their efforts to
practical things.

Those who have watched the efforts of organized
labor to uplift the wage-earnin- g classes and relieve them
of oppressive conditions cannot fail to express their ad-

miration for the noble work accomplished. Next to the
exalting influence of religion organized labor has proved
the world's greatest benefactor. It has not only forced
employing capital to recognize the right of labor to more
just and humane treatment, but it has also, through an
educational policy, brought many of its members more
directly in contact with the light of reason. Through
association, argument and persuasion intelligent labor
leaders have partly leveled the wall of prejudice erected
by the greed of capital, and before another quarter of a
century has rolled round wage earners generally, through
the same influence, will be more equally in the enjoyment
of the fruits of their toil. But during that interval there
are certain labor leaders who need reminding that not all
agitation is beneficial, and that the cause of labor is fre-

quently injured through their too ready espousal of every
issue and theory presented for the improvement of the
masses.

Take as. an illustration of this assertion the theory
of free silver, which a number of labor leaders are advo-

cating as a panacea for the ills of industry. Grant that
it would increase prices to the extent claimed and also
stimulate certain kinds of trade, in what way could it
possibly improve the condition of the wage earning
classes ? It is generally conceded that the adoption of a
silver standard by this country would force gold to a
premium and cause an inflation of prices on all commodi-

ties controlled by gold values. Merchants could mark
up their goods to prevent loss from their sale for a de-

preciated money ; farmers would chuckle at the prospect
of selling their products at the new silver prices ; but
how could working people force up wages to meet in-

creased expenses in defiance and against the consent of
their employers ? The cost of living would be practi-
cally doubled. Rents, doctor bills and other necessities
would advance because property owners, doctors and
others witliAvhom working people deal are their own mas-

ters and have power to protect themselves against a de-

based currency. But how could working people provide
against loss by compelling employers to double their
wages in response to the general advance in prices ? As
has been frequently stated, wages are the first to fall in
times of adversity, and last to rise when other prices
advance, and it is a mistake to advise working people to
vote for free silver for that if for no other reason.

But there is another stronger and more logical rea-
son why the support of free silver in the pending cam-
paign will be disastrous to wage-earner- s. It must be
conceded that both sides of the present financial contro-
versy are sincere and are in the fight to stay. Should
free silver prevail at the November polls the contest will
be continued in the Senate, and under no circumstances
could'that body pass a free coinage bill under two years

has been made in itsor until a radical change organiza-
tion. During that time the new administration would
find itself without money. A financial panic would have
ravaged" our business interests, and millions of working
people would be thrown out of employment and.be-.with-o-

homes or means to support their families. This is
no idle prophecy, but is a statement of the actual ex-

perience of everj' country that has In modern times at-

tempted to adopt a debased monetary standard, and in
view of the already . depressed conditions, of working
people, is it right to force them to make such a sacrifice

?
On' the other hand there is good reason to believe

that a defeat of free silver will start up the wheels of
commerce and give increased employment to wage'-earner-s.

Capital has had its first great lesson in
financial economics. It has been shown the strength
and desperation of the masses when driven by force of
circumstances to resort to extreme measures, and if as-

sured of a reliable monetary standard employing capital
will no longer hesitate to removejjthe embargo to a re-

turn of prosperity by making increased investment.
,With an improved trade our revenues would be sufficient
.to" obviate the necessity of further bond issues, and the
money question would soon settle itself. Thil out of the
way, organized labor could then devote its efforts to the
further amelioration of objectionable conditions, and for
that .reason certain labor leaders should cease their
attempts Jo .mislead d&ir followers.

TOLD BY TRAVELERS.

Dr. Carl Baden of Berlin is now at the
Arlington. Be Is a prominent figure in
scientific circles ot Berlin and knows
lloeutgen, the discoverer of the peculiar
properties of the Cathode ray. In epcaUnc
of the recent im pro vercents effected In yie
apparatus, he said:

The vacuum tnbe has been made more
i early perfect and It is now possible to
observe peculiarities in the interior of
tho head and throat and also the action
of tbe lungs and heart by direct inspection
wlththefluorescentscreen. It was thought
when the 'X' ray was firs discovered
ti.nt a new epoch in diagnosis had been
reached. It has been found by experience,
huwetcr, that the application of the dis-

covery is restricted to the exploration ot
the extremities In the examination of bony
structures and in tbe search for foreign
bodies.

"With tho employment ot a Heorescent
screen the X rays will probably become a
powerful aid la diagnosis."

"In the matter ot garbage disposal," said
Claude Fenhagen, an engineer of St. Louis,
who has Just returned from abroad., "the
cities of Europe are far ahead ot this
country. Burning ba'sbeen found to Le the
best method to get rid or the refuse
matter. This means is preferred becaure
thus Is destroyed ail animal and vegetable
matter which is liable to putrefy and en-

danger the pubhc health. In some com-

munities the heat derived from the burn-
ing is utilized In tho production of steam
and the recnuc which accruer from ap-

plying Uiis to commercial purposes Is often
more than sufficient to pay for the ccst ot
consumption. I saw a plant at Rockland,
Kngland, of tills tjpe, and tbe rower was
used for electric-lightin- g purposes."

