IMMENSE

CROWD SUFFERED AND LISTENED

Beveral Women Fainted and Almost a Panic Fol-
lowed the Opening of the Doors — Inside, the
Crowd Jostled for the Best Seats, but Many

" Leftthe Hall Before Bryan's Oration Was
Concludéd—Didn’t Want to Hear Gov. Stone—
Were in Disorder During Sewall’s Speech, but
Clamored For Tillmzn — Great Ovation to Mrs.
Bryan—Small Demonstration for Mark Hanna,

Few York, Aug. 12—William Jennings
Bryun and Arthur Sewnll were fonnally
potfivd tonight that tney were the cholee
of the Democratic party for the highest
effices In the gift of the people of the
United States.

The oceasion was one 1o which the entire
souniry had been looking forward for many
woeks, and Interest had risen to the Lodl-
g point through repedted prowises and
hints that the speech the young Nebruskon
would deliver would exteed in elouuvence,
vigor &nd moaguciism his great effort be-
fore the Chicigo convention.

Mr. Bryan himself had been parily re-
sponsibl® for the foverisl feeling generated
among the people. Ouly the olther day
when @ crowd of enthusinsts gathered at a
$tition along the route of WS journey from
Lincoln to New York, had lmportuned him
for & few word, he had answered: *Read
shie newspapers Thursda ¥ morning and you
will have something worth hesring.””

Aguin, It bad been given out that the
speech would be of the grealest lmpor-
tuuce to the Democratic party and to tho
pution; it bad been stated that i would
be the oratorical effort of the young noin-

Buartiug with knowledpge of the power-
ful eloguence by which (e yourhful camdl-
dute had conjured Lhe hodts of Democracy
stthepotnimitng convention, rumor, spread-
lng throughoul the mod 0F & slone cast
futo o ponld seuds copcentrie circles to the
abore, had moguified the huporiance at-
sached to the meeting here tonight wntdl
the whole lupd wus on tip-toe with ox-
peclation, suppressed emotion and miugled
bope and feur for the reault.

Whatever might be the political Indlinag-
tion= of any person who attended this
graod ralilication of the Damocracy at the
spucious Madison Bquare Gorden, he st
bave bLeon permested with the blindest
prejudice vot to buve Leen thrilled Ly the
axcitement und the enthesinsm which pre.
walled during the entire tdme the Dotifi-
citiopn cercmonies lasved.

The presence of s stapendous o crowd
of hutinn beings wos in jleell an eio-
guent tribute to the importance attached
o the occasion. And such a crowd os it
wis. Men and wowen poured into the
wast suditorium through many inlets. They
came In droves, in sections, and in orderly
marching step. The opening of the doors
waue [ollowed by a hurrying, scurrying rush
of fect, nud in they camo, shouting, jump-
fug. shoving, pushing, all intent on reach-
iong the places Lest available to see and
hear sll that wis 1o be seen and heard,

After a .while the Ingress became more
onderly, and the entrince of the sudience
setiled down into constant moverneut in-
flow of humun belnes.

BEFORE DOORS OPENED.

Outglde the garden the wildest excite-
ment had been prevalling. At 6 o'clock
luspector Cortright, who had charge of
the police arrangement, established his
post st the corner of Madlson nvenue and
Twent y-sixth streel nnd began the work of
detalling his assistonts and thelr commands.
In a very short time a perfect cordon of
police had been perfected og the four
siles of the bullding and none was per-
mitted to eross the line until the tme
advertised for the opening of the doors,
Over one thousand uniformed polleenien
were stationed In and about the hall,

The crowd began to assemble shortly
after 6 o'clock, and oo hour later the
avenuesteading tothe Garden woere literslly
tlironged with the waolting multitude. The
extreme hent of the day had by no moenos
spent its fury and many of those who had
arrived early to secure gond positions In
the line were obliged 1o drop ont and re-
tire 0 more favored places. Fans and
bhandkerchiefs were plied with great vigor
by those stonding in line. and venders of
pooling drinks did a thriving business.

ALMOBT A TANIC.

At T o'ciock the doors were thrown open
and despite the efforts of the police to re-
strain them the crowds on every side made
@espernte rushes for the entrances. In
the stroggle mony women falnted and had
to be carried away. The police finally
began to uee Lhelr clubs in an effort to
restore order. -

A wild scene of turmoll ensued at the
main entrance. Men, women and police-
tnen wore jumblad together In an indis-
criminate mob. Men tore esch olher's and
their own clothes in thelr frantic endeavors
to gain admisson and motters looked
serjous for some momenta. 8hriek after
shriek came from the women in the strug-
gling mass andtwo or threeOf them fainted.
Then the yolice rallied and with a vigor
®oe use of thelr clubs soon formed a line,
and thercafter there was & semblance of
erder.

The golleries and boxes began to fill
o & sbort time. From floor to roof the

The Republican platiorm expressly de
clares that bimetatlism Is deshalide whep
it pledges the Hepublicup party to akd
securing It os soon as Lhejdssistance of cer-
tain foreign oationscan be otitaimed.  Those
who represented L moodily seltanent in
the Chicsgo convention opposed the free
colnage ot miiver by the United Stisles by
independent action, on the ground that, in
thier Judginent, L “woald retard or en-
tirely prevent the esinhli=hment of interna-

tional bimetaillsm, 1o which the efforts
of the government shoald be stepdly di
rected].”” When they asscried (hat the ef-
furta shoold be steadily diccled toward the
estabitshutent of international bimetallismw
they copdemued monometailism.

The gold standard has heen weighed inthe
balance and fopnd wanting. Take trom it
the powerful sopport of the mone y-owning
and the money-changing clisses aml it
cannot stand for one day in any nation in
the world, It waslastened apon the Uniled
Btates without discassion befare the pec
ple, and ita friends bave fNever yet been
willing to.risk a verdict bejore the volers
=upon Lhat iesoe.

There can be pOSYMPathy of Bo Co-opera.
tion between the advocates of a univemal
guld standard avd the advocates of b
metalllsm.  HelwWeen bimetnliism, whetber
Independint or intertadonal, and the gold
stiundard there In 2o lmpasseble gull. Is
this quadrenninl agitagion in Favor of
international Mmetalllsm conducted in
good faith, or do our opponents really
dexire w0 maintain the gold standoard
permanently? Are they wiiling w  con-
fess the superiority of a double standard
when Jolued in by the leading nations of
the workd, or do they stiil lnsist that goid
fs the only metal suitable for standard
money among civilized nations?

If they are In fact desirous of sccariog
bimetallism We may eXpect them to point
out the evils of 8 gold standani and defend
bimetalllsm as & system.
