This argument ulsooverjuoks the fact thut,
if the demand for Loth metals nt n fixed
price Is greater than the supplr of fco'.tt,
relative production becomes imniulurUl.

In the second place, a" change In the ratio
is not "necessary. Hostile legislation has
decreased the demand for silver, and lower-
ed Its price when measured by gold, while
this same hostile legislation, by Increas-
ing tbe demand for j,old. bus raised the
vulue ot gold when measured by other
forms oj" property.

There isacother urgumentto which I ask
your attention. Some of the more zealous
opponents of free coinage point to tbe 'fact
tbat certain months must elapse before
tbe election and the first regular session of
Congress, and assert tbat during that time
in case people declare themselves In favor
or free coinage, all loans Will be withdrawn
and all mortgages foreclosed.
It these are merely prophecies Indulged

In by tbose who have forgotten the pro-
visions or the constitution, It will be
sufficient to remind them that the President
Is empowered to convene Congress In
extraordinary cases whenever the public
goodrequlressucbaction. If, In November,
tbe peopiebyUielrballoUdeclarc themselves
in ravor of tbe immediate restoration ot
bimetallism, thesjstem can be inaugurated
wllbln a few mouths.
ir, however, the assertion that loans

will b withdrawn aud mortgages fore-
closed is made to prevent such political
action as the people may believe to be
necessary ror tbe preservation ot their
lights, then a new and vital issue is raised.
Whenever it is necessary for the people
as a whole to obtain consent from the
o wnersof money and thecliangersof money
before they can legislate upon financial
questions, we shall have passed from a
democracy to a plutocracy.
