. _TUE LAW. OF WAGES.. .
We have shown that workers produecs
their wages snd that the function of

Capltal is often representod as the tool
of labgr, and as such It & worn out and
.parted with in exchangs for ollwr products
of labyr, even when no co-operatlon, by
menns of trade, takes place between way
anpd man.

But In the elaburate forms of mmkrn
production capital becomes more gnd move
& toul of exchange..

In the coustruction of & great rallrm:l
for example, eversone recognizes the
Importance of capital; butit can be readily
seen that the mern mwoney in e posses-
don of the capitalist undertakers could
not be unde avallable for Lhis purpose
without the co-operstion of other indus
tries previously developed without any
reference to Lhis particular  coterprise,

What cipltal ‘effetts In such an entor
prise ix the bringing into’ ccoperition of
all the varous Industries and mokes of
Inbor ‘updn which the cnterprise de pends
In vther wornds, capital enabdes lubar bm-
wedlately cmployed in comstructing the
road to exchange the value of its prgduct,
erabodied fn the rond , with ather groducers
=0 8% to sotlsfy natoral wants arising dur-
Ing the progress of the work.
