Palestine Describad as Seen
by Rev. Francis Horton.

HIS GOOD ARABIAN STEED

New York Avenue Presbyterians
Listen to a Most Interesting Talk.
Carrfed to the Spots Where Proph-
win Lived and DMed—Some of the
Wonderful Things He Saw.
