Their efficiency hus been
lurgely promoted by replacewment by fron
telegraph poles of the Wooden supports,
which nre now almost wholly discarded.

While these lings Were onigioally eos
structeld purely for wllilary purposes, they
now lnrgely subserve comercial interemis,
Theextrmuumelow tarifl charge formescige s,
averaging about 15 cents for (en Words,
necessarily limits Lthe reveoue, Deverilie-
1es% Lhie cash receipt on account of govern-
menttoliscollected during i e yearsmouniod
Lo over 12 per cent. of the appmprjnunul
fur the operations of (he Sigual Corps.

FLYING TELEGRAFH.

The systew of field or Niying lelkegmphy,
initiated by the United States during the
war for the Unjon, has kept pace in ils
development With the astouishing advances
of electrical sclence. Other nations have
gradually adopted Americon methods, - The
Japanese Arusy carrbed its flyiog telegraph
line futo Beoul the day after its capture.

The Inte Italian campuign st Mussowa,
the British Ashantee expedition and the
present sdvance on Dongola alike exem-
pliry the indispeosabllity of sech military
linea. In the last case cablegrams inlinate
that the Nylog telegraph line stopped at
the crossing of the Nile for lack of
cable, which is considered no essential
part of the fiying train of the Amcrican
Army. .

The addition of a balloon section to the
rletd of telegraph tradnos for the purposs
of collecting and transmitting ndlitary
Information, Lrings into special ltnport-
aoce the guestion of aerlal navigation.

The fulure sucoess of aecrial navigation,
in Gen. Greely's opinion, only awoits a
motor onsiderably ligliter than those now
used, The successfal expeciments mude by
I'rof. Laugley in flights with bis sero-
plane duriog the past year, wouold indicate
that the rolution of this interesting aod
important problew is oot e distant

Meanwhile the chief signal officer has
taken such action o ploce on an efficient
fooling & model captive balloon seolion,
suitable as a part of the fleld train, as
Tacilities and appropriatlons bave pes-
mlreed, *

A balloon house, essentinld for econcmical
practice, Las been authorized by the War
Depariment and s now In process of con-
struction, aud when complete will permit
of ascepsions in all weathers A special
estimate of $10,000 Is submitted for con-
struction and experiments with balloots.
