Since the organization of the Brotherhood
of Carpenters, wages have been raised
in 531 cities to such an extent that

more wages annually have beet)
paid the carpenters in thosecitics. In forty-si- x

cities the hours ot labor have been re-
duced to eight per day. and nine hours con-
stitute a day's work in 303 ciUes. About
