Tlii Caudldnte Indulged In a Pleas-
ant, Fatherly Talk Another Oritf
iniil McKinley Club From Cleve-
land Pcpew mill His Host Talk
to College Sound Money Men.

Canton. 0.. Ott. 30. The unique feat-
ure of the day In Caiittn was the visit
aud speetlies of Chaiincev M. Dtpew and
the gathering of ievcr.il thousand school
children at Major McKinley's house late
this afternoon.

Mr Depew was warmly wclconnd and
spoke twite, dice to a club of colored
men and once to the college students, who
came from various parts of the country
to pay tluir respects to Major McKinley.
The specs h which Major McKinley made
to the college Los was one of the most
carefully prepared re has ddlvered this
week and It was listened to with the
deepest Interest

The visit ,ir rne school children was a
beautiful incident of tic closing days of
the campaign. Three thousand boys
marched in lu.c, each carrying a sn,aii
flag The small girls with their mothers
clustered in dense groups about the house
aud In all of the neienborlng yards.

When the bos marched up they waved
their h.iti.lkerchiefsanil shouted. "Hurrah.
Hurrah, McKinley is the man; I can't vote
bill daddy tan," The air was filled with
the music of fresh oung voices.

REGRETTED THEIR MINUtciTT.
The bojs cheered lustily for several min-

utes and then thre smiu ojvs mourned the
stand and told Maj. McKinley that all the
boys were for him and that It was the
main regret of their lives that they were
not old enough to vote.

It was dark when the children, after
listening to Maj. McKinle's pleasant,
fatherly talk, marched away behind tueir
band and drum corps.

The first delegation today Was the orig-
inal McKinley Colored Republican Club
ot Cleveland. It wns the fifth original
McKinley club that has visited Canton.
There were one hundred voters In theparty. J. E. Benson, was the spokesman
for the colored men, and Walter Brooks,
president ot the club, introduced the mem-
bers of tne delegation to the candidate.
The club was organized September 15,
1803. Maj. McKinley addressed them
briefly.

At the conclusion of his remarks, Major
McKinley introduced Chauncey M. Depew
to the audience. Hundreds of citizens who
had learned of Mr. Depew's visit to the Re-
publican candidate had assembled at the
McKinley residence expecting a speech
trom the widely- - known orator, and the
crowd tnat surrounded the porch numbered
a thousand.
