Mr. Redington Scores Another Point
in the Electric Light Case.

Mr. Redington was unable to conclude
his argument ysturday for the United
States Electric Lighting Company nnil
will be allowed ten minutes more tomorrow
morning. His continuation jesterday after-
noon was supplemented by the use of a
large map which lay in front of Judge-Cole- .

On this map Mr. Redington traced the
lines of electric lighting under Hie United
States Company, and emphasized his first
assertion that the Potomac Company had
no servlcu east of Rock Creek. The court
was Informed that the United States Com-

pany bounds Lara)etto Square on all four
sides.

"If Congress contemplated giving the
lighting of iliat park to any company,"
said the attorney, "would It contract with
a company a mile away or with the

WORK ON TEE HARBOR.

ilajor Allen's October Report on Its
Progress and Extent.

The Octolier report ot Major Allen of the
Engineer Corps makes some statements ot
special Interest in relation to the work ot
river improvement on the sea wall and the
Washington aqueduct, ot the latter of which
he I sin charge during the absence otC.ipt.
Galllard.

At the present place of operation on the
sea wall 400 Teetot wall hasbeenconstruct-e- d

to a height ot six feet above low tide,
this work including the taking down of
the old wall.

A great part of the work was In the
repalringot damage totonstnictlveandper-mauen- t

work done by the rece-n- t sioriu.
Sections 1 and 2 on the Virginia channel
were Injured by scows and dredges, but all
ot the damage has lieen'repuired.. Filling
nml eraiitm: behind the coinpleteel walls
has baencoinplctcd to the instance otnearly
1,000 tcet.

Damage to the aqueduct not already re-

paired will be ascertained by a diver.
The report as to the aqueduct shows that

360 feet on the raised dam has been fin-

ished, the total length of the dam being
1,732 feet. The relKirt specifies the work
yet to tie done on the dam, all ot which
is directed toward increasing the water
supply of the city.

The work on tho sea wall and the aque-

duct has been delayed forzfrom eight to
ten dnvs by the recent freshet, hut great
progress has nevertheless been made.

The stream ot tbe Potomac has tur-
bid in varjing degrees for sixteen da)s
during the month ot October.
