OF A MILD TYPE.

Health Offico lteports w Death
Hate From Diphtheria.

The mortality of the city during the
past week amounted to 90, of which 54
were white, and 42 colored. Accordingly
the death rates were for the whites, 14.1,
and for the colored, 24.0. For total
population it was 17.S,as compared with
17.5 in the 'corresponding period of last
year.

The deaths among children under five
years of age, as reported to the health
department, rose from 12 in the week
before to 30, and those under oue year
old, from 11 to 22. Those from con-
sumption increased? from 10 ao 14. From
zymotic, affectioijs, 11 futal cases occurred,
0 onw,hich v ere from typhoid fever, and 2
from' diphtheria. the tvphoid fever
cases, -- 4 were of about a inoirtti in dura-
tion and 2 of fourteen iiys.

The lire vailing type of. reported cases of
diphtheria is mild, as Indicated by the
exceedingly low dentir rate. This is
due, possibly, to theMfaCt that inflamma-
tions of the throat and-uos- which, under
ordinary circumstances, would beattributed
to "cold" or "exposure,"7ind treated with
domestic remedies, AieJ because of the
prevelance of diphtheria; being referred to
physicians, who, for the Same reason, avail
themselves the more freely of the facilities
offered for bacteriological' examinations of
such eases; with the result not infrequently,
that the diphtheria bacillus Is found to
be present, and the inflainmntlun, is, there-
fore, attributed to that cause, the case
being diagnosed and repprted as diphtheria.
It may reasonably be expected that the
prompt isolation of this class of cases will
materially hasten the disappearance of the
disease-- from the District.

EMERGENCY RATION.

"War Department Finally Fixes Its
Quantity and Quality."

The War Department, after several years'"
experiment, has established an emergency
ration for troops operating for short periods
under circumstances which require them
to depend upon supplies carried upon their
persons..

It will' consist of bacon, 10 ounces; hard
bread, JO ounces; pea meal, 4 ounces; or
an equivalent in approval material for mak-
ing soup; coffee, roasted and ground, "2
ounces; or tea, 2 ounce; saccharin, 4
grains; salt, .04 ounce; pepper, .4 ounce;
tobacco, 2 ounce.

The Secretary of War directs that this
emergency ration be resorted to only on
occasions arising in active operations when
the use of the regularly established ration
may bo impracticable; that, although its
i.utritive qualities permit its use on half
allowance, it will not be so used except
incases of overruling necessity, and never
for a longer period than ten days; and
that not more than five days' emergency
rations be carried on the person at one
time.
