FEVEK KILLING SOLDIERS.
Chicago, Dec. 13 Dr. Charles N Thomas

returned to Chicago yesterday from a
month's visit to Cuba. He said he was
watched day and night by a Spanish detec-
tive and traveled as a land agent.

He obtained written authority in Havana
winch, in addition to his American pass-
port, enabled him to cross the trocha and
make his observations, but that 20,000
soldiers whom he passed would hav.e asked
nothing better than to kill him with a knife.

He asserted that if the Cubans can hold
out they will never have to win a pitched
battle. Yellow fever and small-po- x are
doing more deadly work than the army
of insurgents could do with bullets. He
estimated Spain's daily expense of con-
ducting the war at S300.000. He added:

"It is liberty or death with the Cubans.
Spam will have to crush out the life of
every Insurgent before she can end the
war. No compromise will be accepted now.

"Only one-sixt- h of the island is under
cultivation. The Cubans, if free, would
ask for annexation to the United States
and then the garden spot or the world
would be thrown open to American qolon-tst- s.

Cuba could support 10,000,000 peo-
ple, and under American enterprise would
become the greatest wealth-producin- g spot
in the world. Henceforth my voice will
be uplifted in the interestof the patriots."

Columbus, Ohio, Dec. 13. A Cuban in-
surgent recruiting office has been opened
at the Grand Central Hotel here. The
man in chnrge of the office seems to have
plenty of money. He is engaging non-
commissioned officers of the Seventeenth
Regiment, United States Army, located
here, as they are discharged on the ex-
piration of their terms of enlistment, pay-
ing them $50 per month. A detachment of
ten will leave here next week, going by
way of New Orleans.

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PATIENCE THE GREAT NEED

Bishop Satterieo Says Its Lack Is
the Vice of the Day.

St. Thomas' Cliurcli Crowded to
Hear the iSmiuent Dlvlno

iLast Evening.

Bishop Henry Y. Sattcrlee preached at
St. Thomas' Protestant Episcopal Church
lasiniglic and the stiitt'l house of worship
was rilled in anticipation of the occasion.
The Scripture lesson wascakenf rom Christ's
message through the apostle John to the
seven cities, and was appropriate for the
rirstsuiiuay in Advent. The bishop's text
was round in Revolutions III, vlli:10.

The words of the text, said Bishop Satter-
ieo, conveyed to the mind or today that
Christ Is the same now as he wan in the
past and will bo in the ruture. The great-
est Mce that mars Christanity , ne said, is
impatience. Patience is a God-lik- e virtue.
It eio.l were to speak today lie would chide
the church for impatience.

"The popular notion or the patient per-
son," suld Bishop Sattcrlee, "is that he
is a negative person. It is a false defi-
nition. Patience is the suffering from an
active principal. The patient man bears
evil for the present in order to store up
strength for the ruture. Ciirist is the orb
rrom which all light emanates and his
disciples and all reformers are satellites
through which it is rellected.

"Wc must have patience. The church
is doing its best and is trying to bridge
the chasm of dogmas. It must have time.
Tho newspapers of today are largely re-

sponsible lor discontent with the cliurcli.
With them there is no yesterday and no
tomorrow. It is all today. Every editor
Avlil tell you that.

'it the world is growing worse It is
also growing better. Mission work was
never so bucccsbful as at the present time.
There were never so many Instruments at
work to reach the masses. More saints
are living today than at any other one
time in the history ot the H'orld. But
there are too many efforts made o bring
the church down to the masses through
an improper way.

In the persecution of the Christians by
tho Turks, I see a return to the reign
of Nero. The ten persecutions will be
rivaled or surpassed. We need to be
patient only and must watch the Mgns
or the times. Our spiritual lite will re-

main at a standstill until we learn tins
one great virtue."

It Is IS'ow Certain That tho Pro-
ceedings Hud His Sanction Cor-

ruption Drought to Light Shocks
the Fatherland und Causes Fears
for the Empire's Future.

Berlin, Dec. 13. The statement pub-lisi.-

in the Reichsanzieger, the official
Journal, that as long ago as October the
kaiser was informed or the source ot the
libels against Frelherr Marschall von
JJieberstein, minister of foreign affairs, is
taken as proor that the prosecution or both
Baron von Luetzow, the editor who a few
days ago was sentenced to eighteen months'
Imnrlsonrnent for perjury and forgery, and
Major Baron von Tausch, the elder or the
political police who is now in jail awaltng
trial for perjury and forgery, and also for
aiding and abetting others in the com-
mission or those crimes, has received the
futl sanction of the emperor.

The conservative newspapers are rather
reticent concerning the matter, knowing
that the dominant Influence in the
emperor's entourage Is now that ot Baron
Marschall von Bieberstein.

EFFECT Ol? THE PROSECUTION.
One Immediate and practical erfect ot the

prosecutions has been the cessation of in-

spired utterances in the newspapers. The
court and government officials now evade
and ignore journalists and the oxrice ot
the court marshal even refuses cards or
admission to any court festivities, which
have hitherto been regularly accorded lo
members of the press.

It Is only the independent papers that
are now trying to penetrate the mystery
remaining around the prosecutions.

The Tageblatt, in an article on the sub-
ject, says that trial, conviction and sen-
tence of Baron von Luetzow was a mere
prologue to the political drama, ot which
the trial of Baron von Tausch will be the
central development. The Lokal Anzeiger
asserts that arter his arresc Tausch offered
to reveal everything, even to the dis-

closure ot the names, or the persons who
were behind him and inspired the acts of
which he jiow stands accused.

ATTITUDE OF THE PRESS.
The National Zeltung insists that the

government shall Institute at once an ener-
getic purification of the police None or
the independent papers, however, is so
boldly explicit as the Vorwaerts, the lead-
ing organ ot the Socialist ty, which
is daily howling in triumph over the down-ra- il
