GOT A VERDICT AGAINST UIM

Her Suit for Breach of Contract
3fetn Her $1,300 Testimony
Showed That No One Dared Sit
In His Company Says He Called
Her a. Liar.

Actor Richard Mansfield vviil have to pay
Actress Mat y Sanders the unlucky bum of

1,300, according to the verdict of a cir-
cuit couit jury jesterday.

Miss Sandeis sued for that amount on a
breach of contract lust season and the
case was disposed of befoieo'tidge Bradley.

Incidentally the case affoided consid-
erable fun. It was developed that the little
actress, who is known in private life as
Mrs. Percy Winter, had actually dared to
sit down in Mr. Mansfield's very pfebcuce.
Accoiding to Manager Rodeiigues' testi-
mony, that vvasan offense of awful giavity.
lie acluully shuddeied as he lecalled it and
eaid it was the first time it had been com-
mitted.

Beau Brummel also called the little five-fo-

lady u liar, but tiiat was an incidental
bit of politeness on the puit of his august-nes- s.

When Judge Bradley heard these things
lie looked as if lie would like to bee Mr.
Mansfield privately for a few moments:
The actor's nettled him. He naked
the cause and Mi. Roderigues, astonished
at his liouoi'b simplicity in not understand-
ing vvli.it a trivial thing a Federal court
proceeding was to a man wl o allowed no
one to sit m his presence, explained that he
was prepating ttie rehearsal of a new play.
Bis honor remarked:

DID NOT AWE HIS HONOR.
"Mr. Mansfield could have been here it

he had wanted to The court cannot await
Mr. Manirield's pleasure in the matter.

Public business is much more important
than private affairs. We will have to pro-
ceed with the case."

In the main her
htqrv was not contradicted bv the defea-e- ,
which consisted mninlv of rtcitatlons as.
tq the lack of reverence1 t the Uefendunt
by Miss Sanders. She said that Mr. Mans-
field agreed to give her $75 a week Tor
the season of 1895, but that the season
did not open until late and when she re-

ceived her first' envelope it contained
but ?10. She spoke to the treasurer about
it, and he sent her to Mr. Man-Hel- d. "1
had already signed the pnj book," said
the witness. Mr Mansfield soon after
came into the theater. Miss Sanders was
sitting iu a chair when he entered.

SHE RAISED A LAUGH.
"As I did rTot arise ho said to me rudely

'Get up, you do not show me proper
respect, ir I were Sir Henry Irving or
some other foreign star sou would bow

before me to the ground.' "
Tho laugh that ran through the court-

room as Miss Sanders related this part
of the affair caused the bailiffs to rap to
order, and as soon as the merriment ceased
the plaintiff continued to tell how she.
passed unnoticed her emplojer's petukmt
and remarks.

She then unfolded to him her grievance,
but instead of rtctlfjing the error he told
her she should have received S30. Mls.s
Sanders inMited on a strict compliance
with the agreement for S75.

"Mr. Mansfield denied any such con-
tract," she continued, "He said he had
never agreed to give me that sum, und
when I again said he had, why, he said I
was a liar," blurted ont Miss Sanders,
getting red at the recollection of the
insult.

Attorney Colbert, wanted to know her
reply to Mr. Mansfield's outburst. Miss
Sanders told the court that she wis
nervous, but nevertheless answered .Mr.
Mansfield that she was not a liar at alL

It will be remembered thut Mr. Mansfield
denied this version of the affair last winter.
He, however, admitted being angry at Miss
Sanders.

"The scene was a very stormy one," com-
mented the plaintiff as she concluded, "but
I did not get any satisfaction from Mr.
Mansfield When I saw how excited he
was I left him and returned to Washing-
ton and consulted with my attorney, Mr.
Charles J. Murphy."

THEIR SECOND INTERVIEW.
It Is known that the lawyer wrote the

actor about his treatment of the young
lady. Trom Mr. Mansfield Miss Sander
received a perfumed note, requesting her
presence in Nevv.York. No. intimation vv j

the only witness on her side, and Manager
Roderigues was the only representative
of Mr. Mansfield outside of the counsel.
Mr. Roderiques is pleasant and affable.
He lias a high regard for the greatness of
Mr. Mansfield, whose name he uttered with
extreme reverence.

He said he was present at the Chestnut
Street Opera House where
the scene described by Miss Sanders took
place.. d by La wyer Murphy
the manager admitted that Mr. Mansli'ld

called Miss Sanders a liar, but the witness
thought the actor had been treated with
no little disrespect. Mr. Muiphy inquired,
"la what manner."

"She remained in the sacred chair of
the manager during the entire interview,"
was Mr. Roderigues' serious leply.

Mr. and his sureties were pro-
ceeded against to make good the shortage
mentioned upon the ground that, as super-
intendent, ilr. Bosbv-tlicl- l was responsible
for shortage, occurring whilu he held the
ofricc.

The verdict represented the balance of
the shortage in gold bullion, with Interest
added.

The matter was heard in the highest
court upon the appeal or Mr. Kosbv shell
