WILSON TREATED BADLY

They Sparred fourteen Clever
Itoiinds Hefoie a Slim Croud.
Both Men "Were in Good TTorm

hut Wllcou Seemed to lie the
Favorite.

A more disgusted lot of sports than tli.it
winch listened to Uereree ManU'h decision
awarding .lerrj Marshall the veidict oer
Howard "Wilson at the conclusion of their
fight last ecning, would be hard to loo ue.

From the first round to the close of the
fifteen' h it was apparent that the local
boxer was more than holding Ins own, and !

when the decision was rendered in l.ior
of Marshall there was a moment's bilcnr e
of aiiia7eiuent , and then a roar of angry
protest burst forth.

"I am the referee and my decision
goes," was the sole answer or the rcterce,
to the ollej or questions which followed
his mamresti. "He's another Earp," and
various ot her complunentarj remarks .vere
leeled at the oriole rer.;rce. as the
audience slowlj left the ring side.

"Wilson in Great Shape.
"Wilson was In great form and during the

cnun piogress or the bout his supporter
went wild over tlie clever way in which
hestopped the shirty Australian's leads

There was a long delay berore the men
entered the ring, which was ciused by tlie
small number of spectators on hand at the
hoursiheduledror the beginning or theright
It was finally agreed by the backers of
both principals that the men should inter
the ring with the understanding that tlie
winner or the bout would take the whole
of tlie bov receipts.

M Tshall, however, insisted that the bout
should br limit d to fifteen rounds instead
of twenty, and this was finally agreed upon

The men entered the ring at lo;iO,.md
from the firt round It was seen that Wilson
was m great form.

Honors Were Even.
The figlitnig in the opening round closed

with hoiioi ahout ccu. The second round
was .: spirited one. with mthiiu- - to choose
between the fighter In the thud and
fourth Wilson got in seeral Aicioiis body
blows, finishing up with a straight punch
in the lace, and the lighting was .ill m Ms
favor The fourth was Marshall's, round
by a siude as he suuveded in landing
Mei.il vicious short jabs in the face and
neck.

The fifth, sixth. eentii. and eighth
rounds were nip andtuek, both men doing
some clever sparring, but neither landing
with much effect WiNon had his nun
on the go in the ninth anil tenth rounds,
fonmg the fighting fr m tne sound or tlie
Kong.

Up lo the fourteenth round the sparring
was of the clean and scientific, neither
man hainga material iu vantage

Good
The fourteenth round developed some

rattling good in which Wilson
had cleailj the best or it, and whtn the
gong sounded the close of the round, the
audience was confident that the decision
would tie a draw.

Referee Mantz, however, thought differ-
ently, nnd his decision gae the fight to
Marshall, in spite of the various bettors
and principals.

In Wilson's corner were William Cana-
da , Jim Janej.and George Winston, while
Marshall's seconds were Jack McCue, of
Histon: Bob Cook. of Baltimore, and George
McCoy, of Washington.
