One Contains Two Small Bequests
for Church Benefits.

The Remainder of Considerable Es- -

tate.M Distributed to RelntiveK.
Two Daughters Gtt 2 ','iCO.

Tive wills were submitted yesterday
for probate, as follows: John O. O'Neill
devises that his earthly iKJSbcssions
bhall pas to the possession of his wife,
hhould. blie survive liliu, and if not, then
to their daughter, Mary A. O'Neill. The
will Is dated December IS, 1800.

Eliza Bell Grace, under date of May ,

1SS7, addresses a letter to her husband,
in which she willed $500 to eacli or her
two namesakes, Mary Eliza Grace Balloch
and Eliza. Grace Kennedy; to eacli of her
two female domestics, $10U. Twenty
thousand dollars is the portion to her two
daughters, Alice and Mabel, when her
husband is done with it, and whatever
may then be left over is to go to her
unmarried nieces, five in Australia and
four "at home."

Austin O'Connor willed all of his prop-

erty, or every kind, and description, to
his daughter, Catharine, subject to the
payment by her of $12,000 to her brother,
Michael, who resides in Chicago. In the
event of the brother's death, the money
is to be invested for the benefit of Ills

children until they arrive at the age of
twenty-one- . The will bears date of May
11, 1S93.

Jacob Loeb gave his entire estate to
his wife, Mary Loeb, and appointed .Meyer

Loeb and Mary Loeb as executors. The
j will Is dated as of September 27, 1S05.

New Caveat Filed Mailing Ad-

ditional Charge.-- . Action Taken
bvMrs. llaiber's Daughter.

The contest over the wjll of the late
Elizabeth Barber, of AnacoMia, lias been
certified to the circuit court lor a hear-
ing on its merits. Tills action was taken
yesterdaj by Judge Hagner in thepiobato
court.

A more complete caveat was riled yes-

terday which makes addltoaal charges.
Mrs. Ida McLaren is the petit.oner. She
is a daughter or Mis. I:urber, who devised
her pioaerty m what purported to be
will, which was riled by lirv --M- Gieen,
of Anaco&tia, who was nnnled executor.
The supplementary caveat recites that the
deceased, in the presence or tin; petitioner,
Mrs. McLaren, and nlio in the presence of
Miss Eiizabetli Watfcon.

A step granddaughter frequently re-

ferred to and mentioned a paper which
she said contained directions as to the
disi Oaillon of Iter rersuial estate, and at
least on one occasion exhibited the same
and read therefrom certain gifts of a
part of her pertounl property.

It is asserted that Uiese gifts were
entirely inconsistent with tile provlMons
ot the will offered for probate, and that
the deceased referred to another will
at different times extending oer a rcricd
of from about eighteen months to six or
seven weeks before her death. On one of
these occasions it is claimed site stated that
the paper would be found alter her deatli
in her chiffonier, or buieau.and at ni.othcr
time that it would be in the I ossesslon
or Dr. A. M. Green. The latter is named
executor in tho alleged will filed by lniii
for probate.

The caveat states that he wa.s the coiw
fidential adviser or Mrs. J'arber pi lor to
and at the time of the execution or the
alleged will; also that he was unfriendly
to Mrs. McLaren, and prejudiced her
mother against her at cr about the time
or the execution or the paper offered for
probate. Tlie.se representations a re claimed
to have1 referred to the action of Mrs. Mc-

Laren and her Mrs. Eliza
P. Watson, concerning the estate or the
wireot Dr. Green, who was a sister of the
petitioner. Mrs. Green died In May, 1J3

The petitioner charges that Dr. Green
induced .Mrs. Barker to look with sus-- ,
pirion and disfavor upon her, and al.o
wrongfully procured the execution of the
alleged will by undue influence, lraud,.
misrepresentations, or artifice, practiced
upon the deceased, who was then resid-
ing at the house of Dr. Green.

SENTENCED FOR THREE YEARS.

"William Ellis' Pnnishnient for Kill-
ing Frederick Morgan.

William C. Ellis, who was charged with
the killing of Frederick E. Morgan, July
18, 1806, and who, on the 20th or Decem-
ber last, pleaded guilty to manslaughter,
was brought before Justice Cole yester-
day, the intention being to pass sentence.
For the reason that the evidence had never
been heard by the court, owing to the
acceptance of the plea of manslaughter.
Judge Cole had the witnesses brought
in and required them to tell him the
story of the killing.

Subsequently, the judge stated that the
crime merited actual imprisonment for a
term of three years, and in ense the laws
or New Jersey, governing the prison to
which Ellis will be sent, make no reduc-
tion in time for good behavior, that will
lie the sentence. In the event that allow-
ance is made, the term will be rive years,
but pendinginquiry sentence was withheld.

The killing was shown to have resulted
from an aifray near the O Street Market.

Testing Defective Armor Plates.
The steel board which has been consider-

ing the defective material furnished by the
Carnegie company Tor the battleships Kear-sarg-

Kentucky, Illinois and Alabama,
has recommended to Secretary Herbert that
the shipbuilders be permitted to go ahead
with the work on those vessels, and in
case any plate develops weakness while
being formed to fit the frames, a thorough
test be made of the group of material to
which such plate belongs, when, if no weak-
ness Is shown, the group may be used, but
in case of tests being unsatisfactory the
entire group shall be rejected. Secretary
Herbert has approved the suggestion.
