New York, Feb. S The purchase of
750,000 pieces of print cloth b M C D
Loiden at Fall River today, announced
in a dispatch fiom that place to"the
United Associated Pies'-es- , is a most im-
portant one.

The stock of print cloths unsold and
held b the Fall River, Piovulence and
o'hei eastern mills has been steadily in-

creasing. On January 1 this ear the
stock of weaves known as sixty-fou- r

squares, was nearly 900,000 pieces. Last
Saturda the stock was said to have de-

creased to 720,000 pieces Numerous plans
were discusd for- further l educing the
surplus stock, and finally partial curtail-
ment was agreed on An arrangement
was signed by which fl.500,000 spindles
are to lemain idle two da sin each week
for thirteen weeks or their equivalent.
Among the mills signing this was the
Fall River lion Works Compaq's mill,
controlled by the Borden interests. Being
himself a party to the cuitailment plan,
it is icasonable to suppose that Mr Bonlen
will now insist on lbs being can led out
as arranged His purchase of 750,000
pieces has theiefore a stimulating effectou
the market, in which he will participate
to a greats extent.

The cloth purchased represents a cash
value of $001,000.

GOODWIN AT THE NATIONAL

An Enthusiastic Audience Greeted
the Actor Last Night.

DKey Welcomed at the Lafayette.
Miiiiik IMa.vs nt the Other Houses

Attracted Lurye Crowds.

Give the public a good thing, in other
words, what they want, and they will
irowd the theatei. Hard times disappear
like Teathers before the wind when the
desirable bill is on the hoards La-- t night
there was given renewed and emphatic
testimony of these trite truths at the New
National With Nat C. Goodwin as the
attraction there could be none other than
a packed house. It was a cae 0r "stand
nig room onl" long before the first cur-
tain

The audience which gave him welcome
was qualitative! distinguished in spite of
weather and the cotillion Mr. Goodwin's
father, Nat C. Goodwin, sr., fame all the
way from Boston to greet his son, whom
he had not seen since he left for Aus-
tralia. Chailcs Riehman, Daly's leading
man, being out or the production of "The
Magistrate" made at the home theater hist
night, came on to see his friend in his new
play.

And such a welcome as evervbodv gave
the comedian It was a demonstration from
all parts of the house. The ladies in the
orchestra split their gloves applauding, a
substantial clapping came from the banks
of the balcony, and up lu the gallcr the
bo s shucked and w histled for minutes at
a time. Mr Goodwin refused to take halt
a dozen curtain calls, winch might have
been his after the second act, but after the
third he accepted the ovation and made a
facetious little .speech in Just the words
that everybod.v wanted. He alluded to the
exile in Australia and the glad feeling
which homecoming biought, and other-
wise tickled the risible ribs and warmed
the hearts of his audience in his own in-
comparable way.

As for Ins performance and the play.
There are some dramatists w ho ask that
the verdict be in the faces of the audi-
ence. That is usually a truce to technique.
Tor two acts of "An American Citl7en,'r
Madelaine Lucette Rle's new play, In
which Mr. Goodwin appeared, there was
more hope on the phsiognomy of the
audience than in the promise of the play, for
the people laughed every minute, and ap-
plauded some of the time, though the
story struggled valnl to assert its weak
self. Aftei the second act, however, the
play took coherent form and from that on
was unexceptional.

The proposition of the evening reduced
itself to tliis Tor two acts Goodwin
had the lead It was Goodwin the audi-
ence saw, heard, laughed at, applauded
and found the most delightrul entertainer
Imaginable Mrs.Rleyand her Mr. Carew
weren'tin sight for a moment However,
in the third act the dramatist took a
brace, Carew came in sight, Goodwin
didn't hold the stage entirely by virtue
of his entertaining qualities, the audience
found an interest in him for the story's
sake and soon arm in arm, Goodwin and
Carew cantered down to a magnificent
finish.

Though Mrs Rvley has only two acts
or particularly good drama, she has writ-
ten four acts of exceptional lines. The
speeches are bright, even scmtilating,
and the plaers denoted every possible
atom of meaning and run. Mrs. Rley
is under many obligations to her inter-
preters The obligation is reciprocal.

As Carew, or Cruger, Mr. Goodwin is
his same fascinating self He has a part
which reflects his own personality and
he walks through- - it with naturalness,
withal seizing every one of the numberless
opportunities for expressive fun. He
convulsed his audience at every stroke and
confirmed the popular judgment so long
held that hio methods are inimitable and
his results all that could be ambitioned

Supporting Mr. Goodwin is a company
or good plncrJ. Miss Maxlnc Elliott as
Beatrice looks as beautiful as erer, and
treats her aJmirers lo a display of more
substantial art than has befoie been their
portion.
