FALSE HAIR BECOMING SCARCE

Nearly all oT the false hair used for wigs,
switches, and bangs lias for years been
obtained in France, but the supply In that
country is running so bliort that agents of
Parisian dealers have been dispatched to
a number of other countries. One or two
cuttera, as they are called, have located m
tiieUnlied States, where they will endeavor
to supply the local demand, besides ship-
ping lurgel to Paris. At least 500 cutter
are employed by French houses, and they
go from house to house and from farm to
(arm, seeking women Who are willing to
bell their hair.

A good cutter must obtain four or more
piople a day to make a lair living, and
1.0 pays fi 0:11 firt cents lo $3 a head. It is
estimated that the average weight or a
luxuriant head of hair will be about one
I ound. "While the cutter gives the owner a
mere pittance for the fttur, it sells wln'ii
placed m on the market for fancy prices.
The moi-- t expensive false hair Is the silvei
white that has reached this stage of IU
giowth naturally and not through anj
piocss or dyeing. One reason for this
Is that veiy few people who have 1 cached
the age where their 1 air gets silver whin
are willing to pait with their tresies.
It Is estimated that every jeai the whole
tenitor or France Is gone over bj the
cutters, and every woman of humble cir-- c

imistanci'S has been given a chance to
make money by selling her hair. The
prices ofu-ie- by thcctitteis is very small,
but if the woman has a line head of l.ulr
and undeistands bargaining she may raise
his price to a geed one. As high as filty
francs have been paid lor the tresses of
one peasant girl.

The false hair thus obtained direct from
the heads of living subjects always finds ita
way into the expensive braids and switches
of the fashionable but a good
dealortheinreriorsturruscdcoinesfromlcs
desirable quarters. Hundr'ds of

arc out in Paris early in the morning,
raking over the garbage and ashes collected
the preceding day. In these barrels they
find the combings of hundreds or thousands
of women. This hair Is all mixed to-

gether, representing all lengths, colors and
degrees of fineness. Nevertheless, this
mixed and dirty hair is purchased by the
professional hair cleaners at the rate of
$1.50 per pound.

The hair cleaners have no easy job to
cleanse and straighten out the tangled
masses purchased by them. The hair is first
dusted and cleaned' of the worst or the
refuse, and then it is eoaked in water to
further clcanit. Afterthisitis uihbedlnto
sawdust until it shines once more with its
pristine gloss and then it is scoured out.
This work seems an endless one to an on-

looker, hands do itraphlly.Each
individual hairisplaccdin a frame with the
roots all one way, and then they are ar-
ranged, according to colors and lengths.
When the long hairs of one color have ac-

cumulated sufficiently they are made into
the beautiful braids which are displayed
in the windows. These braids arc d

and sell readily to customers of high
standing.

The same cutters who make a business of
securing their raw material from the
young maidens of the country and small
villages do not hesitate to approach the
relatives of a deceased member and ask
to purchase the tresse.s before Interment.
Sometimes a very poor family will sell
the hair, considering it no disgrace to do
so. There is no law to prevent this unless
the physician signs a certificate to the ef-

fect that the disease of which the person
died is contagions, in which event the cut-
ters arc not allowed to have their trophy.

A child at three, as all children
some time do, had said to her: "I'm a big
girl now, I used to be little.' '

showing how the love for mother

and father is the strongest force for the
uplifting of the little ones to a goodby
manhood and womanhood.

"Parental reverence in Hebrew homes''
was the subject of Mrs. Rebekah Kohut,
of New York, a Jewish matrouof finepres-ence- .

The Hebrew words "house" and
"mother," she said, were coextensive and
the crown of the Hebrew woman'slife was
to be a mother.

Honor and reverence are taught as funda-

mental lequisites for good living in the
Hebrew ph'losophy. It is explained by the
rabbis that the command, Honor thy father
and mother. Is placed in the center of the
decalogue to bind the first four, command-
ing duty to God, to the last five, concern-
ing duties to man.

To love what is good and hate the bad is
the first principle of Judaism, She told of
Jewish customs slip wing the reverence paid
to parents. The son always stood In the
father's presence.- The father's seat Is
never occupied. Wjien the father returns
home at the Sabbath evening he is no
longer the poor' Jew of the Ghetto, but,
with Sabbatli tapere lighted and his hands
restlngin blessing upon his children's heads,
he is the hgili priest of the family, and
preserves a spirit which helps make home
beautiful and usjefub She told of Jewish
progress in modernj times, and how they
were scattered to all lands, and close by
saying, as a Hebrew matron, she was
hopeful that the good old spirit of pa-

rental reverence may take root and grow
in all homes In America.

At the close at question box was opened
by Mrs. Ellen Richardion, of Boston, and
a numbpr of questions were answered.

Miss Hofer said to a question how to
apply the kindergarten to the home that
a number of bookscould be had that would
help answer. One .was "Home Occupations
for Children.'

Mrs. Bainbridge said of mothers with
children born out of wedlock that in New
York a fociety Eent them to the country
to help farmers' wives, and their past was
kept secret except fiom the families re-

ceiving them. These mothers, deserted by
the fathers of their children, yet standing
faithfully by their children, gave her pride
In woman's strength and love. Mrs.
Barnes said such children were frequently,
save for a mere conventionality, the
children of a true marriage, and the
mothers were not to be blamed as crim-

inal, but only as unfortunate.
"What shall be, done with a fourteen-year-ol- d

boy who dislikes school?" was
answered by Mrs. Perkins, of Cleveland,
who said: "All boys were not born for
scholars; set him to work;" by Mrs. S. W.
Halsey, who said find the boy's bent and

lead him to useful work along it.
Mrs. Perkins said the kindergarten has

been put in the schools by women trus-
tees. Sixteen years ago there were saloon-
keepers and no women in the school board;
now there are women and no saloon-keeper-

Miss Hofer said the chief obstacle to
kindergartens in public schools was ex-

isting laws.

THE JflGHT SESSION,

A 2 timber of Interesting Papers
Head Before a Largo Audience.

The session at 8 o'clock was a repetition
as to numbers of the afternoon meeting,
but there were a number or men pretcnt.
The first paper was on "Mothers and
Schools," by Mrs.W. F. Crafts, or Wash-
ington, superintendent of the Sunday school
department or the W. C. T. U.,and presi-
dent ot the International Primary Union
or dunday School Teachers. She said In
part:

"A young wire chose Tor a motto' to
place in her private room the words or
Jeaus, when he said, 'Sutter little chil-
dren to come unto me.' She subsequently
hecame the mother of ten faons and one
(laughter. Through a long lire her words
and deeds enobled motherhood, and taught
people with whom she came in contact that
motherhood is woman's noblest condition.

'Among the many tributes which the
world pays to motherhood, the kinder-
garten is perhaps the greatest. True
motherhood ib the, right htandard in edu-
cation. I have long felt that the school
should not be an institution separate and
apart from the homo and peculiar to itself,
but should rather lie the broadening tut
or tho home life."

The second paper was by the Rev. W. A.
Bartlett, of Boston, on "Music in the forma-
tion of character." lie said music was
once considered an accomplishment, but
is now lecognized us a power.

The
mother In using music should have the
child to sing. It Is this singing of the
child that develops character. Don't think,
he said, that you tau't sing without a voice,
for nowadays a voice can be made.
