Camfounu and her Fhospects.

nia. J he linrDor ot oan r rancisco is
thronged with the shipping of all na-

tions, and il hns become the central
point of trade which, to judge from its
beginning, may one day become
among the most extensive and tho
most lucrative ever enjoyed by tho
greatest cities. The glories of Tyro
nnd of Carthage; the more modern
splendors of Venice and Genoa; the
massive opulence which has mado
London the imperial scat of commerce
in our own days these must ncrcai-te- r

all stand in a subordinated com-parisn- n

with the futuro mistress of tho
Pacific seated by her mountains of
gold.

To give permanence to the pros-

perity of California upon tho scale of
its present promise it is requisite that
some more substantial depository of
her gold in treasures should be dis-

covered than lias yet been found in
the sands of the b'acramento. It is
believed that this discovery has been
made nnd lhat in fact the placers,
where gold dust and detached parti-

cles of gold of various sizes and dug
from the alluvium, have received these
deposites from the washings of the
mountain in whose bosom, in whoso
very structure and substance, the
mother vinns of gold exist in combi-

nations with rock and earth. Should
this prove to be true, tho business of
mining will then become regular and
permanent. Capital will bo required
to establish fixtures and machinery;
nnd labor, an longer desultory and
individual, will have to bo directed by
science and be steadily continued as
a settled occupation. It must also
follow that villages, towns and cities
will grow up in the neighborhood of
the richer mines, and the cultivation
of the ground, to procure subsistence
for a resident population, may be re-

garded as another icsult to be expec-
ted.
