THE AMAZON.
The president of the Republic of Peru has

issued a very important decree relative to the
navigation of the river Amazon and to the
privileges grunted to foreign settler The
decree declares that in conformity with cer-tai- n

treaty stipulations made with Brazil, the
navigation of the Amnzon, as far as the port
of Nuuta, at the mouth of the Ucayli, is open

to the commerce of her subjects, and that all

other nutions having like treaties, are placed

on the sums footing with Brazil. It states
that the exploration of the rivers which run

into the Amazon, will be made by thu govern

ment, with steamers to be constructed for the
purpose. No duties for exports or imports
from the said port of Nuuta and from Loreto,

except municipal dues, will be required on

merehandfed or nati.'" i roducti.

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Production of Cotton. A late number of
DcBow's Review says: "The cotton crop of
the old world cannot be accurately estimated

for want of correct accounts of the quantity

consumed in India and exported thence to
China. We may by approximation, howeven
arrive at a conclusion sufficient to illustrate

our views. The quantity imported into the

whole of Europe, from all porta ot the world,

during the years 1846, 1847, 1848 and 1849,

reached 1 1,502,000 bags of 300 lbs., which at
the overage price for these years, 84; cents,

was worth $293,401,000. The production of
cotton in the United States commenced iu

1790, ond in the next year only 81 bale were

exported, and yet of 1 1,202,000 above stated,

8,922,000 went from tho Southern State of
America, which at the same price, 8J cents,
was worth 8227,31 1,000. So thut In quanti-

ty, the prod uction of the South is as 8.925.000

to 11,502,000, and ths value is as 3226,511,.
000 to 8292,304,000, and thus we see that
we produce more than three-fourt- in quan-

tity nnd vulue of this great staple. If tho

unascertained quantity consumed in England,
nd exported thence to China, w hich is infe-ri-

in staple to ours, is set off against tho
quantity of our cotton consumed in tho
United States, (which I have not added to
the computation,) the result, it is believed,
will not bo varied."
