By
nonn of thiat day the snow had disappeared
atel was quite pleasant. Wa o entered the
Penr River valley un the evening of the 20th
[ June, whivh we found to e avery rich vailey,
Daboninding in o eriss of the fionest spuality.—
W traveled down this valley about 60 miles
to the forks of the road, of whieh we ook
the riehit hand, the left leading to Califurnin,
W were nhout a week in passing down this
villey ns we made only hall day drives, os we
were siming to reernit one stock sumew hat,
In prssing down this valley we saw in the
side of the mountain, just before wo reachied
the Sda Springs, the mouth of an old erater
which in times past no doubt bad sent forth
it volumes of smoke, fire and liva as the
effiets of the same are yet plainly (o b seen
apot the face of tie conntry round, Aliout
3 tiles before we left the Calitornia rond we
came ta the Soda Springs, Steamhont Sprinz,
K., whivh 1 eonevive to be the greatest cu.
rinsity in the world or amonye the geeatest.
There are o geeat many of them, some of
thetn are waraling up upon the top of mwoinds
which are raised from 6 to 10 feet above the
immediate and surrounding country or valley
—the witer flowing from the top ol these
wonnds rons down its sides and formis
i Kind of rock which kevps rnising these
moands still lieher, There is ane large sida
pring a few steps east ol one ol these mounids
which lioils up in a Kind of rock pot formed
appearntly from some of the ingredients of
which 1 take the water to be composed, This
spring hoils np strongly but sinks back and
dues not run over the natural pot in which it
boils,  This spring is clear, sparkling, eool
and good to drink.  Close by not more than
ten stops still east of the last ol spring
are three others ealled the Beer Springs,
whieh are hoiling away in their natural pots
ar houndaries fike the first but not sostrong,
These three are ealled the Beer Springs fron
the coler of their water which resembles very
wael that of beer,  “There are 8 great many
other springs Lwiling np elose ot h:!rnl. a
pumber of which can be seen sparkling in
the be ttom of a ercek which runs elose at
hand, About 13 wiles down Bear River from
these springs and immediately on e |_|:a||li
and nearly level with the suriace of the river,
isa spring ealled the Steambaost Spring, which
hwils up ot of a round hole in a lirge ledre
of rock as hizh as 2 man's knee, foaming and
roaring and sparkling like a stesmer. 'l'hll'
water that this surzes out from this rock is
a litthe owver Blood heat, while at the sae
time not distant more than five feel there is
another spring issuing from the sime rock
which is coul and does very well to doink, the
flavor of both being thal of soda,

From Soda Springs we set out on the
moming of the Gth July, sur nest point being
Fort Hall, a distanee of 50 or 60 miles, which
we passed on the 9th about noon and  camp-
ed that night about 10 miles below, near the
mouth of & little ereck on Snake siver.
