. Casualties for a tear. It is not sue
' prising, says tho New York Observe?, Uiat in

, these days of travel and of peril by land and
by sea thechnpter of accidents and casualties
for tho pnst year should be long and sad.

. We have gathered from reliable sources the
.facts nnd figures which are appended, nl- -

' 4hough it is highly probable that the number
of deaths by fatality of travel is somewhat
greater than is here represented:

During tho year 1855 tho number of rail-

road accidents in various parts of t.ho coun-

try, rosultlng in losses of lifo or limb, was
14 J, by which 116 persons Were killed nnd
S3 badly wounded. More than 00 em
ployeesofths railroad companies are included
in this numbor of the killed, of which 20
were engineers nnd 6 conductors.

The steamboat accidents have not been so
numerous, amounting to 27, but resulting in

176 deaths, nn iuexoas of 60 over those caus
ed by rail. '

The loss of property oceasionei by de.
(tructive fires has been enormous, amounting
to more than $13,000,000. This is the esti
mated loss of about ItOO extensive cunUngriv
lions. The figures do not euihruce the vast
amount of property destroyed by uijnosl in.
numerable smaller fire.

Disastrous ns these results scorn to be,
they are happily far less in magnitude than
those of the former year, 1854. During that
j'enr tho railroad accidents numbered SI more,

'
while the number of the killed was 70 and

' of tho wounded 50 greater than in the last
jenr.

The steamboat accidents of 1854 were 48,
diminished in 1855 to 27; the killed Were 087,
'diminished to 176; the wounded 2H5, diiniri
Mhcd to 107.

The number of fires In 1854 was 223,
which decreased by 30 in 1855; and the loss
of property amounted to $30,000,000, which

' was reduced to $13,0 6,000 during the last
Janr.
