“I'repasa vi el armin, in notthe proper firm
of setion for injuries, resulting from then. gli-
genve ol the servanis of o corporationg 1pes-
pams n the ense s the proper seton, uf which
a Justice of the Pence has no jorisdiction,

Animinln wandering upon the track of an
vanieloged railroad, sre wirjetly trespassers,
and the eompany i8 not Hable for their de=
stroction, except its aervants are guity  of
wilful negligenee, evincing reckless miscon-
duet,

I'he burden of proof is on the plaintiff. to
show negligoner  The mere fuet  that  an
unimul was killed, will not render the conipa
nyv lishle,

In wedor to show the manner in which rail
rond trains sre conducted, witnesses nequaimt
ed with their management, most be examined.

In n previous ease the same tribunal in said
to have decid: d, that a “roflroad eompany is
not bound to fenee In ils truek, that tire eattle
wandering opon the tenck of o railroud  sre
wirictly trespassers; and that the company is
nol Huble, unlews its employees are“gnilty of
willul wr wanton {njllry. or of gross  negli-
genee, evineing reskless or willul mismunage.
ment.” .

Thes decisions seem to os to stand upon
the snbstantinl basis of bl law and Justice,
though we nre aware thut other courts have
held differently.

ENUCATIONAL FALLACIES,

The fulluwiug thonghts have been ag-
gested to the writer, by reading a shaort artl.
ele in the Post entitled “Free Schools,” and,
aluo, hy hearing. withina few weeks post, so
mach said, and s0 much importance attached
to the “Free School” system ns it at present
exists in this State. Perhapa there is no
amonnt of monwy expend.d by the Suite,
which is so misapplivd, or from which so lit
tle benefit is derived, s the so enlled Free
Sehool monry; or 1o say the jeast of it
there in lens freedom of thought and more of
ignorance displayed in its application than
in management of any other tund that is
enntrolled by public officers,  Fora moment
let un lonk ot the modus aperandi, an it is
now prictised by most districts in the mun.
agement of the School fund, Some time in
the eourse of the yenr it is snaounced that n
certain amonnt of money hes been appro-
printed to a distrier for the purpose of ws-
wisting in keeping up a common school with
in its limite, Previous to this, no ove has
taken the trouble to interest themselyes opun
the subject, nor would they do it now, were
it not from the foet that a few dofNurs are to
be expended coming from the public tressury;
and how it enme there, or who liss paid it
inta the State tand, not ene in ten has taken
the tronbie to inguire, only it is “Free mo-
ney' —neser atapping to think that the mo
ney wis tiken from  the poeket of the tax.
paver, and Trom there finds s way to the
County Trustee’s fond, to be vsed ax the
“Free money" for the support of edueation.
But now some one whe hins formed the idea
that he would Lke to nppropriate the money
to his use, and thinking that “school tench.
ing" in very cusy work, (which, by the way,
in n fallney of the first magnitude if the
teachir does hisdaty,) and that Bk is just the
best qualifivd of any one to il this respon
sible station] and, fucthermore, feeling him.
sell fully vompetent be teach every thing that
comes onder the hend of the three “R's," he
starts out, The only iden that he  how
(snd that not original) is this that an educs
tion is complete when a person can Read,
Wiite and Cypher.  The Sehool Commis.
sioners now have to be eonsalred, and, gen
erally speaking, they are men who think that
their whole duty is performed by emploving
the man who will teach the longest time for
the least weney.  The teacher now gova lo
wark, very frequently in some eabin withou
windows or desks, and never with any other
sents than o rough plank with four holes to
receive the legs for its support, and these too
of such a length that the greater proportion
of the scholurs cunnol touch their feet to
the floor; and last, though not lenst. the ever
rendy hiekory compl-tes the furnitore sind
npparstus of Lhe sehool room.  And here the
el dignitivd pedagogue rules and reigns, and
not unfrequently starms—no one vver taking
the Lionhle to enquire it he is doing his duty
or whether the scholars are supplicd with
hooks, or whether there is ony improvement
in the pupils, but every one being sure 1o
send beeause it is free, or, in other woids,
THEY don't have to pay for it. This is another
fallacy in the sy stem of edueation, as at pres.
ent esrried aut in this State,

