We
eoatracted these debts under an inflated atnte

f the currency, and we can never pay tlieui
(a "hard coin."

The caae of other nations is similar. Eng-

land is oppressed with a national debt which

. ah can never pay. France, Austria, and all
the German Suite, are In the name category.
They are all ao deeply involved in debt, that

they must sooner or Inter repudiate, or sink
under the load. The whole system of finance
in Europe and in this country ia aitificiul and
vneound. Debu are made to represent
wealth, aince the consols and coupons the
stock and evideneea of public debt are
bought, exchanged, and deposited a the rep-

resentatives of value, when, in fact, they have

. ao Intrinsic 01 fixed value, and muv, ruder
certain circumtancea, become utterly vulue-Jes- s

as securities.
The Slnte of New York, for instance, owes

tome twenty-fiv- e millions of dollars; and
it ha iaaued promise to pay to an equal
amount. Theae promise are bought and

old aa property, and aa representatives of
value, bat their value fluctuates according to

the state of the money market Wlien money
is plenty, or rather, w hen the demand for it is

limited, State storks command a premium,
because they bear interest, and the State is

eu pooled to be a pood debtor; hut when
tnoney ia scarce, or the demand for it is liirife,

State Stocks will not aell at par, because the
interest which they pny beara but a atnull

proportion to the interest which individuals
will pay lor me use 01 me money inveaicu in
them.

Thus, the business man who, In prosper-on- !
times, invests his profits in the purchase

of State stocks, bearing six per cent, interest,
will, when the times become adverse, and he

la obliged to pay two and three per cent a

month tor the use of money, aell his stock
readily below par, rather tlinn go into the
atrcel to borrow at exorbitant rates of inter-e- at

And when all want money and few wnnt
lock securities, all kinds of certificates of in-

debtedness must decline in price. It will be

teen, therefore, that a fiunnciul system which
employ the evidences of our public indebt-

edness, as if they constituted wealth of a

fixed and permanent chaiacter, is exposed to
innnv and freaiient disturbing influences.
And when we add to these the evidences of
our railroad and other debts, which are still
more aenaitive to the varying conditions of
the financial world, we have constructed a

compoaite aystem of finance, which the first
violent shock to credit will break in pieces.
It doea seem a if the commercial nations of
the world will yet be obliged to gn into gen-

eral bankruptcy, and their finan-

cial systems on a simpler and sounder basis.

'Mr. Alger, in hia recent celebrated

oration, uttered the following impressive

passage, which ought to be written on the

Statute books of every State in the Union:

"The dead nation whose giant skeletons

now lie bleaching and crumbling on the sands
