to wit, the Tsmmsny Hall democracy, old
and the Tammany new, th. republican, the
whig and Ihe Know Nothing or American,
wiihsll their numerous cliques and sub-d- i
visions. Nearly all these organizations are
headed by professional politicians who

to keep their names before the public,
In order to be ready to cut In for ths spoils
In ths event of a new deal of the political
cards. They ars purely arbitrary, and they
represent no positive strength. Still, in the
event of a heated Presidentinl contest, such
as the next federal election promises to be,
they may bs sll important as controlling or
influencing a large floating vote. It ie well
enough, then, to keep an eye upon their,
movement., which may yet produce very
.ignifiennt reatilts. The old whige evident,
ly do not intend to die without s struggle.
They have serious intentions of convoking s
meeting in this city, ths object of which con-

vention is to bring about a fall, free snd fair
discussion of the political issues of the day,
sod their bearing upon the prospects of the
opposition in Ihe next campaign. It is pro-

posed that this meeting shall be addressed
by the eminent statesmen who were laid up-

on Ihe ehelf by the anti slavery agitation,
but whose names are still strong with a peo-

ple that often neglects but never forgets.
A gathering of such men as Kverell, Choate
and ttinlhrope, ol Massachusetts; Evans, of
Maine; Washington Hunt, of New York;
Crittenden, of Kentucky, snd CP, of Ten
nea.ee, could not fsil to carry with it great
weight, and exercise extended influence over
the country. We ahould see, while second
third and fourth rate men were squabbling
about petty things in Congress, the really
prominent and leading statesmen of the coun-
try, including men who are out of office,
and never expect to be in, coming together
with purely patriotic motives to exchange
their views upon ths great questions before
the nslion. Whstever might be the ultimate
effect of such a meeting, there can be no
doubt rfiat its Immediate results would

s healthy sentiment into the politics of
Ihe dsy.
