Demooratio Extravagance Taots
from the Rooord, Showing How it
was Done and Who did it.

ltaving shown the utter fallacy of the
argument of democratic leaders 'and or-

gans whereby they seek to avoid the re-

sponsibility of the Federal expenditures,
which are admitted on all hands to have
grown enormously, we propane, now to
give soma facts from the Record, showing
who are In fact the guilty parties. We
wilt take up the appropriations during the
first session of the 35th Congress, imme-
diately succeeding the 34th, which was so
miserably cursed by a Black Republican
House of Representatives. The bills to
which we shall invite the publio attention,
wereigenerally originated bt the Commit-
tee of Ways and Means of the House, the
Chairman of whioh was that especial fa

vorite of the Prosideut, J. Olnncy Jones,
of Pennsylvania. We give the vote on
the passage of the bills through the House,
and the amounts appropriated as they
finally passed both Houses and received
the approval of the President.

We first give the vote on the general
deficiency bill to supply deficiencies in
the appropriations for the year ending
June 30, 1858, which the Black Republi
can House of the year before, which is
now so much denounced for profligacy,

failed to pass. This bill appropriates the
snug sum of $9,704,209 89. It passed the
House on the 0th April, 1858 See Con- -

graaional Globe, p. 1550. Yeas, Democrats
93; Opposition 18; Nnys, Democrats 17;
Opposition 80. From this vote it would
appear that the Opposition supposed thoy
had mada ample appropriations the year
before, and were indisposed to place at
the disposal of the administration this
additional sum! Only 17 Democrats out
of 128 in that Congress, were found to op
pose this magnificent grant of treasure.

Tho next was for the supply of a small
deficiency of $341,189,58 "for paper, print
ing, binding and engraving, ordered by
the 33rd and 34th Congress" Yeas, Dem
ocrats 78; Opposition 50; Nays, Democrats
9; Opposition 47. Congresaonal Qlobe p. 993.

Another small deficiency of $339,595, in
tho appropriations for the current and
contingent expenses of the Indian De
partment, ending June 30, 1858. This
bill was passed under the operation of
the "previous question," whioh woe

moved by J. Glancy Jones, and with.
out the yeas and nays. It was presented
by the committee of Ways and Means,
and was engineered through by its dem
ocratic Chairman, in a way which has de
prived tho public of a knowledge of who

might have favored it, or who might not.

bered, amounting to $10,384,994.47, were
voted by a democratic Congress in both
brandies, and approved by tho most
