Yancey- - anu the Union. I am no wor-

shiper of tho Union! am not for the
Union, nor against the Union. I am not
for disunion, nor against disunion!

Tho ubove is from the speech of Wm.
L. Yancey at the Maryland Institute, af
ter Breckinridge and Lane hud been
nominated, and it wot warmly and enthusias-

tically received by tht delegate and Breckin-

ridge outsiders in attendance. Mr. Yanooy
was the head engineer of the seoession
movement from the beginning, and did
more to nominate Breckinridge than any
other one hundred men. His idea, as
avowed In his letter to Colonel Sluughtor
in 1858, "it to precipitate the Southern JMates

into a revolution" The causo Is to bo the
election of Lincoln, which Yancey is
trying to bring about by running Breck-
inridge, and so dividing the Opposition!

The Constitution and the Union.
From tho Constitutionalist.

The grumblijig politicians, (like the
(who fancied that

ho had continually lighting on tho end of
his nose, o blue bottlo fly,) Imngino that
wo havo now a union of tho States, with-

out an ndhercneo to the guaranties of tho

Constitution. Thoy forget that there was

a Union boforo the Constitution was adopt-
ed; and that the Constitution was "ordain-
ed and established," "in order to form a
more perfect Union."

The union of tho Slates, and tho Consti
tution, never have been regarded as en
tirely faultless. What work of man can
be? But with all tho faults which may bo
attached to them, wo havo prospered, as
no other pcoplo havo, nnd pointing to our
achievements in tho past, wo may safely
say that we havo been a peculiarly blessed
pcoplo.

Tho senseless grumbling about violated
Constitutional rights, without an effort, at
the right timo and tho proper place,
to have thoso violated rights restored,
amounts to nothing moro than silly twat-ti- e.

Who will get up and state, that his
individual rights in this country have been
violated? If the man can bo found, let
tho question bo asked of him: "Ilavoyou
applied for redress to tho proper tribu-
nal?" If ho has not, then ho has neg-

lected tho means, provided by this Gov-

ernment, for the restoration of any right
of which ho has been deprived, and ho
stands confessed a willing sheep to bo
shorn nt. pleasure. Such a man has no
right to ventillato his wrongs on the hust-

ings, when ho exhibits no desire to have
his rights restored in the way and manner
provided by tho laws of the land. Uur
rights in the States, and in tho Territories,
are all protected by law. What is Consti-

tutional law in one State, isOm-tiiulinn- ul

law in ull tho States and in all the Terri-

tories. But what is Stato law and Terri-

torial law must bo provided by States ami
Territories. In South Carolina, no wife

can be legally divoiced from her husband,
or vice versa. In Georgia, and many other
of tho States, divorces arc legal and
very frequent. But Georgians cannot
force on Carolinians her divorco laws,

neither can Carolinians force on Georgians
her laws preventing divorces. A party
legally divorced in Georgia cannot legally
marry another and live together in South
Carolina, so long as tho parties to tho
original or first marriago contract aro in
life.

Different States havo many different
laws, nil mime m conlorn;ty to their

Stato Constitutions, and not vio-

lativo of the Constitution and laws of the
United States. Tho diU'erent organise!
I'erritoricsulso have different organic acts,
or Constitutions, under which they act;
and they are restricted from passing any
law in violation of tho Constitution am
laws of tho United States. If unconstitu
tional laws are passed by any State or by
any Territory, tho laws of tho land sulli
ciently provide tho way for redress to bo

obtained. Instances are numerous enough
whero laws have been declared unconsti-

tutional, and tho samo high legal tribti-

nals yet exist, and havo tho samo high
powers now that they havo ever

'That which has been once done, and
well and successfully done, carries with it
the intrinsic weight ol precedent ami ex
ample; and precedent and example re
peatedly lollowcd acquires tlio loreo ot
custom; and customs, well known anil
long established, settlo down into funda
mental law; ana lunilamental law, oi ne-
cessity, developes itself into institutions,
For what are institutions but law in action,
law in habitual action? And it is because
institutions are tho representatives of un
questioned law, that tliey become the

behind which tho better, tho high-

er, and the purer elemonts of society nro
rallied and organised, and from this vant-
age ground aro ublo to repel tho assaults
of folly, ignorance, and evil."

Although theso incontrovertible facts
are known, yet we aro told that tho Con-

stitution has ceased to bo respected, and
our Federal Union is now held together
without regard to the rights guaranteed
to all sections of the Union under the
Constitution. For tho sake of argument
only, wo will admit that our Constitutional
rights are not as fully accorded to us as
wo might desiro. Is the only roinody for
such a condition of affairs to bo found in
dissolving the Union t Must wo cut open
tho goose y bocauso she did not lay
us a golden egg on yestorday ? Must wo
administer strychnine in killing doses to
the pulo and enfeebled patient rather
than pursue a oourso of medication calcu-

lated to restore heulth ? Why, tho rap-

idly sinking, heetic-hue- consumptive,
clings to life and hopo, even at tho verge
of tho grave; and it frequently happens
that tho recuperative powers of nature
rally, and tho patient is restored to health.
Shall we havo less hopo of restoration for
the impaired health of our Government
than wo havo from diseases of frail mor-

tality, when wo know that dentil is certain
for man, and there 1b no limit to the life
of a good government wisely administer
ed?

