What a Yankeo Woman Thinks.

battle field of the Chickahominy, was a
leltor from a Yankee woman to her hus
band, published in tho Virginia papers.

' "How can reasonable men kill white
people for the sake of letting negroes be
free. What have tho Northern peoplejo
do with the Southern folks' negroes? If
