The committee was in
tension in President Hadden's private
rllico until half an hour after the
time for the Council to meet but was
unable to reach anyconclusion Pres-
ident II dden, who was s en after-
ward, said that tho old company Lad
been very quiet until after tho passage
of his resolution by the Council, when
hey had submitted the two proposi-

tions already outlined; one to furnish
gas free to the city for 1 treets, parks
and public buildings, the other to pay
to the ity all its earnings over 7 per
cent , all moneys p id for extensions
etc , to come out of the city's share ;

stock to bo issued to the city in an
amount equivalent to tbat expended,
the city to pay the gas company ior
gas consumed by contract; wlncn is
to sav that should tho company make
$100,000 a year the city's part
would be H3DO00; out of tbat

10,010 or 112,000 or whatever
is demanded by c ntract shall be p-i- d

thecoinpany forpuhlic lighting; and if
extens ons, etc., cost 10,000 or 20,000,
that is also to be charged up to the
city, to which stock in the sum of
f 16,00 J r 120,000, as the case may be,
shall be issued. The committee is un-

able to decide between the two pro-
posals, though it is no longer a matter
of doubt that they prefer accepting
eitberone of them to taking their
chances by allowing a new company
to enter tne held. The proposals of
the old company are based, of course,
upon the guarantee by the city to the
old company of an absolute monopoly.
