ADDRESS OF GRAND MASTER
WORKMAN POWDERLY.

Reviewing the Events of the Most
Eventful Year In the History
of the Organlzation.

R.camokp, Va., Octoher 5 —Gen-
era' Worthy Foremsn Griffith ealled
the sseond session, Knights of Labor
C nvention, to order at 9 o'clock thie
morning, in the absence of Mr. Pow-
derly, who wis delained at his hotel
by buginess, 1t was anvouoced tha
the Commitice oo OUredentia’s was not
ready to report and nothing could be
dove until thelr report was received.
While wa'ting, severnl speeches wera
mate by delegates 1o aid in h!linE
time away. Svortly sfter 10 o'cloc
Mr. Powderly arrived and was pre-
g nuted by Biother O'Donnell with s
gwel made from the wood ol an
orange tree that grew on the apot
whire Gen. Packennam was killed at
the batt'e of New Orleann, The pre.
ge tation wes made on behall of New
0 ‘cann kuights.

1t wos learned that the Commi.tee
on Uredeatials would not be resdy to
report until 2 o'vlock this witymoon.
Tie convention then adjouracd nntil
t sl honr. Biore the delegates left
the hJl Mr Powderly strongly nrged
the i 1o svold the nee of strong drink
w'lein Richmond., As individuels,
b s be bal no right to dictats ng
to what they shiould do, but they were
nol hiare as individwals bot as repee-
genmtivis of a vast cotsitoeney, The
evin of the world were them
while here and that con titusney
wonld be judged by their conduct,

It ia expecied that the witvunoon
gessdon will be ocenpied by the con-
gl ration ol the repeet of the Com-
wmittse on Credentinis, and that actoal
work will ot begln until tymorrow.

Tha convention went into session
aen'n this sfterncon 4! 2o'c'ork  Tha
repott of the Commilive on Credane
tials wan thom roady. Tt wan very long
and Sieretary Torner ssid it woold
take four honrs lo rond it, It was
donbifnl whe thor ¢ nglder tion of the
yoport conld be completed and action
on it tnken this afternoon

The Qomu itton of Arrangements of
Jona! Knighty sppointed to determine
Ll & detdis of the entertninment to be

iven visiting Kuights next Monday,
ﬁu.\'u decided to let the gnestion of co-
miogling white and eolorad lwnplls it
the ball that evening to setlle tseli
I+ has beon arranged to have two
doncing pavilioos at the Biate fair
grounde.

Ohairmna Lynch sk'd this alternoon
that it was not the intention o mssign
ono to white Knights and the other 1o
golored Knights, This order recog-
niged no such distioctionrs, but at the
game time the fesling here in re-
gard to rocial interconrse of Mhe races
wii go well understood they antici-
pated no tronbla on that gcore. It
was oxperted, of canss, that the col-
ored prople would prefer fo wes’ ciats
with their own prop'e.  1f, howevaer,
a oolored Kolght and lIady shoald
ebcowe to dance with the white peipla
iun the other pavilion, he koew of no
intection to prevent them.

When askead if eolored gueste shonld
present themso!ves st the tibles where
whites were seuted at the bingusl
wiat would be donn, he replied that
he expected no tronble in that way,
but did mot suppose they wou'd be
prohibited from doing so. He intended
sociaking to Mr, Powderly on the snb-
ject in & day or g0, Ha repeated that
he expocted no tronble, The fandas
for ths enteriainment of guests were
ralsed by the local assembles of Rich-
mond, cvolored and white. The
Knights hers have s parate assemblies,
and the colored Knights haye con-
tributed something mbra than the
whites to the entertsinment fund.
The sreargementa for Mandny next
frnclude a parade of the local amem-
Isien wnd wisiting Kulghts, Mr, Pow-
derly, the Krecutive Committes and
invited goesta in earringor, Spacches
will be made by Senator Elset Daniel,
Gov, Lee, Mr. Powderly and others.

