Halifax, N. 8., October ll.-T- be
government i teamer Alert returned to
lUliax jestirJa7 aftiinoon aftsr an
absence of nearly four month'. This
was tbe final trip of the Alert to tbe
Hudson By region, all tbe observing
stations being ( ismantled, and the ob

v tr, their intt nnrn's and other
proper. y broughtto llili'ax. Cornman'
dcr Gordon savj: We sailed from Huli
fiix on June 24lh and wtnt direct to
Ntchvak itton. Oj cur arrival oil
the station the ice was so thick and
heavy that the steamer could not get
iuto the coast, so we ruibed on to the
cntrancs to the straights. Thhk log
ti.en btreet us, continuing for three or
four days, during which tho nonner
becamo eurroundid by ico and drifted
south to a uis'aace otioventy miles.
Wl en tho weatln r cleared we worked
t ) the eastward out c f the ice pick and
e'enmed up its edge to the north
s';di of the strait. Here
perfectly clo r entrance was
found. Quite different fri.m fbe
louth tiue. whoto the ice field pre-
vent id our e try into tbe bny. No
ice waser.c un'.eted nntd Noith Bluff
was leached, and in making frcm that
point to IVggs toven or olgbt days
were occupie . At Diggs the Alert
riniainid two dayj iimkicg repairs
and receiving a general overhauling.
Oa (lie fourth day the ixpiditiun was
continued tr Churchill harbor, on tbe
weet atdo ol llufismliiy, thnt point
h ing renchid tt the end of July.
Churchill hurbor was itnveyel and
nas fiiund to bo a splendid haiboiiog
rjlace, with net Uss than four fitt of
water at low spring t do. York fac-

tory was reached two days af er leav-lii- g

Churchill. Here a Mcunnoisiance
survey wis made of the estuary of the
Nelson r.vcr, and ws found it a villain-
ous p!a:re. Dining the sUy her, a
gale was experienced, and the Alert
rolled so much that her boa's banging
in their davits' would dip water
up out of ihe sea. The water wai to
shoal at such a dii tance from land
that a vo sol could he only in five
fathoms of wat r and at the same
time land could not be eigt.ted from
her deck. Tbe roadstead allords a
very unsafe ancbrrago, and Ihe chan-
nel of the river is narrow and tortu-
ous. On returning lo tbe strait, an
inner channel apparently affording a
mode cf sccesi clefcr thiough the strait
was dii oven d, This discovery we
regardi d as especially important, as
ttie channel might give realty en-

trance intj the hay, while all the rest
tf the strait was blocked with ice.
