the letters. Henry Ful er, who mur
dered John J. Melntyre on Octeb r
dth, snd who hins bern ot large sines,
has been erp ured acd lodged in jail.
The threateuing letiers, tyo murdare,
the fire and other clrcnmstances hevs
a'itred up somn ol the propls to a
griat degiee, aud should a b eakous
inke place vo o2e c:n predict the dore-
ful result that \l’f‘l:l fallow.
