him, Lot arallroad deal falrly with
its customers, treat them well, do
thoir business so as to satisfy and
pionyo Lheir ) atrovs—in short, do their
businew {n sound basiness style, and
thoy will have no need for unjual di-
orimination. Oaly Congrers, it is evi-
dent, can effoctually deal with the
datestable prackica of railrond partial
diserimination, for rallroads, in too
many instanors, senk to advanen their

owm busoess by warring upon the
