Snbllshps a legal opinion given by the
Holmes, Attorney

General of Ireland, to the government
as to its right to suppress the new
movement of the Irish National
League, which aims to beat the land-
lords by having tenants depoHit with
a trustee for tender such sums below
the demanded rants as the tenants be-

lieve fair and are able to pay. The line
of action which the landlords proposed
to have the government adopt to crush
out this form of resistance was to ar-

rest every person who Bliould act as
trustee, thus rendering the league's
plan of paying rent futile, the land-- 1

orde' agents being, of course, debarred
from accepting lenders hi low the
landlords' figures. Attorney General
Holmes says men have a legal right to
act as truetees for tenants, as proposed
by the league, and the government
has no right t arrest them for so act-

ing. Mr. Holmes also advises the
landlords to seek enme'metliod of get-

ting their moneys from tenants which
will not involve government assist-
ance.

Tho wilnefs
ideniillfa tr.e uuaeoi aianuuruuvu
and Lady Colin Campbell in the court-

room as the couple he had waited upon
on tbe occasion, referred to.

Do La Roche, who was Lord Colin
Campbell's indoor servant in 1883, tes-

tified that he used to announce visi-

tors to the lady when she was in His
Lordthlp's apartments. Lady Colin
Campbell told witness once on no ac-

count to Bnnonr.cs tbe atrivalof Chief
Shaw or the Duke of Marlborough in
the heating af Lord Campbell. Alter
this instruction witness made excuses
when he went to announce trie arri-
val of Chief Bhaw or the Duke of
Msrlhoromrb. such as saving tbe
fliok w shed to see Her Ladyship, etc,
Witness had shown the Duke ol Marl
borough into the drawing room eeven
or eight times.
