Ia
reply Mr. Bancroft spoke cf tbe pleas-
ure he eiperie ced in bbiig present
on toat occasion ; that be bad long
been a member of the Tennessee His-
torical Society, and as a member of

that society he as pleitR d to bo
present. It wis well tor Teiine'see
to have a Historical Sjciety. Tbe his-

torical record of tbe Stats was well
worthy of such a foe ety. It was the
home of Andrew Jackson. Tbe wot Id
has not yet Riven to Jackon the
prominence his name will occupy in
history for bis intrepid character ai.d
h's indifference te danger. He knew
him and admired him fir the
sublime ntrep diiy with which he
supponed bud imt principles. Ac-dre- w

Jackson was the second founder
of our country. Who af er Wa hirg-to- n,

had brought such inflaecce? He
knew Mr. Polk a very short time af-

ter his inauguration, and admired his
worth. He advocated four .measures,
had them in hie mind at the begin-
ning of hi adiniaiat ration and carried
them to a successful end, and when he
left tbe White House he bad
aocompiished every one of his meas-
ures. He possessed great pu ity of
character, was unpretending and

and his knowledge of tbe
country was turned into naiitv for the
good of tbe eono ry. Mr. Bmcroft
said he spoke then as one from an-

other part of the country, and paid so
honest tribute to these noble
then. May the success of i the
Union be fonnded on a rock. There
is no North, no South, one brother-
hood. There was a marked result in
unity, and already the unity of the
country was beginning to manifest
Itssif. abroad and to fhow itseii
jhrongbxut Europe and China.
Theee countries cannot eaoape
the influence oi a Republic,
when the people, and the people only,
are the sovereigns.
