Lowell. Tue story Is probable enough,
for no one Richmond conld hold so
much bile aod distribate it g0 im-
partially between s coneplenons Dem-
ocrat and a conepionons Bepublican,
The Richmond family seem to have a
way of saying vitriolic things, Thoee
who are far enongh ont of range not to
be wonnded or enraged by them, will
be apt to find them smuasing na pleces
of alam bang, slashing criticlsm, Hers
is the way this Arthur Richmond
starts off bis address to Mr, Loweli:

“Asa representative of Lhe higheat
cunltare, a stern advocate of the lofti-
oul moral principles in pohtics, this
Rapublic welcomed yomr alvent Into
the public arens. Of a [amily re-
apeotably known in the literary and
theologieal world, a gradoste and »
professor ol Harvard, a patriot by ins
heritance, and both patriot and poet
by occupation, and you had ever
been forward to serve your country by
the [rankest disappronation of those
whoso action was not impelled in your
thooght. Poetry, learning, satire and
denuncistion you had bronght to the
establishment of righteousness and to
the disestablishment of mere expodi-
ency in the ndministration of govorn-
ment. No hand was swilter than
youra to ‘hurl the contumelions stons'

alnst  such stalwart men as those
who are ‘mere pegs to hang un office
on'—phrases which youn will recogniss
an your own, No velce sounded londer
than yours in scorn ol time servers,
who eacrifice priveiple to place; who
hotray the people.”

Mr. Richmoud fiods something to
critiolse in Mr. Lowell's war recond
“The moral wrong of slavery,” he
claime, “filled your vision to the ex-
clugion of its eesential treason,” bt
“q stronger spirit” baving prevailed
and haviog trampled slavery under
fool, the puablic “remembered only
your valiunt words against its tolera-
tion aud lorgot your leeblo words as 10
the method of le removal”  Rich.
mond then recalle Mr, Lowell's eleo:
tion as a Repnblican Presideotial olec
tor in the Hayes-Tilden campaign :

“You were ohosen by tha Republi-
can parly, which bad carried on the
wiar to A trinmphant closs, You
répresented the diotrict and the uni-
versity in which ecenterad your pride,
yoar ambition, yoar life. Yoo repre-
gented a corporation which had ne
sumed & higher standard of politiosl
morile, & bigher meseure of publie
faith, & more delieste vense of the
honor which binds peonle snd repre-
gontatives than it conld ind beyond
fts own Hmite, * ** Yan ware made
elector by your covstitpency for the
purpnse of oativg their voles for the
Hepublican candidate.  You aceepted
the office without protoat agaiost the
ac'ion, or manifest disrent from the
opinlon of vour conslituency; yet, be-
fote the Tectoral Oollege bad s
pembled, the sir wase eharp with sne
picion that yon meant 1o prove fulse
to those who had trusted in yon by
voling for thelr opponents, On one
vote hurg the Iate of the election;
that casting vote yen bhbeld. Oae
huadred and elghty-fonr men, besidos
you, held & caating vote, but your f
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delity slonsa was suspected, One
hundred aud  elgbty.Jour men,
chosen from the profane raoks

of politicians, bore thewmselves above
temointion, Over your head alone,
choeen from the walle of lofty Har-
vird, huog the dsrk cloud of doabt
Oope word, one declaive mssnrance
from you, wonld have turned nll Lhere
sunsplcions into wpology ; but that word
wae not spoken, that sssurance was
not glven, On the contrary, the news-
papsr organs of yoor kunown frinuds
aud intiwnes defended sueh action.

Rictimond affords this eruel expla-
naton of the alleged incident:
YTt was remembered that when Mr,
Evarts was urgently trying to indnce
you to pnsh lngland lo the payment
of the Fortune Bay claims yon had so
little comprehengion ol the scope of
an American mission that you wrots
naively to Mr, Evarls that Mr, Glad-
stone’s Minlstry would be embarrassed
by yleldiog to an American demand
just at that time, A smile flckered
over averted faces in the diplomatic
cire'es of both conntries at Mr. Evar's
dry reaponss, that, in* his jadgment,
you won'd find it difficalt to adjust
the interesta of your own couuntry to
the shilting ex'gancies ol political par-
tios in Bogland! Toat world within
the world saw that yon had keenness
enough to detect the eatire, but nol
high breeding enongh to hide the
smart, Bo, like the raral lass resent-
ing her slighted charms, yon sulked
vidhlr. and thus confessed your
anub.” )
Ia this compact eentence the caustic
correspondent anmas up the nel resulls
of Mr. Lowell's d'plomacy :

1 TERRIFIC CYCLONE

KILLS FIPTEEN PEOPLE AND DE-
MOLISHES HOUSES,

Tears Trees Up by the Rootr, and
Spreads Devastation for
Miles About,

FEARFUL INUNDATIONS IN THE
S LAWRENCE VALLEY,

An Ice Gorge Gives Way, Flooding
Towns and Drowning
Cattle,

Br. lovis, Mo.,, April 22 —A dis-
potch from Nevads, Mo, says: A
terrific eyclone swept over the North-
ern part of this (Vernon) couniy lnst
nlnhlplnllmlui ?lg'lcloch The om|!o
were plainly visible here, passing only
about eight miles from this r.lt;‘ The
cyclone seemed to coms down the
armaton river [rom the Kansas line,
dealing death and destruction where
aver it struck, So far as can be learned
the first place it touched was in Melz
townahip, assing throngh Maiz,
Osage and Bloe Monnd tiwrshipe,
Fencee, honses, harns and everything
i the line of the storm, which was
about a ha!l mile wide, were picked
up, rent o splinters, and east down
hondreds of yards away, Trees were
torn up by the root, over thirty housss
were destroyed, and about fiftecn prr-
sons killed. Uslg a partial ligt of the
dead has as yot been obtalned, which
is as fallows:

minu‘es, flooding Point Bt. Charles
Griffiatown, 8t. Paul, McGill and all
other low lying localities. The Grand
Trunk sbops and yards are under
water. The Albion Hotel and West-
orn Hounse have two feet ol water in
their dining rooms. B8t Anne's
Market baa four feet of wa'er and
Obaboillez Bquare has the appearance
el an inland Jake, The Nuonos' Island
is under water snd 300 head of catile
are reported drowned, The nuns
themselves had to flee for their lives
intheir night clothes. In tha poarer
quarters ol the city the suffering is
wreat, as the poor people bave no
means of ohiaining provisivns, 1R-liel
committess are now being formed on
the south side of the river,

La Pra.wla, St. Lambert and Lorgue-
ville are Uunder water. At tho latter
plees, thoae living on the river bank
ware awakened by the ice cracking
into the houses, carrying away the
ronls snd Lhe wails.
