Unosusl weather hinders irade, Ex-
tensive snow storma late in April, with
strips and patohes of snow still on the
groand at this date around New York,
nccount for not a little smbarrsssment
in various branches ol business, It is
a compensatiog - fact thst the lon
drought at the Wesl ls broken, .nﬁ
copious rains help crop prospacts, but
ths ontlook in dry goods is especially
uflectad by unsessonsble wenther,
which adds to spparent depression
caused by unwouted purchases of
stocks last month in order to antici-
pate changes of rates. The market for
woolens drage, aud ia uoeatisfactory,
and while cotton staples are firm, print
cloths are weaker. Raw cotton does
notadvance,thoogh receipts are small;
