Or the 132 cotton seed oilmllls now
operation in the United fctates the

American Oil Trust controls seventy,
and of the thirteen refineries tbs Trust
controls nine.

Tbb outlook for wheat continues to
improve. Hairs have fallen every-wher- e

throughout the winter and
spring wheat territory. The crop out-
look was never better at this season of
ths year.

Thb Cotton World arserta that if
cotton recelp'a from thia time on
ahonld be ft all as great aa lait year,
any 245,000 balea with 82,000 balea to
complete the requirements oi rjoum-er- n

mills, the commercial crop would
reach some 6,470,000 bales.

Tna New Orleans Picayune, after
careful examination, states that tbe
valneof cotton teed baa not fallen
near so much in the lat twelve years

the cotton itself. Tbe cumber of
oilmills baa increased faster than the
aitnation justified and their produc
tion is in excess ol the requirements.

Thb creating of the Stock Call Board
by the Merchants' Exchange has re- -

culted in establishing proper values
for local stocks and bonds aid other
securities. The attendance on "call'
grows larger daily and the interett felt
therein increases rapidly, it ta a very
attractive feature cf tbe fcxehacge.

Thb coffee market is still unsettled
and a speculative excitement prevails.
Tbe New York "balls" insist that the
coffee "beai" is only a email cub, and
as vet wears but a sickly sort of a
amile, bnt admit that tbe animal may
grow, and are watching the posaiDiti
ties of development with some inter-
est if not anxiety.

Tbb trade dollar redemptions to date
aggregate only five millions, and the
indications are that the presentations
are about to cease. The email num-
ber presented is a source of much aur
prise. During the progrees of redemp
tion the lact has been revealed that
the trade dollar bad been quite ex. en
Eively counterfeited in this country,

The meeting ia for tbe
pnrpoeea of arranging matters as to
presenting the views of tbe business
men of Memphis on the interacts
commerce law to the Interstate Com
merce Committee, who will meet in
Memphis on the o;h of May.

Tub present season will undoubted
abow tbe largest consumption of

cotton aeed yet recorded. Tbe
Southern mills bave exceeded lart
year's allowance and Northern mills
while a little behind started with a
stock of 100,0 0 bales. In Europe,
from tbe opening of the season, the
mills have been working up mors cot
ton tl aa for the corresponding period
of 1885 80.

According tl Mr. Ellison's figures,
sent in advance of his circuV, the
English spinners surplus stock r f tho
Ut iDBtant ia estimated at 385,000
balea, probably the largest portion
held in Liverpool, uonuneniai spin-
ners' atock, 637 000 bales against 193,-00- 0

and 440,000 bales last year, re
apectively. Weekly consumption for
past thirteen weeks: Great Britain
74,000 balea; balance of the Be awn,
72,000; Continent, 67,000.
