From Messrs. Mill A Wilkerson, attor-

neys of Mr. Napolson Hill, au Api-sai- .

reporter obtainod tho following facts in
rufcrotu-- to tho decision:

Several yours ago Mm. Murv A. Walker,
then owner of tho land, borrowed from tho
Lifo AKHociation of America, of H. liuw,
$5,000. To Boeuro this loan sho mado a
deed of trust on tho land in question. Mrs.
Walker, after milking this deed of trust,
mado a will, in which sho deviwd this
property to her daughter, Mr. A. J. Mays,
lor life, and t her death to her childnm.
Afterward Mrs. Walker died, and the
debt duo tho Lifo Association of America,
so secured by deed of trust, not being paid

tho trustee sold tho land at public sale.
Measrs. Napoleon Mill and W. W. Taylor
becamo tho purchaser. Afterward Mr.
Mill bouuht Mr. Taylor's interest in tho

was paid in cash, remainder to bo paid in
ono mid two years, with interest, and
secured by lien retained on tho land.

The heir of Mr. Ilavs (lied a bill to re-

cover this land iioin Mr. Mill and bis ven-
dee, tho Kansas t'ily I.nnd Company,
claiming titlo under the will above re-

ferred to. Chancellor li. M. Knies dis-
missed the bill on ilomurn-ro- f Mr. Mill,
holding that if tho Mays heirs bad uny in-

terest they could not usrt a title in
equity until the death of their inotbi-r- ,

Sir. A. J. Mays. After this casjwasso
decided, tho Kansas City Ijind Company
tiled its bill In chancery nxking to be re-

h'lr Mr. Thiern, in Tns Aitkal of the
4th ln-0- comes to tho front with slsmt
the first doo of common scno on the
milk inspecting subject that has leen
given us, but ha should havo continued
and stated that milk consists ol three ma-

terials blended together, called In Science
buteraceotis, Ini tio and serous kind ol

mitter, which can be separated by orti- -

fil ial means so as to form butter, butter
milk and scrum or whey; but by a careful
performance of hi duties as lupec!or ho
has ascertained that It Is tnliject to sllglil
variations, as the average dairyman's
garden fields are being Improved
with empty condensed milk cans the
cans doing double duty by stopping wash-

outs while tho former contents aro being
distributed upon our streets, as fresh
inoini.ig milk, with the ustiul accompani-
ment ( starch, sugar, Hour, plaster of

raris, chalk, eggs, annatto. etc.: and this
stuff u being peddled out by men that
uuve got me uruzoa impuuCDCe io iook
vou in the face and lay claim to honesty.
Yes, it is purchased in many cases espe-
cially as a chief alimont of children, for a
cnoice nourishment, and rohed upon to
develop tho physical powers and impart
vigor io me constitution ol children cur-
ing tho moat focble and critical period of
their lives, when tho best poesiblo nour-
ishment is especially necessary in order to
counteract tho injurious cUects of infected
nir ana ueticicut exerciso, which are otten
inseparable from tho condition of city lifo.

Mr. Thiers, instead of making a fruitless
ottemnt with his limited knowledge of his
official duties to bolster tip a certain uii'.k
ns being the only pure milk that was be-

ing sold, sltould'bavo told plain truth and
said that when milk is put into n can and
carried a considerable distance, over rough
roads, rail or otherwise, so as to be much
agitated, before being delivered for two,
that even it with nil iu lmritv is neces
sarily infeiior in quality just iu proportion
to tho amount of limitation it has received,
and that if said agitation bo continued to
any great length it becomes entirely
worthless lor sweet milk purposes,- no
matter how rich it may bo in 4uteraceous
matter; and he should' further stato that
parties Belling cream raised from such milk
und claiming it us tiio best whip cream on
1 io market aro making unfair claims that
they cannot substantiate.

Mr. Thiers is certainly right in calling for
mnro legal authority, lie should bo re
quired to visit every dairy and inspect not
only tho health of the animals, but ulso
tho cleanliness ol tho dairy ami tho man-
ner of handling tho milk, and in justico to
tho dairviiiau he might be vested with
authority to do a little inspection of vessels
often brought to receive milk from the
wagon. Kvcry article in which milk is
placed should be washed in water with a
ittlo lime or soda dissolved in it. If milk

sours in uny gaits or china vessel the acnl
thus generated will injure any w lucli may
alterward be placed in it, but ii washed
in water in which an alkali has been dis
solved the acid will bo destroyed. 'Mr.
Thiers will tind that his duties, if properly
performed and justice Ueutt to ail, will
worry him muchly.

Ho should not talk about 40 cent per
gallon, for there aro no hiicIi price ruling
on tho market, on the other hand, the
cut-thro- system brought nbout by tho
people themselves piteoutly crying (or big
measure ami more iii-kc- lor llio dollar
lias about driven tho honest milkmen that
did exist out of the market, and men
of peculiar view that can ease their con
science by pandering to the demand lor
bii; measure ana clieap proauci nuvo
about got tho lield to themselves with
their adulterated article. It milkmen feed
their cows on wholesome loud that will
produce ' good milk, and sell it at tiio
pri.-- that are uciicraily ruling, he will
either havo to starve himself and fam
ily, go poorly clad and present a most
dilapidated appearance on the street with
bis old kliuckly wa-o- n, or Hud himsulf a
candidate for tho poorliDiiie. (lit the
other hand, duo harness, fat mules, var--
ni.-he-d wiik'oiis and dudo drven aro not
tho result of pure milk at ") cents per gal-