Ml.istntements and Error.
Editor Times- - From various sources

comes to me that tie bathing
beacb lias been greatly misrepresented, so
that the very object for which It has been
eslablisbedls being fruktraltd. I therefore
ask 5oj to publish tills statement oer my
name. The records of tbe health oflico
show thirt-si- x drowning In the District
in the term of fifteen mouths, from April
l,lB9C,to June 30, le06,and tbe reports
concerning them liae been so misleading
that tbegeiitleiuan in charge of tbe records
told me be tl ought most of the drownings
occurreddtthehcach. Wehearveoplcwhlle
overlooking tbe batliers say, "It is very
enticing; bow enjoyable it would be if tlicro
Trerc noi sojnany drownings."

Mothers have been to the beach In ceareh
of lost sons and treated the attendants to
all the left band blessings at command be-

cause such an alluring death trap Is located
In a great city. Wherever I orany of the
beach attendants go we arc met with
the general question, "What causes so
many drownings at tbe bathing beach?"
Therefore permit me to state In detail
every deatn that has occurred in connec-
tion with tlie bathing beach during its
existence, dating back nine years to the
time wben the old Bathing Beach Associa-
tion was formed. While the sand was being
put on and before tbe beach was ever
open to the public, McGraw and acotler
boy nndressed In Ike weeds north of the
beach and were drowned In deep water
beyond tbe beach limit.

lu lo'Jl Hciiui wcuuntothc water among
strangers, no friend with him to give
notice if help was needed, and he was
drowned without anyone knowing when.

lu 1892 the rolorcd boy, Fauntleroy, was
refused registry because he was alone and
could not bwim. Be stole in without the
knowledge of the keepersand was drowned,
at the colored wharf. The rfime year
bhechau was refused regu-tr- y because tbe
keeper thought he was too much under the
influence ot liquor Tor his sarety, but went
in and wat drowned. Tbesetwo were not
registered they went In without
onr knowledge.

In 1893 and 1894 no lire was lost. Last
year Carlton Sncll died or hiart diseasa
from over exertion in tbe water and sank
withing arm's reach of the float. Thero
has been only one registered bather ever
drowned ntthe bathing beach and that was
Heath, above stated, five yean, ago, and
before we hail a life guard.

Boys cut up all manner ot pranks ror.
run and we do cot interfere unless they do
something dangerous to themselves or
others. Our policemen are not enly con-
siderate, but they have saved more than
one lite to the injury of a uniform. Our
life guard is always near when his ex-
perienced eye discovers a heedless perfor,
or one unfamiliar with the water, and ho
has brought a number ashore safely this
year, .

Frequently it has become necessary to
dive down and bring up tomeoue who bas
sunk. In such ways over 150 lives bave
been directly ued at tbe beach and over
100,0'0 lathers bate been accommodated
since its first opening. I started this bath-
ing beach project eight years ago for tlie
purpose of caving tho Iies ot boys and to
promote one of the most Invigorating and
health-gtin- g of all enjoyments. Let
bathing become gcmral and no eridenlo
need be feared.

People who come to look on frequently
point out tie rooath of the inner basin as
tbe Seventeenth street sewer, but that Is a
great mistake. The nearest way by water
to that sewer is ore and a quarter miles
and there is no nearer connection. That
sewer is a i!e smelling cesspool that
ought to be covered In, but It empties very
little water into tbe river, as It has been
mostly disconnected fro'ii tbe city system,
and what little water docs enter the river
from it would hae to follow the channel
ror a tair mile and then come back into
tbe tidal reservoir three-quarter- s or .i
mile to reach the beach. A chemical test
a few years ago, wben the water was
much miire muddy than now. bceauso the
flats were tten being filled by pumping,
showed no unbealthiness.

The mothers w ho come to the beach and
see tbe facjllcs and management become
converted and promise to make batbingsuits
for their boys and girls and send them to
the beach to be cared for, because all
know It Is as ratural for children, ot all
ages, as ror ducks to play In tbe water.
arid tbey will be safer at the beach tban
when stealing away to bypkvecs where
there is no help in time of need.

The beach is now free to all with their
own suits and towels, and tbe price nt

and towel has been reduced to lo
cents for boys, 15 cents for men and CO

cents Tor ladles: also 5 cents for use of
two towrls. and 5 cents for checking bi-

cycle inside yard.
The supennlcndert bas never received

any salary, but Is permitted to collect the
above named fee. The attendants are
now paid by the District. I believe this
is a true confession in spite of all you may
liao read or heard to the contrary. Re-

member, one registered batber died ot
heart fa'luxe in the water last year, one
was drowned five years ago. no more.