In this munner the school is earried on un
il the free money s expended, whin the
school s stopped. Why? s the education
of the weholars compivted? s there no ne
cesnity forn school any longer in that dis
triet?  Haw the parent fulfitded all the obligs
tions he is under to the ehild? Is he under
o uhligations to the community in which he
tives—Lo the government which he in part
is bound to support? In anxder to any or
all of these intorrogntories he will tell von
there is no more “iree money.”  Ask him
whien the sehoul will be resnnied, be will say
wheen they get some more “frer money."—
Make tue sugruestion that, perhups, in the in
tervil dhe child mny forget what he his al.
reudy learned, nnd ot the commencement of
the next terw he will be under the neeessity
ol going over the same ground; the parent
will mgres with yon, but will justily hinmselt
by saying the “Troe money™ is all gone, Ak
the parent il it would not be 1o his interest
to keep opa school st Tewst vight months in
the year, and he will reply, ves! certaioly, but
the “Iree money” is not sufficient to da it.—
Inquire why thev do not keep up the selionl
by theirown mesns, and he will immedintely
shutke lis hesd, and with a significant shrog
of the shoulders, tell yon he ean't afford i,
is ton poor, will have to gat slong with what
tittle “tree money™ is allotted tothem, And
the very Iast thought he hos is, where did
this money come from; hut let him face it
up to the source, from the County "I'rostes
e the Revenuve Ofticer, from him 1o the tax
puyer, nnd he will liod that the very monay
that has besen l!:pl'!n’l'lf 1o send his child to
schaol ling been puid by hiumelt, and 1o uli
intonts and purposes was Lis own, and he ad.
mits that most of the benofit 1o be derived
trom it will be Jost? - Wiy Beeause there is
nol more ol ity orin olher words, he lnses o
eertnin amount because he s anwiliing to
upply & little more, and thus keep up o
sehonl o sullivient length of time within the
yenr that the seholars may steadily sdvaner in
the brancies they are pursding.

| CONTRACTED FOR HIS OWN COFPIN,
Under this head the Louisville Democrat
relutes the following interesting incidents:

A tortzight ago we ygave the detsila of
one uf the most deliberate and cold blonded
durls in the history of the eode of hunor,
which occurred al ah Burly day in Green
connty, Kentncky. We eall to mind an
instanee of a more loeal and recent charaoter,
some of the eircumstances conneeted with
which the eity reader will remember.  Qur
little story is a sequel to o tereible homicida
and suicide which were committed iy Lonis.
ville some four yearsago, by o man by the
name of Walker, Inthe year 1843 \Jnlhr
gained sdmission inlo the family of James
Peters, in Natehez, Miss., and while sn in-
mote of Peters' hotse becume epsmored of
Poters’ wife, who was ot the time a young
und lovely woman,  With a findish dexign
upon Peters' lite Waiker induced him $o
take n walk  with him in the surburbs of
Nateher, Iste one evening, when Walker
made an anwsult upon his companion with a
bowie-knite, entling him must hortibly, snd
leaving him appearently dead, Walker im=
m--dinlel{ lett Natehez in company with the
sipposed widow of Peters, snd made Louis-
ville his home, where he lived with Mrs, P,
an his wife,  Strange to say, Peters recover-
ed from his wounds, and in' his wonderings
found his way to this city. Soon after his
wrreival here, he lenrned that his old betrayer
and nasapninator resided here, and he deters
wined upon immedinte revenge.  Throwing
himsell into n hnek, he ordered the driver to
proceed to Second struet, between Market
wed Jofforsan, to the residence of Walker
and his own early love, He sont the haok-
man o the door of the dwelling to eall
Walker to the earringe and his old enemy no
sooner made hin appearsnee than Peters
fired Trom the enrringe, killing hin instantly,
Peters immedintely soerendered himself into
the hunds of justice, regnrdless of the conrse
of the law, but was finally set at liberty—-
receiving no punishment for his high erime.
A stringe combinntion of circumatances
ngnin associated him wilh the woman who
had proven so croelly false to him in Nateh-
vz and they lived tagether for sume years in
compnrative  happiness.  Sorie four years
ago, however, in o fit of jelousy, he determ.
ined to destroy the life of the womsn who
had neted as a bune to his earthly happiness,
and evidently meditnted a design upon  hia
nwn life. Having some unsettled 'mninni
with Mr Hess, the undertaker, he visited him
in the morning, and arranged his ofiirs with
him, coneluding by engageing o eoflin, which
hesid he designed for his own use. The
proposition of & man to purchase hix own
eoflin. wos & strunge one to our old fried
Hewssg but be generally  has an eyo o busis
ness, and consented to 61 the order. Soon
after that Peters acercted himnelf with n re-
volver in an empty sugar-horshiend direetly
inthe woman's way.  The desperate man s
cognized his vietim ns he possed, and fired
npan her from s koot hole in the hopshead,
8he foll to the ground immedistely, aund ox-
eluimed that she was killed. when her mur-
derer dischnrged the contents of n pistol fnto
hisown head, He did not die suddenly,
however, bat wis carried 1o the “Napolean
Cofle. House™ at the corner of Jefforson and
Preston streets, where he hogged thut some
triend would give him snother pistol, that he
mizhty, himeelf, consumnte o twirilile deed
which he had commenced with 8o much dos
libertion,  Denth soon eame to lis I‘l'.'iﬂr.
huwiver, and mnny who were present res
member the terrors of that separution, The
unhappy woman, who survived the supposed
Futal shoty still lives in this eity.