It is tho duty of patriots to correct er
rors of legislation, but not to destroy thoir
government. In tho lauguago of Mr.
Toombs, in the Senate, Fob. 28, 18'G:

"Let him endeavor to chungo those laws
if they are bad but let him take euro to
do it in a legal and proper manner. That
is legitimate; that is proper, but lot him
not attempt to incite insurrection among
any class ot inliamtants, winto or ulacK,
It was well remarked by a learned Eng
lish author, 'that he who goeth about
teaching the people that they aro not so
well governed as they should bo, will not
fail to find many attentive listeners,
whethor the government be good or bud.
As long as you are within the law, you
may change your government; but when
ever you attempt to do it by force and
bloodshed, you are usually held to be an

enemy of society, nnd must take the
chances of revolution."

Mr. Toombs has long been regarded ns
n statesman and a politician nhlo, bold,
eloquent, and sagacious. 11 o lias declared,
by a recent vote in the Senate of tho Unit-
ed States, on Mr. Brown's resolution, that
slave property in the Territories does not
rcquiro any other protection than it has
now. Ifo says sulslantially, and even
pointedly, by bis vote on that occasion,

that "the Constitution ond tho common
law affords adequate mid suflicient pro-

tection to slave properly in tho Territo-
ries." And yet, although his votoj and
his declarations by that vote, aro known
to all reading men, ho goes beforo tho
pcoplo and tells them that slaveholders
havo not adequate nnd sullicient protec-
tion to their property in tho Territories,
Mr. Toombs rotes, and Mr. Toombs tnU.s,

and tho pcoplo will determine for them-
selves what degrco of consistency and
force there is in both, when combined.

Mr. Bell on Abolition Petitions.
In lfi-1- Mr. Bell addressed a letter to

Gov.Gilmer, of Georgia, in which his poli-

cy and motives with regard to Abolition
petitions were fully declared. Tho follow
ing passage, which wo quote from that
letter, ought to satisfy everybody, except
thoso who arc determined beforehand not
to be satisfied with anything:

"My opinion was, that whether the pe
titioners hail right on their side or not,
sound policy dictated tlio reception and
releienco ol then petitions. 1 believed
that any vniwual course in regard to them,
would givo limine importance to tlio
novement of tho abolitionists, furnish

new i:iound for agitation, and rather in
crea-- e the existing excitement than allay
it. In in v oie.n; n. a report Irom a com
mittee at each temperate, yet
firm and unqualilicd in its conclusions
would have been well calculated to cor-

ct false impressions at the .North: to
dispel prejudice, and prevent that ferment
and angi v feeling at tho South which, nt
that slujjo of the question, was calculated
to do mischief. Whether right or wrong.
ami without pretending to eensuro those
friends who dillcrou with mo, 1 have uni
formly held these opinions; yet I will add
that lew gentlemen in the noutli would
bo more prepared for prompt and deeisivo
measures of resistance mid protection,
hould the rights and interests of the

South connected with this subject ever be
invaded through Congress or otherwise,
than myscll. '

Virginia and Georgia Politics,
Alexander 11.,Stephens, ol (jeorgta, says

a correspondent of the l'hiladolphia Tie:

has written a very strong letter to one of
his liiends in this city. fo states that
ho can no longer abstain from lighting
for those principles upon which now
rest tho preservation of tlio Union and
tlio welfare of tlio whole country, mid,
therefore, ho will make his first campaign
speech at Augusta, next Saturday, lii
brother, Linton Stephens, v.ho resigned.
hi.- -t year, his position nsone of tlio Judges
of the Supremo Court of Georgia, is also
out for Douglas, and stumping tho Stato.

Governor Letcher, of Virginia, is out
directly for Douglas. His coming out
proves that Western Virginia, or the
part next to tho Iiluo ltidge, is entirely
for Douglas. Tho Tenth Legion will give
him five thousand majority over all oth
er candidates, ami will electa Douglas
man to Congress. That Legion is the
stronghold of Iho Democracy of Virginiii

and always giving the largest Democratic
majorities. Nevertheless, the Democracy
being thus divided, Ihero is not a shadow
of hopo either for Ureckiin idgo or Dou
las to carry tho Stato. Letcher s majority
last year over the Opposition was only five
thousand votes. That plainly shows that