The troubles coming from this direo-
tion began while the lust General As-
gembly was in session. The car drivers
of Bl Lounis were organized under
promite from the organizer that they
wonld recelve aid, unstinted, in case
o' a strike, Even before the receipt
of their cherter they were on eir.ke.
Their proreedings were charzoterizd
by utter disregard for our laws and
terchiogs, 8o that the paid and known
agenta of thelr pmployers, the detec
tiver, had no difficulty in sseniing the
paesage of motions of a violent charac-
ter. It is an es'nblished fac! that men
who ware ampleved by detectiva agen-
cien stood np on t' e flsor of ihat as
vembly, made ivflammatory 8 eeches
urging the men to deeds of violence,
and arged that the properiy of the
slree! cir companies be destroyed. It
wan only the giod sense of the men
that prevested wuch outraces lrom
being perpetrated, although thess
agenta of & nefarious spy system in-
duced some despera‘e men (o blow up
the cars upon the streets, For thiss
gutrages the order was in no way re-
sponsible, The Bt. Lonis ear troubles
were but the bagioning of the tidfal
wave of strikes ard ‘boycoits which
swapt over the country, and whic)
strained the strength aud resoinrees ol
your geperal officers almost bey nd
thelr powers of endarmnce.

1 did not approve ol
that strike. [ could not do #o, sinee
ponfidencs enongh was rot r-an‘r\l in
the Gionsral Execntive Board to give
them o ehsnee to sxmmine into the
grievances which the members of Dis-
trict Assambly 101 complsined of, It
was only when the threat war mude
0 sbop overy wheel inthe United
States snd engege the whole order in
the d flicolty that I raised my voloe
in denial. 1 did that in defense of the
order and the conntry. I am quite
willing to aegnme all the respons bili-
{iim attchind to the set, and wonld do
the same thing sgain nnder slmilar
elrenmstances,

Toat the men of the Smihwisl sof-
fered wrongs is true; they wern many
and grievous; and it is my drm baelief
that the rallway companits, w.th »
full knowledga of what there griev-
ances wera, precipitated (he  fOght
themselves at & time when it wonld
appear to the world that the stiike
was for an iosigoificant cavse, I can
do no better than to submit the
reports of Brothers Litchman acd Me
Guire, These two membors were by
me, presonally, detailed to go with the
Congreasional Committes, and with
that commiites examine intd the
striko and 18 canas, 89 thel an early
report might be made to \he order by
ita own representativis, If the posd-
tion which I took during the sirike
wos wrong, thon the entire ordor eu g
taiced me in it, lor when I issucd the
sppoal for aid to support those whom
the companiea refased to Lreat with, 1
wias most gensronaly sustaned, as a
referonce to the report of the general
secrotary Lreasurer will show, The
documenta and corrarpondence rela'-
ing to that strike nra at your dispogal.

THR EIOHT HOUR STHIKE,
which took place May 1st, was not sue
opeafal exoept in ¢ises where employ-
e and nmr‘oyu wers acting in  har
mony, or whers employers wera will-
ing to adopt the plan. In many caws
the old system of working 1ong hoors
‘haa been revived The Fidaation of
Tratos recommended the 1et of May,
but adopted or enggested no difinite
plan by which the snort-hour system
gould ho fwenguratid. 1 eeutionwd
our members ng inst roshing into thia
movement
and em firm in the bolief bad 1 oot
dona so grast loss would have biey
entalled npon v:ut numbers of oor es.
gomblios, What I said in my secrat
cirgnlar of March 15th  has  been
geveroly oritic'sad, and 1 have beesn
acoused of ooposing the elght-lonr
movemont. No statemont ever wig
farthor from the ftroth. I opposcd
thoe strike on May 18t b cime | knew
tha' neither wo kmen nor employers
wera rody for iy, beeinse the edura-
tlon which must always preceds intel
ligent action had not been given to
thots mosl o pesd of it becan e no
difio'te, budness'ike plan for the
inaugnration of the eight-honr move.

Tha
qaestion of child Inbor and eduertion
i# the most important that can come
befors us now or at any other tice.
